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Storm hammers Howardwick

Howardwick residents were 
battered by high winds Saturday 
evening, August 9, resulting in thou­
sands o f dollars in property damage.

No human injunes have been 
reported. Trees in the community 
took the biggest to ll w ith some 
limbs and trunks o f approximately 
ten-inch diameters being snapped, 
although many were already weak­
ened due to persistent drought and 
disease.

Howardwick Fire Chief Joe 
Hall said he estimated the Clarendon 
Country Club go lf course alone sus­
tained $8,000 to $10,000 in damage 
to trees.

The storm hit about 6:30 p.m. 
and knocked out power with winds 
reaching sustained speeds o f more

than 75 miles per hour, and Hall 
said a microburst may have accom­
panied the storm. City officials said 
much o f the damage was along 
Haskell Street between Columbia 
and Pampa streets.

Two mobile homes were 
destroyed near Haskell and Colum­
bia, and the residence o f B illy  and 
Lois Woods suffered heavy damage 
at the comer Haskell and Pampa. A 
the couple’s wood structure carport 
was collapsed onto their vehicles, 
and their two-car carport that cov­
ered their boat and was anchored in 
concrete was ripped from its loca­
tion and came to rest in a nearby 
field about a quarter o f a mile away. 
Mayor M ike Rowland said he found 
a washtub-sized piece o f concrete 
from that carport in his field.

The Woods also lost their cov­

ered porch, which was folded back 
over onto their roof, causing signifi­
cant damage to their home.

Heavy damage also struck 
on Frederick Street near Colum­
bia where the roof was tom o ff the 
home o f Melodean M itchell, caus­
ing damage to a nearby carport. 
Some o f the debris was dropped on 
a nearby RV while the remainder 
was scattered several yards from the 
property.

Hall was in a fire truck near 
C ity Hall and watch the storm peel 
the roof up on the old Canteen store 
and saw the sign at the Howardwick 
Baptist Church blow away.

“ I couldn’ t see the front o f my 
fire truck for about five minutes”  
due to the rain. Hall said.

The storm also downed tree 
limbs and twisted swings at the city

park
“ I ’m very grateful no one was 

hurt.”  Hall said. “And I ’m proud 
o f the way our firefighters handled 
their jobs.”

Hall thanked the Clarendon 
Volunteer Fire Department, the 
Donley County Sheriff's Office, and 
the Associated Ambulance Author­
ity for their assistance during and 
follow ing the storm. He also said 
his department is in need o f dona­
tions, and more information can be 
obtained at City Hall.

Officials also urge citizens to 
be wary when hiring contractors to 
clean up storm damage. Hall says 
property owners need to make sure 
their contractors are insured, and 
Enterprise columnist Bob Watson 
has more advice on this subject in 
this week’s issue.

best in five years

Clarendon’s sales tax receipts 
are down for the fifth straight month, 
but the city is still showing its second 
highest returns in the last five years.

Texas Comptroller Susan 
Combs reported August sales tax 
allocations last Wednesday and 
showed Clarendon as being down 
15.12 percent for the month at 
$37,353.16 compared to $44,009.31 
last year.

Local sales in 2013, however, 
were bolstered by temporary work­
ers living here as part o f a pipeline 
crew, with some months reporting 
sales tax receipts greater than 40 per­
cent above similar periods in 2012.

Compared to 2012, this month’s 
city sales tax revenue is up 4.92 per­
cent. And while the c ity ’s year-to- 
date figure is currently down 5.50 
percent at $261,007.49, the total 
for the year thus far is 19.1 percent 
ahead o f the same point two years 
ago.

August year-to-date sales 
tax totals for the city over the 
last five years are as follows: 
2014 - $261,007.49; 2013 -
$276,214.96; 2012 - $219,134.53; 
2011 - $225,853.82; and 2010 - 
$207,357.53.

Also in Donley County, How­
ardwick saw its monthly figures 
drop 40.31 percent to $1,069.09, 
and that c ity ’s year-to-date total is 
down 21.11 percent at $11,244.80. 
Hedley, however, shows some 
modest growth with a monthly figure 
up 9.61 percent at $982.32 and a 
year-to-date total up 3.03 percent at 
$5,115.17.

The sales tax figures represent 
monthly sales made in June as well 
as April, May and June sales by busi­
nesses that report tax quarterly, all o f 
which were reported to the state in 
July.

Statewide Combs said that state 
sales tax revenue in July was $2.34 
billion, up 6.3 percent compared to 
July 2013.

“ The growth in sales tax rev­
enues reflected strength in both 
business and consumer spending," 
Combs said. “ The increase was led 
by remittances from the construc­
tion, services, and o il and natural 
gas-related sectors, as well as from 
retail trade and restaurants.

“ Fiscal year-to-date, state sales 
tax collections are now up 5.3 per­
cent.”

Grand Jury

The Donley County Grand Jury 
handed up five indictments against 
four individuals during its August 
6 session, according to information 
from District Attorney Luke Inman’s 
office.

Gary Dale English was indicted 
on a Class A Theft in a case that 
w ill be filed in county court for an 
offense committed on May 17.

Paul Alexander Rodgers was 
indicted on a second degree Aggra­
vated Assault w ith a Deadly Weapon 
charge for an offense committed on 
May 9.

Frank Wesley Carson was 
indicted on a second degree Aggra­
vated Assault w ith a Deadly Weapon 
charge and a third degree Assault 
on a Family Member charged for 
offenses committed May 18.

Carson was also indicted on 
five counts o f third degree Retalia­
tion for offenses committed May 18.

Victor Antonio Mendoza 
was indicted for Driving While 
Intoxicated, a third degree charge 
enhanced to second degree, for an 
offense committed May 10.

Masses o f folks are in lockstep, completing daily 
routines with heightened speed, too often in fast-for­
ward mode.

Inside was a cross-section o f life. I was the only 
tie-wearer, and a goodly number -  dressed casually 
and less -  seemed bent, however painfully, on jump- 
starting their day after a short night.

A  woman, neatly dressed, approached me. Her 
face was not familiar, but her request was.

“ Do you have two dollar bills?”  she asked. 1 felt 
the hovering o f providence, recalling an $8 purchase 
the night before that resulted in exact change -  $2. The 
two bills, folded around charge cards, prevented my 
being flat broke....

Thoughts raced. I resisted the urge to lecture her. 

“ Has inflation moved into panhandling, too?”  I pon­
dered. I recalled dozens o f other similar requests along 
the way, usually in teeming cities. Typically, though, 
requests were for extra change, or maybe a dollar.

I smiled, asking her why she needed the two dol­
lars.

She smiled back, reaching into her purse,

$2 b ill into my pocket. M y wife reappeared, and I 
steered our conversation to the dangers o f pre-judging 
as we proceeded to church....

We heard about God’s love from a powerful 

preacher whose every word seemed heaven-sent.
A t lunch, with him. his wife Wanda and friends 

Mickey and Linda Eddins, we spoke o f many things.
Richard was asked i f  he'd ever suffered from 

“ tangled-tongue”  in the pulpit. “A ll preachers have,”  
he answered. “ In fact, not long ago my face was 
self-reddened as badly as yours was today at McDon­
ald’s.” ...

Completing his tenure o f several months as an 
interim pastor, he was ready for his final sermon; it 
was a Sunday night. “ But it ’s not over ‘until the fat 
lady sings’ ,”  he joked. The congregation responded not 
with laughter, but squirmed in something o f a nervous 
titter.

He hadn’ t looked far enough down the worship 
guide. A  woman he said to be “ as fine a vocalist as 
ever sang a note" indeed was scheduled to sing. His 
face already crimson, he glanced toward the choir, his 
eyes locking with those o f the featured vocalist -  a 
woman he said was “ considerably to the left o f portly.”  
When she took the microphone, she had a one-sen­
tence sermon for him before breaking into song.

PACK To THE PARK

A monumental mystery on the square
As you all may well know, a monu­

ment suddenly appeared in front o f the 
Donley County Courthouse Annex a 
couple o f weeks ago. Most folks knew it 
was coming, so it's not a great surprise. 
On it, many statements were attributed 
to several Founding Fathers, along with 
others, including the Ten Command­
ments. Anyway, with all the engrav­
ing that was done on the monument I 
wonder i f  it is, in effect, a graven image? 
Just kidding -  well, sort of.

Even though the monument is a 
weighty thing, I wonder what the point 
o f it is. What is its purpose? What are 
the people behind the monument trying 
to say? For example, the monument 
includes statements attributed to George 
Washington, James Madison. John Jay. 
and alas. Patrick Henry, among others. 
Why, “ alas”  Patrick Henry? Because the 
monument uses a bogus quote attributed 
to Patrick Henry, in a 1956 magazine 
article. The quote is as follows, “ It 
cannot be emphasized too strongly or too 
often that this great nation was founded, 
not by religionists, but by Christians; not 
on religions, but on the gospel o f Jesus 
Christ!”

Several respectable sources dispute 
that Patrick Henry actually wrote or 
said this. Unfortunately, according to 
the Huftington Post, “ the quotation still 
appears regularly in Facebook and Tw it­
ter posts, and. remarkably, in presidential 
aspirant Newt G ingrich’s 2011 book. A 
Nation Like No Other (p. 76). And this 
from the only candidate with a history 
Ph.D.!”

“ It is what it is. a totally inaccurate 
statement,”  according to my publisher 
Roger Estlack. It is puzzling as to why 
the quotes on the monument were not 
properly vetted. Actually, it is highly

embarrassing 
that a false 
quote is now 
forever memo­
rialized in front 
o f the Court­
house Annex.
We may have 
a possible 
$20,000 “ oops”  
setting in our 
front yard.

There is
also a misspelling or misuse o f a word 
included in the history o f Clarendon 
at the back o f the monument. The his­
tory reads, “ ...purchased large tracks 
o f land...”  Actually, it should read. “ ... 
purchased large tracts o f land...”  O f 
course, they could have been referring 
to dinosaur, train, or animal tracks that 
can be found in the neighborhood. The 
monument also mistakenly uses the word 
“ purposed”  instead o f “ proposed.”

Finally, I get the feeling that the 
people who placed this monument may 
have intended it to suggest that our 
nation was founded on Christian values. 
I f  so, nothing could be farther from 
the truth. While many o f the Founding 
Fathers were Christians, the Constitution 
and structure o f the country were based 
strictly upon Enlightenment principles.

Most Americans seem to be under 
the erroneous idea that the Founding 
Fathers were pious, prayerful men. That 
is not the case. They were skeptical 
men o f the Enlightenment who ques­
tioned each and every idea that they 
were taught. They were very well read 
in political philosophy and science, and 
were well versed in theological matters. 
They continually challenged the re li­
gious teachings they heard, both publicly

and privately.
For example, Thomas Jefferson 

counseled his nephew to subject the 
authors o f the New Testament to the 
same textual scrutiny he would give to 
other ancient historians like Tacitus or 
Livy, and to treat the supposed biblical 
miracles with suspicion. Jefferson him­
self edited a version o f the New Testa­
ment that left out every miraculous and 
supernatural event, leaving only Jesus’ 
moral teachings.

George Washington, on the other 
hand, rewrote the presidential addresses 
crafted for him by his speechwriters so 
as to omit all references to Jesus Christ. 
And James Madison, who was quoted 
on the monument, gave his opinion 
that. “ Religious bondage shackles and 
debilitates the mind and unfits it for 
every noble enterprise, every expanded 
subject.”

The era o f the Founding Fathers 
was not an age o f faith but an age o f sci­
ence and skepticism, and the Founding 
Fathers were in the lead. The American 
Revolution, and the subsequent founding 
o f the United States o f America, embod­
ied the Enlightenment values that had 
been formulated over the previous hun­
dred years or so. Our American experi­
ment was originally an Enlightenment 
experiment.

I think the monument would be 
better placed in front o f a church or even 
on private property. It has no place in 
front o f our magnificent courthouse, a 
true monument to local government, and 
a temple o f justice. I agree with Jeffer­
son and the Founding Fathers that there 
must always be a wall separating church 
and state. The mystery monument is 
located in the wrong place, for the wrong 
reasons.

later and smoke all they could get their 
hands on as quickly as they could. So 
the casual user concept is moot, and 
there are a fair number o f lung and other 
health issues as well as societal prob­
lems associated with chronic use. They 
w ill spend every cent they can earn, 
beg, borrow, or steal on the drug to the 
exclusion o f bathing, shaving, washing 
clothes, rent, or dental bills, which sug­
gests it is not an innocuous recreational 
drug. In truth, there are no innocuous 
drugs.

Prohibition should have shown us 
what happens when Congress creates 
a situation where really bad people get 
really rich and powerful (comments on 
Congress w ill come at a later date). I do 
not think that there are any easy solu­
tions to our drug use. The current system 
o f largely unsuccessful attempts at inter­
diction have created a situation where 
the profits o f transport and delivery 
o f drugs are so large that there are ten 
people fighting to take the place o f every 
one that was caught. Only Kamikaze 
pilots and suicide bombers are harder to 
control.

I do want to suggest a simple idea 
for changing the status quo. Simple does 
not mean easy, just uncomplicated. We, 
as a nation, should put the problems 
associated with using drugs back on the 
user. Receiving public assistance at any 
level w ill require passing random and 
frequent drug tests. Not just for Mom, 
but for the whole family. One fails and 
they all fail. Hopefully a good buzz w ill 
not be worth being cold, hungry, and 
living under a bridge. Junkies are always 
getting hurt and are the trial bars’ best 
repeat customers. So i f  you get drunk, 
drive, and hit a tree, you can no longer 
blame the tree or its owner. Prove up 
clean and sober at the hospital or “ Torts 
‘R’ Us”  is out o f luck. Plus, ERs w ill 
no longer be forced to give free care to 
overloaded junkies. Too harsh? What 
we are doing now is not working and 
the floor is open for suggestions because 
there is a problem and it is not going to 
cure itself.

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Texas beef producers can apply 
for disaster aid due to drought

COLLEGE STATION -  Fed­
eral disaster aid for Texas cattle pro­
ducers is available and officials are 
encouraging producers to act quickly 
in applying for programs.

U.S. Department o f Agricu l­
ture-Farm Service Agency Texas 
administrators gave updates on live­
stock disaster programming in Col­
lege Station at the 60th Texas A & M  
Beef Cattle Short Course, coordi­
nated by the Texas A & M  AgriL ife  
Extension Service and the depart­
ment o f animal science at Texas 
A & M  University.

Ranchers are encouraged to call 
the Farm Service Agency office in 
their county to set up appointments 
as deadlines approach for these pro­
grams, officials said.

The disaster programs are part 
o f the Agricultural Act o f 2014, the 
new farm b ill, which w ill help Texas 
cattle producers rebuild and recover 
drought losses dating back to 2011, 
said Judith Canales, Texas state 
executive director for the USDA-

Farm Service Agency.
“ (As o f Aug. 6), $258 m il­

lion in livestock disaster payments 
have been distributed in Texas,”  
Canales said. “ We have 173 offices 
here in Texas to work with you, and 
we encourage you to schedule an 
appointment.”

Highlights o f programs offered 
to cattle producers were:

- Noninsured Crop Disaster 
Assistance provides assistance to 
producers o f non-insurable crops 
when low yields, loss o f inventory 
or prevented planting occur due 
to a natural disaster. This includes 
grasses planted for livestock produc­
tion. A fact sheet on this program is 
available at www.fsa.usda.gov/nap.

- The Livestock Indemnity Pro­
gram provides benefits to livestock 
producers for livestock deaths in 
excess o f normal mortality caused 
by adverse weather. To be eligible, 
a producer must have legally owned 
the eligible livestock on the day the 
livestock died. A  fact sheet on this

program is available at http://l.usa. 
gov /ls lsU a j.

- The Livestock Forage Disaster 
Program is retroactive to cover e li­
gible livestock producers who have 
suffered grazing losses for covered 
livestock on land that is native or 
improved pastureland with perma­
nent vegetative cover or is planted 
specifically for grazing. The pro­
gram provides compensation to e li­
gible livestock producers whohave 
suffered grazing losses on rangeland 
managed by a federal agency i f  the 
producer is prohibited by the federal 
agency from grazing normal permit­
ted livestock on the managed range- 
land due to a qualifying fire. The 
grazing losses must have occurred 
on or after Oct. 1, 2011. Payments 
are based on animal units. A  fact 
sheet on this program is available at 
http://Lusa.gov/lsAsEW e.

Cotton transition enrollment begins next week
WASHINGTON -  U.S. Depart­

ment o f Agriculture (USDA) Farm 
Service Agency Administrator Juan 
M. Garcia today announced that 
farmers can enroll in the Cotton 
Transition Assistance Program 
(CTAP) from Aug. 11, 2014 through 
Oct. 7, 2014.

The program, created by the 
2014 Farm B ill, provides interim 
payments to cotton producers during 
the 2014 crop year until the Stacked 
Income Protection Plan, a new insur­
ance product also created by the leg­
islation. is available. Details on the 
plan w ill be released by mid-August.

“ The Cotton Transition Assis­
tance Program is another milestone 
in USDA’s ambitious timeline for 
implementing the provisions o f the 
2014 Farm B ill. Cotton producers 
now have a risk management tool in

place,”  said Garcia. “ To help us pro­
vide the best service possible, cotton 
producers are encouraged to sched­
ule an appointment with their local 
Farm Service Agency office early 
in this enrollment period.”  added 
Garcia.

CTAP applications approved 
before Oct. 1. are subject to congres- 
sionally mandated automatic reduc­
tions o f 7.2 percent for the 2014 crop 
year. Applications approved after 
Oct. 1 w ill be reduced the required 
7.3 percent for the 2015 crop year. 
The Budget Control Act o f 2011 
requires USDA to implement these 
reductions to program payments.

CTAP and the Stacked Income 
Protection Plan were established by 
the 2014 Farm B ill. The Farm B ill 
builds on historic economic gains 
in rural America over the past five

years, while achieving meaning­
ful reform and billions o f dollars in 
savings for taxpayers. Since enact­
ment, USDA has made significant 
progress to implement each pro­
vision o f this critical legislation, 
including providing disaster re lie f to 
farmers and ranchers; strengthening 
risk management tools; expanding 
access to rural credit; funding c riti­
cal research; establishing innovative 
public-private conservation partner­
ships; developing new markets for 
rural-made products; and investing 
in infrastructure, housing and com­
munity facilities to help improve 
quality o f life  in rural America. For 
more information, visit www.usda.

It time for those pesky storm
chasers to come out o f the wood•

works to pray on inspecting victims. 
The storms that blow through during 
this time o f year can leave downed 
trees and other damage in their wake. 
That’s when “ storm chasers”  appear. 
These scam contractors prey on 
homeowners by promising repairs, 
collecting a fee and failing to deliver.

How the Scam Works: A major 
windstorm just blew through your 
city, knocking a tree onto your roof. 
The next day. a contractor appears at 
your door. You are generally suspi­
cious o f door-to-door salespeople, 
but this offer is very tempting. The 
contractor gives you a great price, 
and, i f  you commit now, he can 
begin work the next day. The con­
tractor w ill either want upfront pay­

ment or for you to sign a contract 
allowing the business to negotiate 
with your homeowners insurance on 
your behalf. Do this, and your entire 
insurance check may go to the storm 
chaser regardless o f the quality or 
quantity o f work completed.

After approving the work, 
several things may happen. Some 
storm chasers complete the job as 
described. However, poor craftsman­
ship and materials mean that you 
need the roof repaired again a few 
months later, when the business has 
moved on to a new storm-damaged 
region. In more extreme cases, con­
tractors may simply take your pay­
ment, completing part or none o f the 
work, and disappear.

Tips to Protect Yourself from 
“ Storm Chaser”  Scams: When 
a storm hits, follow these tips to 
ensure that any repairs go smoothly. 
Get three to four quotes: The storm 
chasers w ill try to pressure you into

Check references: Get refer­
ences from several past customers. 
Make sure these are at least a year 
old, so you can check on the qual­
ity o f the work. Check bbb.org: 
BBB Business Reviews are more 
than just a grade. You can also read 
past complaints from customers, 
find out about licensing and govern­
ment actions, and more. Make sure 
it ’s legal: Confirm that any business 
being considered for hire is licensed 
and registered to do work in your 
area. Also, i f  in doubt, request proof

o f a current insurance certificate 
from a contractor’s insurance com­
pany. Get it in writing: And always 
be sure to get a written contract with 
the price, materials and timeline. The 
more detail, the better. Be very care­
fu l these scammers are slick.

• Always cross at intersections 
and designated crosswalks. Look 
left, right and then left again before 
proceeding.

• Look for traffic when stepping

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Extension: Center pivot does not always mean efficiency
VERNON -  Identifying, but 

more importantly gaining adop­
tion, o f the most efficient irriga­
tion systems is an important step 
in water conservation w ithin agri­
culture, according to a recent study 
conducted by Texas A & M  AgriL ife  
Research.

The study by A griL ife  
Research, in partnership with the 
Texas Alliance for Water Conserva­
tion, determined that producers who 
were not using low energy precision 
application, or LEPA, sprinkler sys­
tems were leaving as much as $100 
per acre behind.

Dr. Nithya Rajan, AgriL ife  
Research agronomist in Vernon, 
helped complete the study by look­
ing at different types o f irrigation 
systems for their application e ffi­
ciency. A more efficient irrigation 
system allows a larger percentage o f 
the applied water to reach the root 
zone and not be lost to soil evapo­
ration or evaporation from plant sur­
faces.

The study is a part o f the project 
“An Integrated Approach to Water 
Conservation for Agriculture in the 
Texas Southern High Plains,”  in iti­
ated through funding from the Texas 
Water Development Board in 2005.

Rick Kellison, project direc­
tor o f the Texas Alliance for Water 
Conservation, said the study was 
designed to help producers “ put a 
dollar figure to using the most e ffi­
cient irrigation systems, because 
over the years they had shifted away 
from the efficiency o f LEPA.”

This eight-year project led to 
the establishment o f the Texas A ll i­
ance for Water Conservation Dem­
onstration Project, which involves 
about 30 producers’ fields in Hale 
and Floyd counties.

While about 75 percent o f the 
Texas High Plains irrigated acres are 
under center pivot systems, these sys­
tems can be equipped with different 
types o f emitters, Rajan said. These 
include mid-elevation spray applica­
tion, known as MESA; low eleva­
tion spray application or LESA; and 
LEPA. She explained MESA sys­
tems use spray emitters positioned 
at around 4 feet above the ground or 
higher, and are popular for irrigating 
taller crops like com. LESA systems 
have spray emitters generally located 
less than 4 feet above the ground, 
and are popular for irrigating shorter 
crops like cotton. LEPA systems use 
emitters in contact with the surface 
that allow water to flow directly onto 
the soil, and are generally used in 
conjunction with furrow dikes.

The primary objective o f the 
Texas Alliance for Water Conser­
vation project has been to identify 
cropping systems and practices in 
this region that use less irrigation 
water while maintaining farm profit­
ability.

“ Over time, producers have 
moved away from LEPA to the spray 
pattern or LESA,”  Kellison said. “ We 
thought i f  we could put a dollar value 
on changing from the spray mode 
back to LEPA, that would help.”

Kellison said in 2011. less than 
2 inches o f rain fell on the test fields; 
2012, less than 8 inches; and 2013, 
about 10 inches.

“ In all three years, the only d if­
ference on the field was the LEPA vs. 
LESA irrigation,”  he said. “ We made 
more than $100 per acre net revenue 
on the LEPA span over the LESA 
span.”

Both systems applied the same 
amount o f water, but the efficiency 
o f application o f the water is what

made the difference, Kellison said. 
LEPA provides a direct application 
o f water and thus concentrates the 
water in a smaller area. This reduces 
surface evaporation.

“ In years when the temperatures 
are high, along with high winds, you 
can move the water into the soil pro­
file faster and deeper.”  he said.

Kellison said in all three years 
o f the drought conditions, the LESA 
or spray application was needed 
to get the crop started, but the pro­
ducer, Glen Schur, switched right 
back to the efficiency o f LEPA for 
the remainder o f the growing season.

Rajan said the impact o f switch­
ing irrigation systems was demon­
strated by setting up one o f the eight 
spans in the center-pivot irrigation 
system as LESA, with the other 
seven being LEPA.

“A ll spans received the same 
amount o f water, but cotton yields 
under the LESA span were sub- 
stantially less than yields under the 
neighboring LEPA spans,”  she said.

Since LEPA is more efficient 
than LESA, more o f the water sup­
plied by the LEPA system reached 
the plants’ roots, resulting in 
increased growth and yield.

Schur said in doing the experi­
ment, “ I found out there is more d if­
ference between LEPA and LESA 
than I thought.”  I

He said for the past three years 
he has averaged 160 pounds o f 
cotton lin t difference using the same 
amount o f water between the two 
systems. On a 120-acre pivot, that 
equals $12,000.

“ Not only is it a water conserva­
tion measure, but it makes the value 
o f the water higher.”  Schur said. 
“ There are always going to be cer­
tain things you have to run in broad­

cast spray, getting the crop up and 
incorporating chemicals, but then I 
find it a big benefit to switch and run 
it in LEPA.

“ Some people are concerned 
that they need to cover all the area in 
water, but it is really more important 
to get the penetration o f the water 
into the soil profile,”  he said.

Rajan explained that fo llow ­
ing an irrigation application water is 
predominantly lost through evapora­
tion from the wet soil surface. This is 
called Phase I evaporation and occurs 
at the rate determined by potential 
evapotranspiration. Once the soil 
surface dries, water is lost from the 
soil by Phase II evaporation. Phase 
II evaporation is controlled by the 
diffusion o f water vapor through the 
soil and is generally much less than 
Phase I evaporation.

The application efficiency o f an 
irrigation system is related to its abil­
ity to place water in the root zone o f 
the crop, she said.

“ We investigated the emitted 
uniform ity and application e ffi­
ciency o f 14 center pivot irrigation 
systems in the Texas High Plains,”  
Rajan said. “Application efficiencies 
were in the range o f 60-70 percent 
for MESA systems, 70-80 percent 
for LESA systems and greater than 
90 percent for LEPA systems.”
