Aldermen propose
city tax increase

Clarendon Aldermen met
in regular session last Tuesday,
August 12, as they continued to
work on budget matters of the city
for fiscal year 2015.

The board voted unani-
mously to propose a tax rate of
$0.708915, but aldermen can
adopt a lower rate if they so
choose next month.

The $1.82 million budget the
city 1s working on is based on the
proposed tax rate, and city offi-
cials say Clarendon’s ad valorem
tax rate has not be raised in at
least seven years.

In other city business, alder-
men approved a $12,000 budget
amendment to the current city
budget to replace fire hydrants.

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Local students receive gift from CC

Students in Donley County
received a gift last week when
Clarendon College announced plans
to scholarship dual credit classes and
cap tuition on regular classes.

CC President Robert Riza
revealed the plan during the regular
meeting of the Board of Regents on
August 14 and said it was a way for
the college to give back to the people
of Donley County.

“These are the people who have
spent some money to keep this col-
lege going and supported this institu-
tion for a number of years,” Dr. Riza
said.

Under the plan, tuition charges
would be capped at 12 hours per
semester for Donley County resi-
dents, allowing students to take addi-

tional classes at no extra charge.

High school students residing
in Donley County also benefit by
having their second and third dual
credit class per semester paid for by
the college.

Clarendon High School Prin-
cipal Larry Jeffers said the school
district currently pays for one dual
credit class, but the college’s offer
will allow his students to acquire up
to 36 hours of college credit at no
charge during their time at CHS.

“It’s a great opportunity,” Jef-
fers said. “You can get a great edu-
cation and a great price, and it will
transfer to any other college.”

CISD Superintendent Monty
Hysinger was also excited by the
college plan.

“I think 1t’s wonderful, and it’s
a win-win for everybody,” Hysinger
said. I encourage everyone to take
advantage of dual credit classes
through Clarendon College.”

Hedley Superintendent Bill
Wood said the college paying for the
second and third dual credit classes
per semester would be of enormous
benefit to his students where 70 to
75 percent of households have low
Incomes.

“It's a blessing to Donley
County and to our kids,” Wood said.
“How can you beat it? I think it’s a
great deal, and one that is going to
result in a lot of savings for fami-
lies.”

The tuition cap and dual
credit offer applies to all residents

of Donley County, and Riza said
that means students in Memphis,
McLean, or Groom high schools will
benefit.

In other college news, regents
approved fiscal year 2015 gen-
eral and auxiliary budgets totaling
$9.3 million and voted in favor of
adopting an ad valorem tax rate of
$0.220802 per $100 valuation in the
Clarendon College District, which is
all of Donley County. The tax rate
1s slightly lower than the current
rate but will bring in about $31,000
in additional revenue due to higher
property valuations.

The board also approved
the college policy manual as pre-
sented and ratified the hiring of
Lana Ritchie as the Vice President

of Administrative Services and of
Amanda Fefel as softball coach.
Regents acknowledged the resigna-
tions of John Havens in maintenance
and of Bridgett Parks, an administra-
tive assistant in Pampa.

Board Chairman John Howard
praised Dr. Riza’s performance as
president and his work in many
areas, including the budget, the
policy manual, and community
relations. Howard said he believes
regents made the right choice in
hiring Riza.

At a public hearing before the
meeting, publisher Roger Estlack
spoke favorably of the work of the
administration and the board in terms
of the budget, taxes, and moving the
college-forward.

Following a grand jury’s
indictment of Gov. Rick Perry on
charges of coercion and abuse of
power, supporters of the state’s lon-
gest-serving governor have flocked
to his defense, claiming he’s the
victim of a partisan witch hunt.

But Perry's detractors are
quick to note what the integrity unit
was up to at the time — investigat-
ing allegations of improper reviews
and conflicts of interest inside the
Cancer Prevention and Research
[nstitute of Texas, a grant-making
entity that Perry has touted as one
of his signature accomplishments.
That inquiry, which resulted in an
indictment of a high-ranking CPRIT
official, was delayed by Perry’s
line-item veto of the unit’s funding.

The public won’'t know the
details of Perry’s prosecution unless
it goes to tnal; be assured Perry’s
lawyers will try every legal tool in
the toolbox to derail it. In the mean-
time, the secrecy surrounding the
evidence the grand jury heard 1s
providing fertile ground for specu-
lation.

Perry and his lawyers say the

governor was sumply exercising a
constitutional right when he vetoed
$7.5 million in state funding for the
public integrity unit, which is over-
seen by a district attorney who had
pleaded guilty to drunken driving.

“This i1s nothing more than
banana republic politics,” said
Houston lawyer Tony Buzbee, who
1S leading Perry’s legal team. “What
has happened here not only has no
merit, but also was absolutely con-
trary to the law.”

The leading theory Texas
Democrats are peddling 1s that Perry
wanted to upend the public integrity
unit, which i1s housed within the
Travis County’s district attorney’s
office, because it was investigat-
ing CPRIT — bringing at least one
of Perry’s major donors under the
MICrOscope.

Mo Elleithee, a spokesman for
the Democratic National Commit-
tee, insinuated in an email to-sup-
porters that Perry might be “using a
veto 1n attempt to force an elected
official to resign and possibly
stymie a politically damaging inves-
tigation.”

CPRIT, an entity created by
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voters in 2007 to spend $3 billion on,
cancer research, came under inves-
tigation after an oversight commit-
tee disclosed that the agency had
approved an $11 million grant to
Peloton Therapeutics without scien-
tific review.

One of Peloton’s initial inves-
tors was Dallas philanthropist
Peter O'Donnell, a friend to Perry
who has donated $241,000 to his
campaigns since 2000, campaign
finance records show. At the time,
The Dallas Morning News reported
that O’Donnell had also given $1.6
million to the CPRIT Foundation,
a nonprofit. State law prohibits the
CPRIT Foundation from accepting
donations from CPRIT grant recipi-
ents.

The public integrity unit
eventually indicted Jerry Cobbs,
CPRIT’s former chief commercial-
1zation officer, for allegedly deceiv-
ing CPRIT officials about the grant
given to Peloton Therapeutics. At
the time, Travis County District
Attorney Rosemary Lehmberg said,
“other current CPRIT board mem-
bers are not under suspicion in the
investigation.”

What did Perry’s grand jury know?

In the months preceding and
following Perry’s veto, the public
integrity unit certainly had more on
its plate than CPRIT. It was pursu-
ing more than 400 cases at the time
of the veto, including 23 “public
corruption” cases, county docu-
ments show.

Of those public corruption
cases, 10 resulted in indictments,
including an elected shenff who
had allegedly falsified records and
various state employees who had
been accused of behaving unscrupu-
lously. Another 13 public corruption
cases remained under investigation
and were therefore confidential.

While details on what the
grand jury heard are thin, it’s indis-
putable that the public integrity unit
took a hard hit from the veto. While
Travis County covered some of the
lost funding, the unit’s annual oper-
ating budget dropped to $2.5 mil-
lion from $3.7 million.

The unit was forced to down-
size to 24 employees from 34, and it
reportedly dropped more than 50 of
its pending cases — none of which
fell under the “public corruption”
category.

County
seeking
one-cent
tax hike

Donley County Commission-
ers are proposing a slightly higher
tax rate to support a fiscal year 2015
budget that is $63,000 higher than
the current budget.

Commissioners have spent sev-
eral hours in called meeting to pre-
pare the $2.175 million budget, and
County Judge Jack Hall is happy
with the results.

“I think our budget looks really
good this year,” Hall said.

Valuations on properties subject
to the county’s ad valorem tax rate
are $17,118,475 higher than last year.
Commissioners want to increase the
county’s total tax rate by about one
penny from $0.632279 to $0.642546
per $100 valuation. The total county
tax levy on a $50,000 home would
increase by about $5.13.

The budget includes raises for
county employees to the tune of
$1,000 across the board for full time
employees, and part time employees
who work half a day would receive a
$500 raise. The budget also reflects
increased health insurance premiums
of about 5.1 percent.

To avoid a deficit in the Road

- & Bridge fund, the 2015 budget will

move part of the expense for road
hand salaries into the general budget
for the county.

A review of the proposed
budget reveals no significant changes
compared to the current budget. The
proposal maintains a county contin-
gency fund of $18,000 as well as a
$30,000 line item for any ongoing
preservation work that may need to
be done on the 1890 Courthouse.
Hall said in the next fiscal year the
county will look at repairing cracked
plaster and sandstone that is spalling.

Hall also said the proposed
2015 budget will carry over a “capi-
tal murder” line item of $30,000
from the current budget for any
appeal expenses that might arise
from the Robert Babcok case.

The county’s budget process
began in July, Hall said.

Public tax hearings will be held
September 8 and 12, and both the tax
rate and the budget will be voted on
by commissioners on September 135.

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Indictment is not about Perry’s veto

Tricky Ricky’s recent indictment
aside, it must be assumed that Rick Perry
is not just innocent; he is actually being
railroaded by Democrats from Travis
County, the liberal bastion surrounding
Austin. Of course, who's to say the
aforementioned assumption is simply
taken out of context — a context that is
wrong? What is this issue all about,
anyway? Both sides in this controversy
have already rushed to judgment;
Jonathan Chait at New York Magazine
called the indictment “unbelievably
ridiculous and fulminated that Perry i1s
exactly as guilty as a *ham sandwich,””
referring to the old saw that a good
prosecutor could indict a ham sandwich.
David Axlerod, President Obama’s ultra-
liberal advisor added, “Unless he was
demonstrably trying to scrap the ethics
unit for other than his stated reason,
Perry indictment seems pretty sketchy.”

To most folks, this seems to be the
major consensus — that the legal tarring
of Tricky Ricky is in fact an exodus from
normal legal procedure and is simply
political payback. At least this 1s what
Governor Rick is saying. He called the
prosecution a “farce” and suggested
that “some would use partisan political
theatrics to rip away at the very fabric of
our state’s constitution.”

Actually, I think there is a fair
chance that Governor Rick 1s in more
trouble than we realize. Since Governor
Rick has apparently made the necessary
changes 1n his public persona and
re-entered the presidential race for 2016,
as the great GOP savior, perhaps this
indictment has more teeth than originally
thought. According to Forrest Wilder, of
Texas Observer fame, “The indictment—
and the possibility that Perry could be
knocked out of the running and even be
facing prison time because he’s a corrupt
bully—blows a giant hole in the script.”

In the dustup that followed the
indictment, several serious factual errors
and misconceptions have been presented
as facts, when they weren’t facts, but
misled opinions. In the interest of trying
to make sense of all this, here are a few
things to keep in mind.

in this case. It does not appear that Mr.
McCrum has a political axe to grind in
this case, and is highly respected by both
sides.

The Travis County DA’s office,
including Rosemary Lehmberg, had
nothing to do with the indictment.
Actually, this 1s not about the disgusting
drunken display of Rosemary Lehmberg,
the Travis County DA, or Governor
Rick’s veto. The legal case against Perry
1S not about Lehmberg’s behavior while
in jail, even though his defense team
would like us to believe it is.

Personally, I think Rosemary
Lehmberg ought to resign, simply
because she has no right to send others
to jail for doing the same thing she is
guilty of. However, it is up to the Travis
County voters to remove her from office.
Rick Perry has no right to try to force
her out of office. It’s up to the voters.
However, the local system did not
remove her from office and she went to
jail. She will step down as soon as her
term ends.

The Travis County District Attorney
is no different than the 300 plus local
elected prosecutors in Texas. She is
locally elected and is a servant of Travis
County. The important thing about the
Travis County DA’s office is that it
contains the Public Integrity Unit, which
polices corruption in state government.
Realistically speaking, this anti-

corruption unit is one of the few checks
on the power and influence Governor
Rick has accumulated over the past 14
years in office.

According to Forrest Wilder,
the Public Integrity Unit is primarily
funded by the Texas Legislature. That
money isn’t earmarked for Rosemary
Lehmberg; it’s earmarked for the
oversight function of the Travis County
DA's Public Integrity Unit. It is that
money that Perry threatened to line-item
veto if Lehmberg did not resign. They
may be looking into nefarious activities
in which Tricky Ricky’s most generous
contributors accessed millions of dollars
from two developmental funds that
Governor Rick helped set up.

When she did not resign, and
Travis County opted not to remove her,
Perry then vetoed the funding. Later, he
continued to make offers to restore the
funding if Lehmberg resigned, according
to media reports. One account says he
signaled that he would find Lehmberg
another well-paying job within the DA’s
office. Had she resigned, Perry would
have appointed her successor.

The criminal case against Perry
centers on his “coercion” of a local
elected official using threats and
promises. It is not premised—as has
been repeatedly misreported—on the
veto itself. Craig McDonald, the head
of Texans for Public Justice and the
original complainant, has said as much.

“The governor is doing a pretty
good job to try to make this about
[Lehmberg] and her DWI conviction.
But this has never been about his veto of
her budget and about her. This is about
his abuse of power and his coercion
trying to get another public citizen to
give up their job.”

Sadly, this mess will have to go
through the drawn-out criminal justice
process. By the time it’s over, so will the
2016 presidential race and Rick Perry’s
chance to become President of the
United States. Even though I personally
don’t like him or his defender, little Ted
Cruz, I would rather have the voters
decided his ultimate fate.

The new monument on the
Courthouse lawn was paid for by honest,
hardworking citizens, our friends and
neighbors. People who love this country,
love Clarendon, love their neighbors.

It is preposterous to say “The
American Republic was not founded
on God,” (who we know by his
word). The documents have not been
destroyed. The Magna Carta, Mayflower
Compact, Declaration of Independence,
Blackstone’s: The Divine Origin of
Rights and Laws, the charters of all 50
states, Howards “Rules and Precepts,”

Dartmouth’s Eleazar Whitlock Charter,
and many other documents.

In the US Capitol Building is a
small prayer room just off the rotunda.
The focal point is a stained glass window
depicting George Washington kneeling
in prayer. Behind him are etched these
words, “Preserve me, O God, for in Thee
do I put my trust.” Inside the rotunda is
picture of the Pilgrims about to embark
from Hall and the Speedwell. The ship’s
Chaplin Brewster has open on his lap
the Bible. Very clear are the words “the
New Testament according to our Lord
and Savior Jesus Christ” on the sail the
motto of the Pilgrims, “In God We Trust,
God With Us,” The phrase “In God We

Trust™ also appears opposite the Vice
President and backdrops the Speaker of
the House.

Above the head of the Chief
Justice in the Supreme Court are the Ten
Commandments. Moses is included in
the great law givers in the Herman A.
MacNeil marble sculpture group on the
east front.

Engraved on the metal cap on the
top of the Washington Monument are
the words “Praise be to God.” Lining the
walls of the stairwell are such biblical
phrases as “Search the Scriptures,”
“Holiness to the Lord,” “Train up a child
in the way he should go, and when he is
old he will not depart from it.”

In the Library of Congress are
found numerous quotations of scripture
on the walls. One reminding each
American of his responsibility to his
maker: “What doth the Lord require of
thee, but to do justly and love mercy
and walk humbly with thy God.” Micah
6:8. Another preserves the Psalmist’s
acknowledgment that all nature reflects
the order and beauty of the Creator.
*““The heavens declare the glory of
God and the firmament showeth his
handiwork.” Pslam 9:1. Also, “The light
shineth in the darkness, and the darkness
comprehendeth it not.” John 1:5.

Lincoln's own words on the
monument named for him *“...this
npation, under God, shall have a new birth
of freedom, and that government of the
people, by the people, for the people,

shall not perish from the earth.” At

the opposite end on the north wall, his
Second Inaugural Address, “as was said
3,000 years ago, so it still must be said,
“The judgments of the Lord are true and
righteous altogether.””

And on the Jefferson Monument,
“God who gave us life gave us liberty.
Can the liberties of a nation be secure
when we have removed a conviction
that these liberties are a gift from God?
Indeed, I tremble for my country when
[ reflect that God is just, that his justice
cannot sleep forever.”

The only logical way one can deny
these truths, chiseled in stone, is to tear
the buildings down. Will that happen?
Will revisionists attempt to wipe out all
evidence of a loving Father who gave his
life to save them?

The founding Fathers were
probably not pious men all. They were
all fallen men, as we all are. Some of
them had received God’s mercy and
were allowing Him to live through them.
They prayed. Enlightened? Yes, some
were enlightened by God’s word and the
“Light of the World.”
