sociation, Texas Farmers 
Union and Texas Sheep and 
Goat Raisers Association as 
well as by hundreds of farm­
ers and ranchers across the 
state.”

“  Much research has been 
done in controlling brush and 
improving rangelands,”  said 
Adams, “ but the need Is ur­
gent now for cash funds to 
support additional basic re­
search. That research will 
be aimed at new break­
throughs In control. And 
any type of brush that has 
become an economic liabi­
lity in our county or in any 
other county of the state will 
be studied so that we may 
learn how to control it.”

C. E. Fisher emphasized 
the need for brush control 
“ so that we can Increase 
our production efficiency.”  
“  There is only so much land 
so wo have to nuke it more 
productive. We can do this 
by controlling brush. But 
we need to develop methods 
of brush control that are 
cheaper and more effective. 
And, once we clear our 
rangelands of brush, we must 
follow a sound program of 
range improvement In order 
to get the highest return per 
dollar invested in brush con­
trol. Killing brush for the 
sake of killing brush is a 
hopeless case.”

“ Brush has cut our earn­
ing power, sapped our water 
reserves, reduced the 
carrying capacity of our 
grasslands and cost millions 
in our efforts to cootrol it,”  
pointed out Pope. “ We need 
10 times the number of acres 
presently under bursh con­
trol If we are to attain our 
goal. One big breakthrough 
in this new program may 
pay for all the cost of all 
the necessary research.'

(food Land Use Assures 
Crops Lor Farmers

Farmers and rancher of 
today have many things in 
common with farmers or 
ranchers of long ago. One 
of the main concerns of 
farmers or ranchers has 
always been good crop pro­
duction. To produce these 
good crops there has always 
been some things that must 
be done.

The using of land accord­
ing to it needs and capa­
bilities has always assured 
the farmer getting the most 
from his land without 
misusing or damaging the 
land. The misuse of land 
always results In low pro­
duction. Continued misuse 
of the land can and will re­
sult in such low production 
that farming ceases to be 
economical.

Farmers In the Black- 
water Valley Soil and Wa­
ter Conservation District 
are concerned about what 
the yields of 1969 will be. 
In addition to being concern­
ed about the present yields 
wise farmers will be con­
cerned about good yields for 
years to come.

One of the important

values that should be fol­
lowed on all agricultural land 
is using the land according 
to its capabilities. Treating 
the land according to Us 
capabilities can best be de­
termined by miking use of 
a good soil map.

Soil, water and plant con­
servation practices that can 
be applied now will affect 
crop yields now and for years 
to com }. Each farmer in 
the district who is inter­
ested in getting the best 
possible yields should take 
Inventory to see If all the 
conservation practices have 
been applied and are being 
maintained.

Soil condition and ferti­
lity has been compared to 
a bank account. If a bank 
account is drawn on without 
depositing more In the a c­
count, it continues to de­
crease and eventually there 
will be nothing left to draw 
froml

your farm contact the Black- 
water Valley Soil Conser­
vation District or the Soil 
Conservation Service.

A search is also underway 

to find a strain of western 
wheatgrass, a valuable win­
ter grass on bottomland, for 
planting In central Texas. 
Again, the only seed avail­
able Is from the High Plains 
and is not widely adapted.

Selections from Tahoka 
and Floydada are looking 
good but evaluation work is * 
incomplete.

Work is also underway to 
find a grass that will thrive 
on land high in salt content.
Such a plant would be ex­
tremely valuable for vegeta­
ting thousands of acres of 
bare, “ salted-out’ ’ grass­
land In Texas and Oklahoma, 
as well as oil field areas 
damaged by saltwater. *

Selections of alkali sa- 
caton strains collected in 
Kenedy County and near Dell 
CUy are showing up es­
pecially well. Evaluation 
work on Inland saltgrass has 
been hindered by its failure 
to produce seed at Knox 
City.

Other promising co l­
lections include several '  
strains of sideoats grama for 
use iu South Texas; a strain 
of silky bluestem, native to 
the deserts of Australia, for 
planting on arid sites in the 
Trans-Pecos area; and a 
Harvard panic that 
shows promise for vegeta­
ting sand dunes.

After top plants are col­
lected and proven at the SCS 4 
plant center, they are grown 
under field conditions on 
farms of soli and water con­
servation district cooper­
ators. After final tests, 
superior varieties are Iden­
tified and released to com­
mercial seed growers who 
produce seed for sale.

A superior strain of Kleln- 
grass, called Selection 75, *»
was certified and released by 
SCS and the Texas Agricul­
tural Experiment Station for 
public use this year. Smith 
said. Other grass strains 
proven and put into use by 
SCS include El Reno, Uvalde, 
and Vaughn sideoats grama;
King Ranch bluestem; 
plains brlstlegrass, green 
sprangletop, weeping love- 
grass, Blackwell and Gren­
ville switchgrass; and Elida 
sand bluestem.

Other work being done at 
the center includes a search 
for better ways to harvest 
certain grasses; ways to 
make some grasses, such as 
vine mesqulte, produce seed 
more consistently; bet­
ter wavs to establish sev­
eral plants; proper time and 
rate of fertilizer application; 
and irrigation efficiency 
studies for seed producers.

Groups cooperating with 
SCS in plant materials work 
include Texas AAMUniver­
sity, Oklahoma State Univer­
sity, Texas Technological 
College, Prairie VtewAAM 
College, Oklahoma and Tex- ® 
as Agricultural Experiment 
Stations, the Agricultural 
Research Service, and soil 
and water conservation dis­
tricts in the two-state area.

Next Thursday I plan to 
begin a 10-day visit to South­
east Asia. It will be my 
fifth visit to South Vietnam 
and my first since November 
of 1967.

Since my last visit several 
developments have tak­
en place: President
Johnson imposed a halt in 
our bombing of North Bien- 
nam. General Creighton 
Abrams has taken command 
of our forces in Vietnam. 
The work of upgrading the 
effectiveness of the ARVN 
troops — the Army of the 
Republic of Vietnam — is 
going forward. Negotiations 
in Paris have begun. The 
Communists have initiated 
another offensive. And, 
most recently, the South 
Vietnamese government in­
dicated it is now ready to 
talk privately with the Viet 
Cong in Paris.

As a member of the Sen­
ate Armed Services Com­
mittee, it is important, I 
believe, for me to gain a 
a first-hand Impression of 
the effects of all these de­
velopments upon our mili­
tary effort in Vietnam.

To gauge these effects, I 
will take time to talk pri­
vately and informally with 
many of our troops in the 
field as well as with our 
military and civilian lead­
ers. 1 plan to visit 
Army, Air Force, Navy 
and Marine enlisted men in 
the four major combat zones 
— the Mekong Delta, around 
Saigon, the central highlands 
and the area just south of 
the de-militarized zone bet­
ween North and South Viet­
nam.

Among our military and 
civilian leaders with whom 
I plan to meet are our am­
bassador to South Vietnam, 
Ellsworth Bunker; our am­
bassador to Thailand, Leon­
ard Unger; GeneralAbrams; 
and the commander of our 
25th Infantry Division, Ma­
jor General Ellis W. 
Williamson; our 4th Infantry 
Division, Brig. General, 
Donn R. Pepke; and our 1st 
Air Cavalry; Major General 
George I. Forsythe.

I know that the Vietnam 
war is the issue uppermost 
in your minds. The war 
has already gone on for a 
much longer time than any 
of us would have liked. And 
the peace negotiations in 
Paris are progressing very 
slowly. Apparently the North 
Vietnamese government is 
following the traditional 
Communist strategy of slow­
ing down negotiations while 
intensifying their combat 
activities in the hope that 
we will become frustrated 
and settle for far less than 
our original goals.

Our original goals, how­
ever, were not unrealistic 
and it is my belief that we 
should not settle for less.

Let us recall just what it 
is that we seek through our 
military activities in South 
Vietnam and at the ne­
gotiations in Paris.

We seek first and fore­
most an honorable, just and 
lasting peace for all of South­
east Asia.

We seek a chance for the 
South Vietnamese people to 
freely develop their econ­
omy, freely choose their 
form of government, and

freely develop stable politi­
cal institutions.

We seek to make credible 
to our enemies in this world, 
our determination — our 
ability to resist aggression 
- -  and our willingness to ful­
fill our obligations under our 
treaty commitments.

And we seek eventually to 
help develop Southeast 
Asian regional organizations 
through which those coun­
tries can undertake effective 
self-help programs.

These are our goals. They 
are just, reasonable and 
clear. And it is imperative 
to our own national interest 
that these goals be achieved.

I do not know exactly what 
I will find in Vietnam. I 
hope that when I return I 
will be able to report that 
the training of the ARVN 
troops is going along so well 
that it will be possible in 
the near future to reduce 
our own troop commitment 
in South Vietnam. But this 
is only a hope. It is not 
an expectation.

I have always hoped for 
an early end to the war in 
Vietnam, but at the same 
time I have strongly opposed 
any action on our part which 
might show a lack of resolve 
to our enemies - -  which 
might bolster their claim 
that the United States is a 
“ paper tiger."

We cannot afford to be­
come impatient in our ef­
forts to seek to find a just, 
honorable and lasting peace 
in Southeast Asia. A peace 
settlement which can be 
interpreted as a “ pull-out" 
on our part, will only en­
courage our enemies to 
continue their agressive 
activities elsewhere. Such a 
settlement would not ensure 
peace for our nation but 
would only insure another 
war. We must remain firm 
in our resolve to contain 
the communists and keep 
them as far as possible from 
our shores.

When I return from my 
Vietnam trip, I will make 
a full report to the Armed 
Services Committee and 
then meet with the press to 
make a public report. I 
hope that I will have good 
news to report to you in 
my first broadcast after my 
return.

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AUSTIN, Tex. - -  Showdown 
time is near In the Legis­
lature. That’s when the time 
comes (or crucial issues of 
spending and taxation.

Moving at a billion - 
dollars-a-minute clip, the 
Senate whipped through a re ­
cord $5.8 billion 1970-71 
appropriations bill which 
would require a minimum 
$63.3 million in new taxes.

Of this $5.8 billion budget, 
$69.7 million is recom­
mended (or support of the 
State Department of Public 
Safety, an increase of $10.2 
million over the current le­
vel of spending by that agen­
cy. Difference would pay for 
the hiring of 150 more high­
way patrolmen, 50 morenar- 
cotics agents and 10
additional intelligence a- 
gents, as well as $864,638 
for an addition to the Homer 
Garrison Jr. Training
Academy in Austin.

Despite all its heft, 
the Senate bill contained no 
funds for the anticipated $220 
million teacher-pay-raise, 
the contemplated $30 million 
lift in the welfare ceiling, 
$16.5 million for two new 
medical schools, $7.5 mil­
lion for a new dental school 
or $6 million for planning 
new colleges.

Include these hieh-ori- 
ority items and you are look­
ing at a tax bill a lot closer 
to $345 million thai $63.3 
million.

However, House Speaker 
Gus Mutscher has called for 
an appropriations bill which 
will require no new revenue. 
It would Include money for 
new medical schools, dental 
school and college planning.

Major difference in the 
bills is in the area of higher 
education, where the Senate 
would raise general fundap- 
propriations of 22 senior 
colleges and universities 
$106.5 million, public junior 
colleges $19.3 million.

First hearings on major 
tax bills are getting under 
way. Hearing on Gov. Pres­
ton Smith’ s supplemental re ­
venue recommendation, to 
place a one half of one per­
cent levy on chemical pro­
ducers and raise the cigar­
ette rate to 15 cents a pack, 
will be set for mid-April.

House may very well pass 
its version of the budget 
next week. It would permit 
a $240 million increase in 
general revenue spending 
without additional taxes. 
Difference between lean 
House and fat Senate spend­
ing measures must be ironed 
out in conference committee 
during the next two months.

Tax battle, which must 
start in the House, will see­
saw back and forth from
House - to - Senate -  and - 
vice - versa. Senators have 
some revenue ideas of their 
own.
LEGISLATURE MOVES ON- 
Senators stole the spotlight 
from the House by churning 
out 53 bills to 38 for their 
colleagues across the ro ­
tunda.

What’ s more, Included on 
the Senate’ s things-done list 
were such monumental 
accomplishments as passage 
of constitutional amend­
ments to legalize local op­
tion sale of liquor-by-the- 
drink and to raise the water 
revenue bond ceiling to $3.5 
billion to finance the state­
wide water plan. Senators 
further approved their $5.8 
billion version of the bud­
get and voted for a con­
stitutional amendment tore- 
move the welfare ceiling.

Voting date on the water 
vond and welfare amendment 
was set at August 5.

PRIVATE - COLLEGE SUB­
SIDY — Texas college stu­
dents who attend private 
schools will have some re­
lief from the cost of tui­
tion if Rep. Lynn Nabers of 
Brownwood has his way. He 
has submitted three bills that 
would provide assistance to 
students of private colleges. 
Each of the three are dif­
ferent plans. HB 451 would 
equalize the tuition paid by 
a resident at state and non­
state schools. HB 1153 would 
establish a Tuition Scholar­
ship Program for state stu­
dents attending private 
schools, and HB 1154 would 
authorize the Coordinating 
Board, Texas College and 
University System, to pay 
a private school a given 
amount of money for every 
Texas graduate.
TRAFFIC TICKET IM­
MUNITY SCORED — State 
Rep. Maurice Angly of Aus­
tin has touched some state 
lawmakers on a very sore 
spot.

He wants them to renounce 
their immunity from traffic 
and parking citations in the 
capital city. Angly said, as 
an Austin lawmaker, he has 
participated in the practice 
of “ taking care of”  his 
colleagues' tickets and is 
ashamed of it. He intro­
duced a resolution asking 
legislators to go on record 
as “ expressing a desire to 
be treated without special fa­
vor or undue accord.”

Burke Mus- 
grove of Breckenridge would 
put all UIL functions under 
the State Board of Education.

Musgrove says his bill is 
in response to complaints 
about UIL’s strict rules, 
such as those prohibiting 
gifts to athletes and requir­
ing a year’ s layoff for ath­
letes after a change of 
schools.

Another bill by Rep. Bill 
Swanson of Houston, would 
invalidate the UIL rule re­

quiring that year’ s lay-off. 
Both measures are awaiting 
hearing in the House Public 
Education Committee. 
COURTS SPEAK — Third 
Court of Civil Appeals tossed 
out Fort Worth Sundaco 
Inc.’ s suit to determine the 
legality of its scheme for 
evading the state's Sunday 
closing law. Court said 
operations, which include

have not been challenged yet.

Meanwhile, State Supreme 
Court heard arguments on 
the constitutionality of a 1961 
closing law.

In Wide Use
inside breathalyzer in use

The Breathalyzer, a por­
table instrument used for 
determining the alcohol con­
tent of the blood by a sim­
ple “ breath test,'' which was 
put into operation November, 
1968, over the state of Tex­
as is proving to be quite 
useful in the Northwest Tex­
as area, announced Major 
C.W. Bell, Regional Com­
mander of the Texas De­
partment of Public Safety for 
this Region.

During the months ofNov- 
ember and December of 
1968, there were 1164 
suspected drinking drivers 
who took various types 
of tests to determine 
the amount of alcohol 
in their blood. Of this 
number 957 or 82 per- 
test as compared to 207 
or 18 percent who took other 
types of tests.

Major Bell stated that 
the Breathalyzer not only 
will help in convicting a 
drunken driver, but assists 
in absolving a person who 
appears intoxicated, but may 
actually be suffering from 
epilepsy, a heart attack, an 
overdose of Insulin, or many 
other pathological condi­
tions.

The magnitude of the prob­
lem is reflected in studies 
conducted by the Texas De­
partment of Public Safety. 
Based on a ten-year traffic 
death toll of 27,000 in Tex­
as, the use of alcohol may 
have accounted for about 50 
percent of these fatalities.

Bell stated, "It is hoped 
that the use of the Breath­
alyzer will hit hard at the 
problem and help reduce the 
traffic deaths in Texas.”

The following is a state­

ment of my position regard­
ing the Congressional pay 
raises and my efforts to pre­
vent enactment of what I 
consider unwarranted in­
creases for Supreme Court 
Justices, Cabinet Members, 
Congressmen, and other high 
ranking Federal Officials.

The authorization for the 
pr oposed Increases were in­
cluded in the Postal Revenue 
and Federal Pay Act of 1967 
which included a three-stage 
salary increase for civilian 
Federal employees that was 
intended to close the so- 
called "comparability gap”  
between salaries of private 
employees and Government 
workers. Another provision 
of the Act was the estab­
lishment of a commission to 
recommend rates of pay for 
judges, Administration exe­
cutives and Members of Con­
gress.

In a roll call vote, I op­
posed the establishment of 
the commission but the pro­
posal carried and was en­
acted into law.

The commission, known 
as the Kappel Commission, 
made its report to the Pres­
ident who In turn scaled the 
recommendations down con­
siderably and submitted 
them to Congress on Jan­
uary 15, 1969. In accordance 
with provisions of the Act, 
the increases became effec­
tive after thirty (30) days 
unless disapproved by Con­
gress.

I and several other Mem­
bers introduced resolutions 
to disapprove the increases 
and to bring the issue to 
a vote on the House Floor. 
But the House Rules Com­
mittee by a vote of 12-3 
refused to send the proposal 
to the Floor so the House 
membership had no oppor­
tunity to vote at all. The 
Senate did bring it to a 
vote but voted against dis­
approving the pay raises.

I also toted against the 
resolution to recess Con­
gress from Friday,Febru­

ary 7, to Monday, February 
17, during which time the pay 
increase would become ef­
fective. That resolution was 
offered by the House Demo­
cratic majority leader and 
was objected to by Rep.H.R. 
Gross, a Republican of Iowa 
who also opposed the pay 
raise.

Actually, 199 Members, 
including myself, voted 
against establishment of the 
Kappel Commission on Oct­
ober 11, 1967, when the bill 
was passed.

On February 4, 1969, I 
introduced the two re ­
solutions to disapprove the 
pay increase and bring it 
to a vote on the House Floor. 
On February 5, 1969, 1 voted 
against the resolution to re ­
cess Congress for the per­
iod during which the increase 
would automatically become 
effective. A total of 125 
Members opposed that re­
solution.

“ With the April 15 dead­
line for obtaining inspection 
stickers drawing near, only 
47 per cent of the registered 
vehicles in Bailey County 
have been inspected,”  stated 
Captain Alan Johnson, Motor 
Vehicle Inspection Supervis- 
of the Texas Department of 
Public Safety.

"Unless there is a rapid 
increase of inspections, long 
waiting lines will be forming 
at inspection stations as the 
April 15 deadline approach­
es.

“ Any driver operating a 
vehicle on public roads af­
ter April 15 that is required 
to be inspected will be 
operating in violation of the 
law ”̂  Johnson said.

Captain Johnson called 
attention to the fact that 
since the beginning of the 
inspection program in 1951, 
vehicles having a defect that 
was a causative factor in 
fatal accidents decreased 
from 13 percent to 3 percent.

There Is no way to ac­
curately estimate the dollar 
damage done to the US cot­
ton Industry in general and 
the High Plains cotton in­
dustry in particular by the 
longshoreman’s strike that 
has now had West Gulf ports 
tied up for well over three 
months.

But, according to officials 
of Plains Cotton Growers, 
Inc., it is no exaggeration 
to say that millions of dol­
lars are being lost in stor­
age costs on cotton awaiting 
shipment and that untold 
more millions will be lost 
in cotton sales opportunities, 
some of which are gone for­
ever.

An estimated 720,000 
bales of cotton, much of tt 
West Texas cotton, worth 
over $70 million and cost­
ing over $1 million dollars 
a month to store, are now 
stacked up at Texas ports, 
principally at Galveston and 
Houston. These two ports 
account for three quarters of 
all US cotton exports In a 
normal year.

Textile mills all over the 
world are awaiting delivery 
of this cotton. But even 
worse is the fact that there 
are also textile mills all over 
the world who are NOT wait­
ing - -  they waited as long 
as they could, then switched 
their orders for cotton to 
Mexico, Brazil, Pakistan 
or some other cotton ex­
porting country that could 
make delivery.

Obviously some of these 
mills will be pleased with 
the cotton and the service 
they are able to get from 
other exporters. And these j 
will not be back to the USf 
as cotton buyers for years; 
perhaps never.

Cotton producers and 
allied industry in this coun­
try, especially in the High 
Plains area where exports 
account for almost two- 
thirds of the cotton market, 
will feel the sting of the 
strike long after the steve­
dores go back to work and 
the ship owners return to 
making a profit.

Loss of export markets 
mean loss of acreage and 
loss of production.

And cotton is not the only 
loser. The samesorrysltu- 
ation applies to grain sor­
ghum, rice, wheat, some 
ettrus fruits, vegetables and 
other agricultural commodi­
ties.

Following a meeting of 
concerned agricultural peo­
ple In Houston on March 27 
Donald Johnson, Executive 
Vice President of PCG said 
“ Everything we can do Is 
being done to get the Pres­
ident and Congress to force 
an end to the strike before 
hundreds of cotton shippers 
go broke and all of our ex­
port markets for cotton are 
gone for good.”

While the President has 
used the “ 80-day provision”  
of the Taft-Hartley law, 
which is about the extent 
of his legal authorization to 
interfere, Johnson says “ the 
President and Congress have 
not begun to use their tre­
mendous power of influence 
to bring about an early 
strike settlement.”

The most recent USDA 
estimate places total US cot­
ton exports at a meager 2.7 
million bales for the 1968- 
69 marketing year, down 
from 4.2 million bales ex­
ported in 1967-1968 and 
800,000 bales below USDA’ s 
original estimate for this 
year’ s exports.

Probably 500,000 bales of 
that drop Is a direct re­
sult of the long strike which 
has had the effect of shorten­
ing the marketing year by 
at least four months. Both 
parties to the strike are a- 
greed that it will be a month 

i after the strike is settled 
before the ports can resume 
normal operations.

Recognizing that settle­
ment of the current strike 

j will at best give temporary 
relief from the disastrous 
effects of cargo tie-ups, re­
presentatives of agriculture 

| from the states most 
I seriously affected are put- 
! ting together an organization 
called “ Gulf Ports Agrt- 

i cultural Exporting As- 
| soclation.”
