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City restores funding to Chamber

The Clarendon Chamber of
Commerce got a boost last Tues-
day, September 9, when the City of
Clarendon restored funding to the
organization.

For many years the Chamber
had received 25 percent of the city’s
Hotel Occupancy Tax (HOT) rev-
enues, but in 2011 the city raised
bookkeeping concerns and ult-
mately pulled the funding until the
organization could reorganize.

Since then, the Chamber has
moved into the Clarendon Visitor
Center at the Mulkey Theatre to

share office space with the Clarendon
Economic Development Corpora-
tion,” rebuilt its reputation, adopted
new bylaws, and last month hired its
former president, Bonnie Campbell,
as Chamber Manager.

“We told them in May 2011
when they got things ironed out, they
could come back to us,” Mayor Larry
Hicks said at last week’s Board of
Aldermen meeting.

Board members discussed the
Chamber’s needs and its role in pro-
moting tourism with Campbell and
acting Chamber president Derlene

Graham, and also asked Clarendon
EDC Board Secretary Roger Estlack
his thoughts on the CEDC'’s role in
managing the HOT Fund since the
city delegated administration of all
HOT funds to the CEDC in 2012.

“We serve at the pleasure of
the city council,” Estlack said. “The
CEDC 1isn’t going to fight over
money. It’s your decision to make.”

Graham expressed the gratitude
of the Chamber of Commerce for the
city’s action.

“On behalf of the Chamber, I
want to thank the City of Clarendon

for their support and generous allo-
cation of funds through the Hotel
Motel Tax revenue,” she told the
ENTERPRISE. “These funds will be
used to promote Clarendon and
tourism. We are looking forward to
working for and with the City and
also our membership.”

Mayor Hicks also told the
ENTERPRISE that he appreciates the
work the Chamber is doing.

“I'm excited about the Cham-
ber,” Hicks said. “I'm glad to see
they 've reorganized, and I'm thrilled
with who they hired for the manager.

She’s done a good job [as president].
I look forward to seeing great things
from the Chamber.”

The Chamber’s share of the
HOT fund, which is estimated to
be about $23,750 in the coming
fiscal year, is only to be used for
tourism-related Chamber activities
and expenses, and city funds will be
kept 1n a separate account from the
Chamber’s general fund.

The CEDC will continue to
administer the remaining 75 percent
of the funds and will still handle all
outside requests for funding.

Semester
headcount
flat at CC

Clarendon College enrollment
for the fall semester was essentially;
flat after the 12th class day reporting
period last week.

CC reported that headcount was
down by four students compared to
the fall of 2013, but there is good
news in the college’s contact hours,
which are a large part of what the
state funds the college on.

“We're up 15 and half percent
in contact hours,” CC President
Robert Riza said, noting the differ-
ence of 262,352 last year compared
to 303,328 thus fall.

Credit hours are also up 9.8 per-
cent.

Dr. Riza said the new TSI exam
being administered to high school
students who haven’t yet had higher
level algebra classes hurt the col-
lege's dual credit enrollment, and
he said the college continues to deal
with declining population in its ser-
vice area.

Total enrollment this semes-
ter 1s 1,211 compared to 1,215 last
fall. The largest enrollment is on the
home campus in Clarendon with 352
students. Pampa has an enrollment
of 276 students, and the Childress
center has 54 students. Sixty-five
students are enrolled in the college’s
Amarillo cosmetology program.

The remaining enrollment is
made up of dual credit, distance edu-
cation, and students at the Jordan
prison unit.

The Amarnllo Globe News
reported that Amarllo College’s
enrollment has shrunk five percent
this fall.

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‘We must prepare for Islamists’ capabilities

Well, they’ve gone and done it
again. The ISIS jihadists in Syria have
beheaded yet another Westerner, this
time a British aid worker who was help-
ing out in Syria. That makes three, with
three Western prisoners still in captivity.
The question 1s who are these people,
and why are they causing so much grief
and pain?

They are Islamists, Islamic jihad-
ists, terrorists, IS, ISIS, pick a name.
They are part of the umbrella group
known as al Qaeda. Their ideologies
claim that Islam should guide social life,
political life, as well as personal life.
They seek to expand Islam to a point
that Sharia (Islamic law) rules the entire
world. They are not about taking over
a single country, they aspire to follow
the example set forth by their prophet
Mohammed and his early believers, and
take over the entire world. They plan on
beginning with Iraq and Syria, creating a
caliphate — then branching out to Saudi
Arabia, Kuwait, Syria, and Jordon - then
using this base to attack Israel, all the
while targeting the rest of the world.

[t 1s of vital importance to under-
stand that jithadists are theologically
motivated. Actually, in their ideology
there 1s no real distinction between
religion, politics, and culture. They
believe that it 1s their religious duty to
propagate their own twisted strain of
[slam along with the government, legal
system, and cultural norms that go with
it. Additionally, they believe that in order
to properly spread their perverted strain
of Islam they must strictly follow the
example of the evil Prophet Mohammed
and his Stone Age followers. They con-
quered Mecca, then most of the rest of
the Arabian Peninsula before the proph-
et’s death. Within a hundred years they
forged a massive empire that stretched
across North Africa and most of Spain,
even reaching the borders of China and
[ndia in the east. Just as Mohammed and
his followers had conquered much of
the known world, the Islamists seek to
reconquer this empire and then expand
it to include all the earth, including the
United States.

In a recent interview with a prison

sitions “absurd.” Over the years [’ve not
put a lot of stock in what the Mexicans
had to say.

Recently declassified documents
from the FBI show Brazoria County

compound. Other sources indicate that
another training camp is located near
Sweeny, known as “Mahmoudberg” —
one of 22 owned by the group Muslims
of the Americans. I don’t know how
much of this is true, but I agree with
the sheriff and Governor Rick that it is
entirely possible that [slamic jihadists
could sneak across our border and kill
us. It may have already happened, or it
may happen sooner rather than later. In
either case, we need to be prepared to
meet this threat.
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Securing Texas landowner property rights

Since the Texas and Southwestern
Cattle Raisers Association (TSCRA) was
established in 1877, one of the associa-
tion’s top priorities has been to represent
landowners by working to preserve and
protect private property rights. This goal
remains vital today as we monitor issues
that could adversely affect the important
rights held by ranchers and agricultural
producers as stewards of our nation’s
land.

TSCRA has recently been monitor-
ing a new rule proposed by the Railroad
Commission of Texas, in the wake of
the 2013 Denbury case. This new rule
attempts to clarify how oil and gas pipe-
line companies can obtain “common car-
rier’” status when applying for a permit
to operate a new pipeline.

Essentially, a pipeline operator
transporting oil (or certain other prod-
ucts) “to or for the public” is a common
carrier, and 1s thereby granted the right
and power of eminent domain. This criti
cal power carries with it the authority to
seize private land for the pipeline right-
of-way.

Currently, pipeline companies
seeking the eminent domain rights of
a common carrier merely register with
the Railroad Commission by checking a
few boxes on a T-4 permit application.
Under the new proposed rule, pipeline
companies would be required to submit

documentation supporting their claim
to be a common carrier, and the com-
mission would have 45 days to review
applications.

While the proposal may sound like
a step in the right direction, TSCRA
doesn’t believe it addresses many of the
key issues landowners face when pipe-
line companies decide to lay pipe across
private land. In fact, the new rule only
adds paperwork to the current common
carrier registration process.

TSCRA submitted comments to
the Railroad Commission regarding the
rule proposal. TSCRA stated that the
revised T-4 application should include
an acknowledgement from the applicant
pipeline that they understand and agree
the permit to operate a pipeline does not
give a company the authority to utilize
the power of eminent domain to acquire
private property for its pipeline.

[n other words, the Railroad Com-
mission, in granting a permit, would not
make a determination whether the pipe-
line 1s or is not in fact a common carrier.
That question is far too important for a
routine application review. Landowners
need to retain their crucial right to con-
test in a court whether or not a planned
pipeline 1s truly for a public use.

However, the right to make a court
challenge 1s only meaningful if the land-
owner has timely notice of a pipeline
project. TSCRA’s comments stressed
that pipeline companies seeking a T-4
permit should be required to give poten-

tially affected landowners actual notice
by first class mail within 10 days of the
application. The notice should describe
exactly how the pipeline could affect the
landowner’s property. Additionally, the
commission should adopt objective rout-
ing standards, similar to those used by
power lines.

Lastly, it should be clear that an
individual T-4 permit can apply to only
one distinct pipeline or gathering system.
[f a company receives common carrier
status for one pipeline project, it does
not automatically give them the power of
eminent domain for another project.

[t 1s TSCRA’s hope that the Rail-
road Commission of Texas will seriously
consider our comments before adopting
the new rule proposal. Ranchers and
agricultural producers have always been
stewards of the land as they work to
provide an affordable, safe and abundant
supply of food worldwide. We must
make certain their private property rights
are respected so they can continue doing
what they do best. TSCRA will continue
monitoring the Railroad Commission’s
rule proposal and strive to keep our
members informed.

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Business sales fall after 2013’s boom

Local businesses continue to
feel the loss of last year’s pipeline
crew as evidenced by sales tax rev-
enues for the City of Clarendon this
month.

Texas Comptroller delivered
her monthly allocations last week,
and the August figure for the city
dropped 3.9 percent from $34,103.43
to $32,760.30, which pulled the
city’s year-to-date total down 5.33
percent to $293,767.

With a large crew of pipeline
workers as temporary residents, last
year's August allocation was up 31.4
percent compared to the same period

in 2012. The city’s allocation this
August 1s 13.1 percent higher than
the $28,953.17 that was received for
the same month in 2012.

Hedley’s allocation this month
was up 118.86 percent from $230.27
to $503.97, pushing that city’s year-
to-date figure up 8.17 percent to
$5,619.14.

Howardwick’s figures continue
to slide, down 33.79 percent for
the month at $1,202.24 and down
22.87 percent for the year-to-date at
$10,072.92.

Combs said that statewide sales
tax revenue in August was $2.57

billion, up 7.5 percent compared to
August 2013.

“The latest monthly gains were
led by remittances from the oil and
natural gas, wholesale trade, and
retail trade sectors,” Combs said.
“Fiscal year 2014 ended with total
collections at $27.27 billion, up
5.5 percent over the previous year,
Growth in both business and con-
sumer spending fostered the gains
for the year.”

The sales tax figures for
the August allocations represent
monthly sales made in July.

Thornberry halts EPA regulatory overreach

WASHINGTON, D.C. - As
part of the ongoing effort to halt EPA
regulatory overreach, the House
passed a bill today that would pre-
vent the agency and the Army Corps
of Engineers from greatly expand-
ing federal jurisdiction and waters
covered under the Clean Water
Act. Congressman Mac Thornberry
(R-Clarendon) is an original co-
sponsor of the measure aimed at
protecting farmers, ranchers, busi-
nesses, and landowners from further
federal restrictions on their private
property. “The Waters of the United
States Regulatory Overreach Protec-
tion Act (H.R. 5078)” was approved
by a bipartisan vote of 262 to 152.

“Personal property and water
rights are fundamental to the Ameri-
can way of life, a family’s business,
and many people’s livelihoods,” said
Thornberry. “No landowner should
have to worry whether the federal
government will get in the way of
their business because of the bar
ditch behind their house. That is why
our bill to restrict the power of the
EPA and ensure a transparent regu-

latory process 1s so important,” he
continued.

In March 2014, the Environ-
ment Protection Agency (EPA)
and the Army Corps of Engineers
(Corps) proposed a rule that would
expand regulation of the agriculture
community, businesses, and other
landowners under the Clean Water
Act. According to the rule, only 56
specified activities would receive
exemption from permitting require-
ments under the Clean Water Act,
leaving in question the status of all
other activities being subject to fur-
ther EPA regulation.

Many of the activities in ques-
tion are normal functions of daily
farming and ranching routines. In
order to protect business, H.R. 5078
would invalidate the rule as well as
prohibit the EPA from exerting more
federal control over waters in the
United States.

The bill also requires the EPA
and the Corps to seek state and local
officials’ recommendations in devel-
oping regulatory proposals in the
future. The Secretary of the Army

and Administrator of the EPA must
submut a report to Congress defining
the waters under federal and state
jurisdiction, according to the rec-
ommendations from state and local
officials.

Concerned that the federal
government and the EPA was get-
ting more and more aggressive in
its attempts to expand its authority,
Congressman Thornberry has been
working on a number of measures to
restrict federal overreach. In 2013,
he introduced a bill (H.R. 3377)
to explicitly clarify that the waters
subject to federal control must be in
fact “navigable,” i.e. a river, ocean.
or lake. The bill also prohibited the
EPA and Corps from defining what is
“navigable water” without Congres-
sional authorization and protected
the rights of states to have the pri-
mary authority over the land within
their borders.

The bill already has more than
30 co-sponsors in the House. Sena-
tor Rand Paul (R-KY) introduced
a Senate version of the bill in May
2013.

TxDOT offers free child safety seat checks

AUSTIN — As part of national
Child Passenger Safety Week, Sept.
14-20, the Texas Department of
Transportation reminds drivers that
free, year-round child safety seat
checks are available at the agency’s
25 statewide district offices. Avail-
able by appointment, the safety
checks are conducted by certified
technicians who can determine if
your child is properly buckled into
an age- and size-appropriate safety
seat.

~ “The law in Texas requires all
children younger than 8-years-old,
unless they are taller than 4 feet 9
inches, to be in a child safety seat
whenever they ride in a passenger
vehicle,” said John Barton, TxDOT
deputy exécutive director. “If they're
not, the drniver will be ticketed or
fined. For the safety of your child
and for your own peace of mind,
we strongly encourage you to take
advantage of these free safety seat
checks.”

Out of the 14 Texas cities stud-
ied, Amarillo had the third worst
compliance rate. In Amarillo, 35.8
percent of observed children were
incorrectly buckled. Another 19.5
percent were not restrained at all.
That means 55.3 percent were not
properly restrained. Please help
spread the message about the impor-
tance of proper safety seat installa-
tions. Thanks and we look forward to
seeing you.

The National Highway Traf-
fic Safety Administration estimates
roughly 3 out of 4 child safety seats
are not used correctly. Common
child safety seat mistakes include
installing the seat too loosely, put-
ting the harness straps through the
wrong slots, leaving harness straps
too loose, positioning the chest clip
incorrectly and using the wrong seat
belt path.

A recently released study by the
Texas A&M Transportation Institute
reports nearly 40 percent of children

Garcia, 38-year-old resident of
Clarendon, was arrested in Donley
County for the offense that took place
July 1, 2014 by Bndges. Garcia
pleaded guilty to an information filed
by the State on August 20, 2014.

Cayce Marie Vinson was placed
on probation for a period of two
years for the state jail felony offense
of engaging in organized criminal
activity. Vinson pleaded guilty and
was placed on deferred adjudication
for the offense.

Vinson, 24-year-old resident of
Vernon, pleaded to information filed
by the State on September 3, 2014.

Pursuant to the plea agreement,
Vinson is required to pay a $500
fine to Childress County, $400.50 in
court costs, and $620.92 restitution.

Some of these thefts are hap-
pening on residential streets, while
others occurred in business parking
lots (car lots, schools, shopping cen-
ters, etc.).

How to Spot this Scam: Be
skeptical of email. The government
typically doesn’t call, text or email.
Government agencies normally com-
municate through the mail, so be very
cautious of any unsolicited calls, text
messages or emails you receive. The
government should already know
your basic information. If a govern-
ment agency is contacting you about
your benefits, they should already
know your basic information, such
as name, address and government [D
number. Pick up the phone. If you
receive a suspicious call or email,
call the local government agency
to check its legitimacy. Look for
the phone number on previous cor-
respondence or the official website.
Don’t call a number in the email.

As always, don’t click on links
and download attachments in suspi-
cious emails. When in doubt, call to
confirm the email first.

Golden Stitchers present the red, white, and blue

Once upon a time (1939 to be
exact), a group of ladies met west
of Clarendon in the home of Virgie
Jordan to officially organize a quilt-
ing club. The chose the name of that
community for The Martin Quilting
Club and met almost every month
except for a brief break in the 1970s.
Quilting bees and lunch were held in
the Martin Baptist Church, in indi-
viduals’ homes, and even out under
shade trees in the summer.

At first these quilts were neces-
sary to warm their families during
winter months while living in poorly
insulated houses. And the fellowship
and verbal “catching up” (because
they never gossiped) were also
necessary for those isolated rural
women.

Whereas the original quilting
club included many young mothers,
over time young mothers became
career women and this art form was
left to seasoned seniors. Also many
of these ladies moved to town and in
acknowledgement of the new demo-
graphics, the name of the group was
changed to The Golden Sutchers.

Years later, the question around
the quilt frame was “Who are you
going to give this one to?” and the
lady who had pieced the quilt would
often have a grandchild or friend to
bless with a textile work of art. A
national quilt project called Quuilts of
Valor caught the attention of several
of these Golden Stitchers recently. A
long list of rules and regulations did
not deter these free spirited, indepen-
dent seamstresses. Instead of com-
plying in order to send a patriotic

themed quilt to the sponsoring orga-
nization to be sent to an unknown
soldier, they decided to honor a
Donley County veteran.

This 1s where our story hooks
up with a Donley County daughter of
the pioneer Word family who moved
from Clarendon as a teenager in the
1950s. As an adult, Ann Word Purvis
saw the light and returned to Donley
County and settled in Howardwick
with her husband, Bill. William
Purvis had served his country in the
United States Air Force from 1959
to 1980, including three tours of
duty in Vietnam. With his quirky wit
and perky moustache, Bill quickly
made friends and adapted to living 1n
Ann’s hometown.

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Alcohol variance request gets little support

Clarendon Aldermen again
took no action on alcohol zoning
variance request last week, making
clear that there was little support on
the city board for Grumpy's Pizza to
sell alcohol near the Agapé Christian
Church.

The restaurant, which hopes
to open next month, had made its
formal request at the board’s August
26 meeting, but Aldermen took no
action until more information could
be obtained.

Patricia Krichhoff, represent-
ing Grumpy’s Pizza, addressed the
board before the motion was made
and discussed the board’s role in
considering requests and standards
that have been considered by other
cities around the state.

Alderman Lockhart urged his
fellow board members to consider
the request.

“If we set a standard of ‘no vari-
ance,” we will land lock ourselves,”
Lockhart said, referring to the lim-
ited availability of commercial prop-
erty in the city. “It’s our job to bring
jobs, opportunities, and revenue to
the city. This 1sn’t a club. It’s a place
to eat. We're not going to have intox-
icated people on the corner.”

Kirchoff said the variance
request had been covered by the
Enterprise and posted on Clarendon-
Live.com, and that a notice had been
posted at the restaurant on the south-
east corner of US 287 and Faker
Street for months with no negative
response.

“Twelve hundred people know
we're here tonight,” Kirchoff said,
“and no one is here to protest.”

Alderman Larry Jeffers said
that did not translate into public sup-
port of the request.

“Just because they aren’t here
doesn’t mean they support you or
oppose you,” Jeffers said.

Alderman Sandy Skelton said
several church members had told
him they were happy keeping the
distance of 300 feet prescribed by
the ordinance, and Alderman Bev-
erly Burrow again said church mem-
bers had also told her they were
happy with the zone as it 1s.

Alderman Lockhart advanced a
motion to approve the variance, but
the motion died for lack of a second.
