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City aldermen look at signs and crosses

The Clarendon Board of Alder-
men last week took its first official
look at religious markers that have
been turning the heads of travelers
on US 287 for more than two years.

The discussion about 40 or
more ten-foot crosses and more than
a dozen four-foot by eight-foot reli-
gious signs was brought to the table
at the October 14 city meeting by
Alderman Sandy Skelton, who said
he wanted the board to consider
possibly adopting an ordinance to
govern future signs and markers.

“l requested this issue to be
placed on the agenda for discussion
simply because of the strong feel-
ings it has generated among city resi-
dents and visitors traveling through
Clarendon,” Skelton told the board.
“Some like the crosses and signs,
and others say they over the top - too
many signs and crosses — and that
they send a message of intolerance

toward other religions.”

Skelton went on to say that
was not proposing anything be done
about the signs and crosses that are
currently existing, but that rules
should be considered for the future.
He also said he thinks most residents
would agree that too many signs
within the city limits with the same
message 1s excessive and takes away
from the attractiveness of the city.

City Secretary Machiel Covey
noted that the city does have a sign
ordinance. She said the rules were
approved by the board of aldermen
in 1995, are six pages long, and
require a permit to be issued for all
new signage in the city.

Jim Griffin, the man respon-
sible for the signs and crosses,
said he approached the city about
any needed permits before install-
ing them and was told by then city
administrator Lambert Little that he

did not need one.

Addressing the board, Griffin
said he 1s a servant of Jesus Christ
and that he doesn’t consider the
Cross to be a sign.

“It’s a symbol of Jesus’ love for
you,” he said. “He shed his blood on
that cross.”

Griffin said he has had nothing
but positive feedback from travelers,
and he said his mission is to witness
to every person who comes through
Clarendon.

Griffin also said he had no
problem with rules governing signs
and markers as long as the work he
has done is grandfathered.

While Griffin has received only
good comments, other travelers’
statements to the Clarendon Visi-
tor Center and the Enterprise have
reflected mixed reactions. Some
people have liked the crosses, but
others say the crosses and signage

are too much and make the town
look bad.

Aldermen took no action on
the subject last Tuesday, and it’s not
clear what — if anything — may be
done in the future. City Hall said this
week that officials have compared
Clarendon’s sign ordinance to other
cities’ and found the rules to be simi-
lar. The sign ordinance is not sched-
uled to be on next week’s agenda.

In other city business, the board
discussed a “perpetual” garage sale
that was going on for some time on
US 287 and operated by Lynn Floyd.
City officials said the sale should be
cleaned up soon with the cooperation
of the property owner, but an ordi-
nance governing garage sales and
limiting how long they can operate
will be presented at the next meeting.

Aldermen also considered the
date and frequency of the regular
city meetings. Alderman Larry Jef-

The board took no action on
the subject, choosing instead to wait
until Jeffers could be present to dis-
cuss the matter further.

Alderman considered purchas-
Ing a street sweeper for the city and
agreed to purchase one for an amount
not to exceed $50,000. Mayor Larry
Hicks had said he thought the city
could get a used sweeper for about
$35,000, but Alderman Doug Kidd
said he was in favor of spending the
money to get something good.

Early vote
underway
In general
election

Sixty-one people already cast
ballots in this year’s General Elec-
tion following the first day of early
voting Monday at the Donley County
Courthouse Annex.

Early voting by personal
appearance continues through next
Friday at the County Clerk’s office,
and two races are of particular local
interest.

Precinct 4 voters are deciding if
they want to keep incumbent Repub-
lican Dan Sawyer as their county
commuissioner or if they would prefer
Democratic challenger Ricky Rattan.

And voters in Precincts 1 & 2
can cast ballots for Republican Pam
Mason to serve as their Justice of
the Peace, or they can vote for the
late Connie Havens. The incumbent
Democrat passed away Septem-
ber 16, but her name is still on the
ballot. If Havens gets the most votes,
county commissioners would have
to appoint someone to that post after
the election 1s canvassed.

Local candidates runni'ng unop-
posed include incumbents County
Clerk Fay Vargas (D) and County
Treasurer Wanda Smith (R) as well
as John Howard (R) for County
Judge and Daniel Ford (R) for Com-
missioner of Pct. 2.

Also of local interest, US
Representative  Mac Thomberry
(R-Clarendon) 1s challenged by
Democrat Mike Miner, Libertarian
Emily Pivoda, and Green Party can-
didate Don Cook.

State Rep. Ken King (R-Cana-
dian) faces opposition from Libertar-
ian Kerry McKennon, and State Sen.
Kel Seliger (R-Amarillo) 1s joined
on the ballot by Libertarian Steven
Gibson.

Texans are also determining
several statewide and area races,
including governor, lieutenant gov-
ernor, attorney general, and others as
well as several judicial seats. Voters
will also consider a state constitu-
tional amendment regarding funding
transportation improvements. Voters
are urged to get informed on the
issue and the races before them on
the ballot.

This year’s general election will
be held Tuesday, November 4.

When Al Capp — the artist/philosopher who cre-
ated L1’l Abner — went around the country committing
speeches back in the *70s, Jane's name always came
up. “People think I don’t like Jane Fonda,” he'd say.
“Why, I'd like to send her a dozen roses this very night
if I only knew which jail she’s in!”

He also responded to questions planted in audi-
ences. For instance, “Does your wooden leg ever
bother you?”...”Only when I forget to grease it.”

Back to Jane. Now 76 and acting like it, she
spoke warmly of Henry, and the eagerness with which
she accepted her On Golden Pond role some 33 years
ago. Maybe that “nailed down” a healing relationship
with her dad in this classic movie that included Kath-
erine Hepburn in a starring role.

During the several months of movie-making in
New Hampshire, many “I'm sorries” no doubt were
exchanged — her to him and him to her.

She treasures her placement on the Chinese
Theater’s “Walk of Fame” in Hollywood. Her hand
and footprints pressed down there last year, right next
to her father’s, implanted in 1942. They let her add a
little peace symbol —perhaps mostly to him, but to mil-
lions of others as well. That did it; I've got to watch
On Golden Pond again.... Her dad waited a long time
for an Oscar, finally earning one for his crusty retired
college professor role in Pond--a half-century into his
acting career....

A colorful guy with the Midas touch didn’t have
to wait nearly so long for recognition. He has been
a national figure now in the limelight for several
decades, but he entertained in a different way.

Few people realize that he was behind the clever
verses Burma-Shave used to display on fence posts
across the nation. His office confirmed to me that he
indeed wrote for Burma-Shave more than 60 years
ago.

The signs represented an advertising budget
of leanest proportions, but wound up selling boxcar
loads of shaving cream, as well as amusing millions of
motorists.....

However,
many of us had unlikely jobs for extra cash during
college years. He was creative then, and remains so
now, applying his genius in the business world. He has
accrued billions of dollars. His record of generosity, a
portfolio packed with the fruits of good judgment and
his smiles and eye twinkles make him easy to trust. We
follow him eagerly, this most successful investor of the
20th century who has pledged 99% of his fortune to
philanthropy.

He makes clever remarks and is quoted regularly.

[ realize that these signs and crosses

are very important to some people’s
feelings and beliefs. Naturally, they are
going to be sensitive about any criticism
of them. I also realize that the people
who are putting these signs up may not
have the deepest pockets in town, and
therefore have to use cheap, ugly mate-
rials instead of high quality materials
that actually enhance the town’s beauty.
Their message seems to be more impor-
tant that getting it across with dignity
and class.

Coming into town from the north
on Hwy. 70, a billboard proclaims,
“Lovers of Pleasure More than God?”
Hmmm? What does this mean? Are
pleasures and God mutually exclusive?
What are people to think when they

drive by such a bizarre billboard? Is the
sign directed to the patrons of a certain
business located just east of Howard-
wick? Perhaps visitors will think we are
accusing them of loving pleasures more
than God. Does it mean that there are no
pleasures to be found in Clarendon?

My point is that these signs are not
only tacky and trashy, the messages they
proclaim may or may not be true, and
are certainly open to debate. Of course,
they are constitutionally protected by
freedom of speech and freedom of reli-
gion clauses, but being constitutional
does not necessarily mean that they put
our best foot forward. Ugly is still ugly.

There are, of course, other mean-
ings to the cross.

Perhaps we should rename our por-
tion of Hwy. 287 to the Appian Way. In
73 B.C., a former slave and gladiator,
the famous Spartacus, led a rebellion
of escaped slaves against the Roman
Republic. A prominent senator, Marcus
Licinius Crassus, raised an army at his
own expense, became their general, and
two years later led them into battle and
crushed Spartacus and his slave rebel-
lion. Crassus was the wealthiest man in
the Roman Empire. Fabulously wealthy.
Crassus was wealthier than any of the
Roman emperors, Egyptian pharaohs
or European kings. Of course Crassus’s
wealth was built on the backs of slaves,
and thus his motivation to crush Sparta-
cus and the slave rebellion.

After Crassus defeated Spartacus
the senator was given a triumph on the
Appian Way — the Roman victory
parade. The road was lined with 6,000
crosses! Upon each cross was a cruci-
fied slave. The message was clear: This
was how Rome dealt with threats to their
interests. This event, as much as any,
established crucifixion as the symbol
of Roman ruthlessness when it came to
suppressing their enemies.

Goodbye, Rome. Hello, Clarendon!
What are our crosses really saying to our
visitors about us?

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LBJ’s role in Alaskan statehood explored

CANYON - Lyndon Baines
Johnson was instrumental in Alas-
ka’s statehood, and Dr. Terrence M.
Cole, director of the University of
Alaska Fairbanks Office of Public
History, will share his thoughts on
the senator’s strategy in a public lec-
ture at 7 p.m. Thursday, Oct. 30 at
the Jack B. Kelley Student Center,
Legacy Hall.

Few people are aware that
Johnson played a role in making the
Territory of Alaska the 49th state in
1959, but Cole examines the Texan’s
motives in his lecture, “Bigger than
Texas: How LBJ Made Texas the
Second Largest State.”

Johnson fought for the admis-
sion of the state over the objections
of Texans who didn’t want a state
bigger than Texas, and fellow south-
erners who were afraid a new north-
ern state would affect their ability to
filibuster civil rights. But the Texas
senator saw Alaska in an entirely dif-

ferent light.

Johnson used Alaska’s admis-
sion as a way to paint himself as a
progressive westerner instead of a
segregationist southerner. It was a
plan to expand his appeal to north-
emn liberals without distancing his
southern associates. As Cole puts
it, “Alaska was part of Johnson’s
makeover to become the first of the
Texas cowboys to ride into the White
House.”

Cole, who is a professor of his-
tory and northern studies, has writ-
ten five books about Alaskan history,
including “Crooked Past,” a his-
tory of the founding of Fairbanks,
and “Nome: City of the Golden
Beaches,” a history of the Nome gold
rush. His latest book is a study of the
Alaska statehood movement, “Fight-
ing for the 49th Star”

He is a frequent guest lecturer

at public conferences and schools
and has appeared on the BBC, NPR,

PBS, the History Channel, TLC, the
Weather Channel, the Discovery
Channel and ABC’s Good Morning
America.

He has been the recipient of
numerous awards for his teaching
and public service, including the
Emil Usibelli Teaching Award from
University of Alaska Fairbanks and
the Edith Bullock Service Award
from the UAF Foundation. Students
at UAF have selected him twice as
the Outstanding Teacher of the Year.
In 2007 he received the Governor of
Alaska’s Distinguished Service to
the Humanities Award and in 2011,
he and his twin brother, Dermot,
were recognized as outstanding citi-
zens of Fairbanks.

Cole came to Alaska 40 years
ago and earned his undergraduate
degree at the University of Alaska 1in
1976 and his Ph.D. in American his-
tory at the University of Washington
in 1983.

2015 sign-up and acreage reporting deadline

AMARILLO - The deadline is
nearing for Pasture, Rangeland and
Forage Insurance, designed to pro-
vide livestock and hay producers pro-
tection against acreage losses, said
DeDe Jones, Texas A&M AgriLife
Extension Service risk management
specialist in Amarillo.

The 2015 sign-up and acre-
age reporting deadline for this U.S.
Department of Agriculture Risk
Management Agency program is
Nov. 15, and notices of premiums
due will be sent by July 1, 2015,
Jones said.

“Insurance is a critical compo-
nent in producers’ risk management
portfolios during periods of drought
or uncertainty,” she said. “This
policy benefited many cattle produc-
ers around the Panhandle in 2011

and 2012 due to the low rainfall con-
ditions. Even though 2014 is off to a
much better start, having this insur-
ance may still be worth considering.”

Payment is not determined by
individual damages, but rather area
losses based on a grid system, Jones
explained. Producers can select any
portion of acres to insure, but they
must also choose a minimum of two,
two-month intervals or a maximum
of six two-month intervals per year
to insure. Coverage levels between
70 and 90 percent are available, she
said. Once coverage 1s selected, the
producer chooses a productivity
factor between 60 and 150 percent.
The productivity factor is a percent-
age of the established county base
value for forage.

The base value is a standard

rate published by the Risk Manage-
ment Agency for each county. It is
calculated based on the estimated
per-acre cost of grazing, Jones said.
For example, Hansford County’s
value is $8.11 per acre.

She said Texas uses a rainfall
index to determine the insurance
coverage. The rainfall index uses
National Oceanic and Atmospheric
Climate Prediction Center data and a
12-by-12 mile grid system.

Hi, gang! Have you been down-
town at night lately? If not you need
to drive by the beautiful Mulkey
Theater. It is an outstanding adver-
tisement on how our town is begin-
ning to look.

We need to get behind the
movement to Save the Mulkey.
Drive down Kearney and observe
all the new stores fronts. Our town
is changing, and we sometimes fail
to notice these changes as they occur
slowly. Let’s all work together to
continue to improve our city.

As part of National Cyber Secu-
rity Awareness Month, BBB warns
against online Click Baiting schemes
designed to compromise computers
and make them vulnerable to identity
theft. Click baiting is a way to get
consumers to inadvertently click on a
scam link by grabbing their attention
online. Scammers do this by offering
something too intriguing to ignore:
messages claiming new videos,
“shocking” information or scandal-
ous news on celebrities, newsmakers
and other famous people. Many con-
sumers are unaware of the risks that
exist when searching for celebrity
and entertainment news. Often, the
click bait leads to a sketchy website
or a link that downloads malware on
the user’s computer or smart phone.

A Drug Implant is Approved for the Eye

The FDA has approved the Argus Il Retinal Prosthesis System. This is

the first FDA approved implant for the human eye to help treat adults with
a condition called with advanced retinitis pigmentosa (RP). The device
consists of four units that together help the atfected eye transmit electrical
impulses. These impulses help the eye identify light and dark objects and
the movement of people and objects. RP is a rare genetic condition of the
eye that damages the light sensitive cells that line the retina of the eye. The
condition causes a gradual loss of vision, which

may lead to blindness.

The Argus Il Retinal Prosthesis System was approved as a humanitarian
use device. This type of device designation i1s given to products that may
help with conditions that affect a small percentage of the population. In the
clinical trial that led to this approval, studies showed that people were able
to perform better activities related to vision than people who did not have
the device. The adverse events that were reported during the clinical trials

include retinal detachment, inflammation, low eye pressure, and erosion of

the covering of the eyeball.

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Subpoenas for sermons in Houston draw outrage

A legal battle between the city
of Houston and religious leaders
has erupted into a national debate
last week about religious liberty and
freedom of speech, even as Mayor
Annise Parker argued the contro-
versy was based on a misunderstand-
Ing.

Conservative lawmakers and
activists expressed outrage upon
learning that lawyers acting on
behalf of the city had sent subpoe-
nas this month to pastors who had
vocally supported a failed petition
drive aimed at repealing Houston’s
equal rights ordinance. The ordi-
nance, better known by its acronym,
HERO, expanded the city’s ban on
discrimination to include sexual
orientation. It applies to businesses
that serve the public, as well as city
contractors and municipal workers.
The City Council approved it in May
after an intense public debate.

In August, city officials
announced that an effort by conser-
vative activists and pastors to put the
ordinance’s repeal to voters failed to
draw enough signatures. Opponents
of the ordinance have since taken
the issue to the courts, alleging in a

lawsuit that the city inappropriately
disqualified some of the signatures.

The subpoenas, sent to some
outspoken pastors and religious
leaders who had opposed the ordi-
nance, had asked for “all speeches,
presentations, or sermons related to
HERO, the Petition, Mayor Annise
Parker, homosexuality, or gender
identity prepared by, delivered by,
revised by, or approved by you or in
your possession.”

Various public officials, includ-
ing religious liberty advocates, have
condemned the subpoenas as censor-
ship and an attack on religious lib-
erty.

“This week, the government of
Houston, Texas, sent a subpoena to
silence prayers,” U.S. Sen. Ted Cruz
said Thursday at a news conference
in Houston.

Attorney General Greg Abbott
sent a letter to Houston City Attor-
ney David Feldman urging him to
withdraw the subpoenas.

“No matter what public policy
s at stake, government officials must
exercise the utmost care when our
work touches on religious matters,”
Abbott wrote. “If we err, 1t must be
on the side of preserving the auton-

omy of religious institutions and the
liberty of religious believers. Your
aggressive and invasive subpoenas
show no regard for the very serious
First Amendment considerations at
stake.”

State Sen. Ken Paxton, the
Republican candidate to replace
Abbott as attorney general, called
the subpoenas “unacceptable.”

“Not only does this infringe
upon the right to Freedom of Speech,
but it also grossly encroaches upon
our Freedom of Religion — both fun-
damental rights protected by the U.S.
Constitution,” Paxton said.

Both Parker and Feldman have
said that they did not approve the
subpoenas ahead of time and first
saw the language used in them on
Tuesday. The subpoenas were han-
dled by outside lawyers working on
behalf of the city. Both agreed that
the language in the subpoenas was
overly broad and would be clarified.

“We are not interested at all
in what some person may have
preached about me or the GLBT
community,” Parker said Wednesday
at a news conference. “People are
rightly concerned if a government
entity tries to in any way inhibit reli-

gious speech. That is not the intent.”
