John Reed Hargus was born
January 3rd, 1840, in Washington
county, Missouri. He came to
Texas when he was 18 years old
and settled in Caldwell county, !
where he was married April 11th,
1859 to Miss Mary Barksdale.
Just ten years later he came to
this wild and unsettled country
and established a ranch on :he
Tegra, which he owned and con-
ducted up to the time of his death.

“Uncle Juck” was here during
the worst of the Indian fighting
days and participated in many a
battle; he was with the advance
guard of civilization that drove
out the murderous savage. Later
he was witness to many of the
stirring  events in the carly his-
tory of the county .

For years Uncle
County Commissioner,
been bondsmn for one or more
county officials probably ever
since the county was organized.

The last years of Uncle Jeck's
life was spent on the Tegra, where
he hias welcomed and fed many a
wanderer, And it was only a few
months ugo that he was forced to
move to town for medical atten-
tion. His sufferings were intense
and he gradually grew worse un-
til death relieved him of pain.

His frieuds were numbered by
the hundreds and he was known
all over Southwest Texas for his
gencrous  hospitality, and many
