The Bermuda onion s»*ed crop 
of the ('anary Islands for this 
•season is largely a failure, accord­
ing to a<lviccs received in the 
onion growing district o f Texas, 
according to late advices.

From Santa Cruz. TenerilTe, 
#vhere the greater {lortion o f the 
seeil crop is grown, information 
is that despite sullieient rains 
which marked the earlier months 
of the year, cloudy and cold 
weather has kept the plants f rom 
receiving the neces.sary puanti ty 
of warmth from the sun, in con- 
se«iuence tliey grew slowly and 
the continuance of the same sort 

I of weather allowed plant enemies 
in the insect and fungi life to at- 

jtack the plantations and destroy 
a considerable proinirtion of the 
crop. In sonic* instances entire 
fields of many acres have Inien 
ploughed under as the plants had 
died before the scH*d-hearing
stalks had grown half way.

Even in the districts where the 
damages wrought hy conditions 
h a v e  b e e n  slight. t h e  
prospects for a good crop are 
uncertain. (!on.servativeestima- 
tes place the loss at :10 per cent 
of the total crop. The crysta I 
wax crop also is almost a total 
failure, the variety of the onio n

griwers. Strong winds, heavy 
hightdews and insects during the 
next two months may reduce 
the yielding capacity of the re- 
maiAihg fields by half. These 
reasons would indicate a strong 
price for the Texas crop next 
yearund the growers already are 
preparing to take advantage of 
the situation.—Express.

The house-fly sts nds convicted 

as a dissi>nunator r if disease and 
a carrier o f cf.nUgon. Ever 
since the inves tigation of the 
spread of typho id fever in the 
United States military camps
during the Spanish War o f 1898, 
the evidence hrai been accumula­
ting. until to-ilay there is no 
esca{>e from the charge against 
this tanalizing insect. Every 
far-reaching probe into sanitary 
problems is liable to disclose 
conditions hitherto quite unsus­
pected; and the indictments 
already  ̂brought against the 
bo'*“r during the past- fey> 
years ciiarge responsibility for 
a long category o f infections, 
mcluding cholera and various 
forms o f dysentry; diphtheria, 
erysipelas, contagious ophthalma 
cerebrospinal meningitis.anthrax 
and possibly small-pox. in addi­
tion to typhoid fever.

Whether all o f these charges 
will staml in the light of scien­
tific investigation remains to he 
seen. It is important, not so 
much in justice to the accused 
insect as liecause o f the hygienic 
and preventive measures which 
are dependent thereon, that the 
(luestion here rised be authorit­
atively settle. In the case of 
typhoid, the evidence appears to 
be complete.

Dr. Torrey, o f the Loomis 
Ubortory of New York, has 
attempted to supply facts on this 
<|uestion. He has examined the 
flies caught in the densely pop­
ulated parts o f New York City 
during a number of the months. 
Both the Bacteria occuringin the 
intestine and those from the 
surface of the insects were in­
vestigated. The flies examined 
in April and early in June were 
comparatively free from danger­
ous bacteria. As the summer 
season advances high bacterial 
counts begin to appear and also 
an abrupt change in the charac- 
ter of the bacteria. The record 
counts came at the end of the 
two weeks of excessive heat in 
July.

Some idea of the number of 
organisms that a single Insect 
may carry is indicated by the 
figures ,'j70 to 4.400,000 for the 
surface combination and 16,000 
to 28,0(K(,(KK) for the intestinal 
bacterial contente. Most of th< 
bacteria found were comparative­
ly harmless. This investigation, 
however was carried on in the 
crowded city, where sewers would 
naturally carry o ff all of the 
most dangerous infective matter. 
The .lournal of the Amerioaf) 
Medical AaasoHation says that 
house-fly is an "undesirable 
citizen”  in any event, so that 
the war of examination already 
begun against it in many 
quarters deserve encouragement 
and support.

truest answer is, the grape 
grower has not made his appear- 
ence in sufficient numbers and 
the few that have are getting 
wondm-ful returns for his indus­
try and foresight.

The Colorado Agricultural Ex 
pevment Station has issued 
bulletin on these grapes and 
urged their growth under irriga­
tion in that state, but the vines 
must be laid down every fall and 
covered with dirt to protect them 
during the winter, or they will 
he killed to the ground and 
varieties must l>c selected that 
will ripen their fruit in five 
months, as those requiring six 
months might he cut short by a 
fall frost, then the season may 
be so short that there will not be 
a sufficient growth of wood and 
its e<|uivaletit root system under 
ground to develope a large 
amount o f fruit, hence they wil 
not be as profitable as farther 
south in a warmer climate, 
course there are favorid valleys 
where they pcnsibly be success 
fully grown, but as a whole 
seems to me that i f  grapes can 
be gvown at all in Colorado they 
should he very much easier 
grown in Sou hwust Texas, and 
at a most excellent profit with 
at most only one half the labor 
and labor means cash money. 
Where in to cold climates 
the growth is insufTicient and 
little can be done to remedy this 
lack, but in localities where the 
mean annual temperture is above 
60 degrees., F. and the wood 
growth is excessive, this can be 
controlled by a study and know­
ledge of itn laws of growth and 
fruitage and in as much as the 
fruitage is very much earlier 
commeixiial profits promise more 
and this is practically the situa­
tion inimitv localises in South- 
wes' T< xa.4 where the mean an- 
mial lempc intiire has an average 
of from 70 to 75 degrees, F. for 
a jieriod of a dozen years back.

ticed once in two years. This is 
not work for greenhorns and 
no one only experienced hands 
should be permitted to do this 
kind of pruning and then only 
under the eyes of one who knows 
how the work should be done. 
One object o f this class o f prun­
ing i B deep rooting and in 
countries having the heat this 
country has, all land prepared for 
grape growing should be prepar 
ed for deep rooting and if  a good 
mulch is preserved during the 
summer, the vine will almost 
sure root deeply if planted in 
deep sandy soil as it should be.

I f  the above and a few other 
considerations can be overcome 
than at least fair crops and prob­
ably large and poosibly enormous 
crops of grapes can be ripened 
in June and July from a month to 
six weeks before the California 
crop can possibly be gotten to 
market, and hence until the 
Southwest is so filled with vine 
yards that it over supplies the 
market “ Which is very remote 
indeed.”  Grapes should yield 
anywhere from $600.00 to $2000.
