One female fly will
lay on an averagt a batch of 120
eggs; and if all these eggs from
a batch laid in the middle of
April should hatchjand reproduce
their kind in like manner, there
would be by autumn, from a
single female fly, a progeny of
nearly six thousand billion. And
as each female may lay four
batches of eggs, the figures for
their unchecked development
through a summer stagger the
imagination. To ‘‘swat the fly”’
by the billion, therefore, means
little, says The Journal of the
American Medical Association,
so long as tlose that survive
have unchecked opportunity for
breeding. There is even more
weight, therefore, in Stock-
bridge’s statement that during
1911 filthy breeding places were
cleaned up, which if left alone,

would have given opportunity for
the propagation of incalculable
billions.

the fly is the prevention of its

| breeding by cleaning up the places

where it thrives —the insanitary
privy, the dead dog and horse
allowed to lie unburied and until
putrid, the dung-heap, the un-
covered garbage can and the
spittoon.
