No More Late Omobs.

The feeling of instinctive re­
vulsion against iiarasites of all 
kinds which characterize human­
ly  generally, and which is due to 
something much more than the 
mere pain or annoyance that their 
bites might inflict, becomes 
more interesting as further dis­
coveries show the role of such 
insects in the spread of disease. 
Unfortunately this natural ab­
horrence has not been enough to 
protect man under conditions o f 
poverty and uncleanliness from 
harboring 'such parasites, and 
■now those who understand ho w 
much more than a mere personal 
annoyance is in question from the 
existence of pararities must take 
up the problem of eradicating 
them. The possibility of the bed­
bug conveying relapsing fever 
typhoid and leprosy, has been 
suggested and apparently there 
is no paresite of man that may 
not be a mode of disease convey­
ance. Flies, fleas, mosquitoes 
and bugs—not only are all under 
suspicion, but many of them are 
also actually demonstrated as' 
ordinary andfreijuent conveyors 
o f diseases of various kinds, 
According to the Journal of 
the American Medical Association

The man with the late onions 
this year does not appear to have 
such a gooii thing. Reports from 
the market indicate that the 
prices are not at all satisfactory 
In years past Cotulla has not 
obtainiHl as good prices for her 
crop as other |K)ints because the 
bulk of of our output went out 
during the middle of the season. 
The principle cause of this was 
late planting, and the late plant­
ing was brought about waiting 
for A.isociation seed. It seems 
that s(Hjd houses deliver their 
orders for seed some two or three 
weeks ahead of the Association, 
and this two or three weeks 
means several cents per crate 
difference in the price of the 
product on the delivery of the 
crop.

This year some Cotulla growers 
put out their crops as early as 
I^aredo and got good money for 
it, but these parties purcitased 
their seed from seed dealers and 
had them in the ground and up 
bt'fore those who purchased their 
seed from the Association re­
ceived their supply. Why it is 
that the Association is 
so late in making deliveries, we 
do not know. We would like to 
hear the explanation.

Next year Cotulla will be in the 
early market. The grower that 
finds that hecan’t get seed for 
early planting will not plant at 
.all.

The time to fight lire is all the 
time. Absolute cleanliness must be 
nialntuined nt all times. The droii- 
Iilngs should be removed at least 
once a week.

Twice a year. In spring and 
autumn, a general clenn-uii should 
take place. Tho perches should be 
removed and burned until the ont- 
sliln in thoroughly charred. The 
building should he thoroughly 
whitewashed. For this purpose a 
ei.rny luimp not only facilitates the 
work, but does a much heller Jot), 
tho spray putting the whitewash 
Into orncks nnd rrevlees that would 
be diflieult to reach with a brush.

A good spray pump will do as 
much In an hour ns could ordinari­
ly be (lone In n day with a brush. 
The perches should ho thoroughly 
sprayed every week or so with 
kerosene to keep down tho red 
mites. These mites attack the 
fowls only at night, and are found 
on the perches, or In cracks and 
crevices near the roosting place. 
Kerosene Is an effective remedy, but 
It should be applied frequently.

The litter should be replaced 
with clean material at least once a 
month. The nests should be looked 
to frequently. Straw Is a poor Bta- 
terlal for nests, as the hollow 
straws make nice hiding and breed­
ing places for red mites. Excelsior 
Is preferred by many. However, 
the best material for nesting pur­
poses Is tobacco stems.

When the house has been thor­
oughly rid of the pests the fowls 
should receive attention. There 
are many lice powders on the mar­
ket, but the safest plan Is to make 
your own at home as needed. Farm 
and Home says the best formula Is 
two ounces crude carbolic acid, 
four ounces gasoline and one pound 
air slaked lime. The carbolic acid 
and gasoline should be thoroughiy 
mixed and poured over the lime, 
stirring the whole mass thoroughly. 
Keep away from fire. A fter stand­
ing for several days a fine powder 
Is the result. Use In a sifter-top 
can. Experience has shown that 
the powder Is very effective.

A prominent incubator manufac­
turer. and one of the most practical 
men in the business, told us at 
Hoston that there had been nothing 
really new of value developed In 
the field of investigation in nrtlfl- 
cial incubation In the past ten 
years or more. He has made no 
changes whatever In his maehlne 
for tho past four years. Other 
manufacturers are making best 
artificial Incubation there is some 
slight loss where each season some 
stock Is hatched and reared by 
artificial m(>ans, and that the hen- 
hatched chick (conditions equally 
favorable) gets something that the 
artificially hatched chick does not. 
We want some breeding stock each 
year that Is well and carefully 
hatched and brooded under hens. 
Hut we would not attempt to run 
a poultry plant without incubators 
and brookers.

Hatching time. I f  you want lay­
ing pullets for next fall and winter 
when eggs are high priced hatch 
all the chicks you can this month.

Set every quiet, motherly hen 
that wants to sit. Don’t use fussy, 
nervous, uneasy, broody hens, as 
they may spoil the eggs instead of 
hatching them.

Provide comfortable nests for sit­
ters. See that they hare ample 
room for run and exercise when off 
the nest at feeding time. The sit­
ter should have a chance to stretch, 
exercise, fill up and clean out once 
each day.

The same machine cannot be de­
pended upon to give equally good 
results under different conditions 
or even under conditions which to 
the operator are apparently the 
annie. No one has h(*en able to 
furnish a really aatlsfylng explana­
tion o f this to date. Apparently 
chance playa a part In Incubator 
surcess as well as skill and good 
judgment.

In operating Incubators be sure 
to follow the manufacturer’s direc­
tions. The manufacturer should 
know hqw to get a good hatch 
with his machine. If anybody does, 
and If he can’t tell you how to get 
the machines. We haven't found 
anyone yet who could really explain 
why.
