I reasons. Sitiiati'd on South Flores 
i street, away from  tho noise and the 

grime o f  the business district, there 
stands a largo while brick building, 
nrclilteclurally inviting and jileasliig 
to  tho eye, witliin whost* confines 
there are produced those famous edi­
bles o f  Italian origin. .Macaroni, Spa­
ghetti, Veriiileelli, ns Well as Egg 
.\oodles o f  every description, tilul 
also the famniis "Cliilliiuie," tlie 
flavor o f  wlileli carries one's  nietnory 
back to the witchery o f  tlie Spanish 
art o f  cooking wherein lliey excelled 
in blending the clilli p.qiper wiili ce ­
reals and meats.

I 
lialmy San Antonio ozone that c ir ­
culates unrestrained in all parts of 
the building. Truly, money and sci­
ence have not been used sparingly 
liere to reacli the apex o f  sanitary 
perfection.

Fnder the gtiidnnee o f  Uio super­
intendent o f  the factory, yon are 
first shown the giant mixing mn- 
chine, where the finest hard winter 
wlieat, together with pure artesian 
water. Is mixed with other ingredi- 
ciits to make the plastic dough: from 
this machine tho mixture Is carried 
to the kiieader, a large circular steel 
tub In which there revolve ininieiise 
round triangular discs that knead 
the mass into shape. These shapes 
are then transferred to the great 
steam presses, o f  which there are two 
double and two single )iresses.

T U K  S C A L P  L A W .

Is the wild animal bounty law 
a good law ? That is a question 
we have heard discussed con­
siderably this week. It is cost-1 
ing the state many ihc.usands of 
dollars to kill out the coyotes ai.d 
wild cats and in tliis particular 
section we believe these animals i 
are a beiu tit rather than a de-; 
triment. They live most entire­
ly on rabbits, ro<ient8, etc., and 
when they are extermined, rab­
bits will multiply into untold | 
thousands. As it stands today j 
to believe one rabbit does more j 
injury to the stockman and far-1 
mer than two coyotes. It is said j 
that one jack rabbit will des-1 
troy enough grass to pasture 
a steer, hut unlike the steer 
which simply bites it oil', the 
rabbit destroys its roots. The 
farmer must surround his field 
with rabbit proof wire, if he 
w’ould prevent his garden and 
truck crops from being destroy­
ed.

The Commissioner’s Court of i 
LaSalle county in session this I 
week paid for 427 coyote scalps j 
and 162 wild cat scalps, at the j 
rate of $1 per scalp. The state i 
pays 75 per cent of this amount' 
and the county 25  per cent. I f  
this amount of money had been 
paid out on rabbit scalps at five 
or ten cents each, the country 
would have been benefited, but 
as it is the money has been ex­
pended in exterminating animals 
that are really a benefit to tlu' 
farmer and the stockman from 
the fact that they are destroyers 
of their w’orst enemy-the rab­
bit. We understand that not 
only in this county, but also in 
other counties of this section the 
bounty law on coyotes especiall.\ | 
is unpopular and there is a pos­
sibility that the present legisla­
ture will be asked to repeal it

What is actully needed is a 
bounty on rabbit scalps. The 
country literally swarms with 
them and the damage they do 
will run into the thousands each 
year.
