(By Dr. Theo, Y. Hull, B, 8, M. D.)

Tne exposure of food products t«
dust, flies and unnecessary handling
is at once uncleanly, unsanitary and
dangerous to the health of the con
sumer. This is a fact that none
need attempt to dispute. 1t is an
acknowledged fact. That food pro-
ducts are unnecessarily exposed to
contamination by vendors, merchants,
restaurant Keepers, etc., ete,, few
will attempt to deny. Many cities
make it a punishable offense to do
go. If any are skeptical, a half hour's
walk on those streets where abound
eating places, grocery stores, pure
food emporiums, street vendors, ete,,
etc., will probably remove all skepti-
cism. In fact, very few places can
be found where sanitary conditions
prevail, and this in spite of the faci
that a corps of health inspeetors ex
ist and are supposedly paid to guard
the public health,

Now, what are the dangers that
lurk in the uncleanly handling of
food? Why is the dust of the strecd

that blows ad libitum over berries, !
exposed for |

bread and vegetables
sale, or why shoul da myriad ot in
sects plaving hide and seck over a
crate of berries or other food stuft,
be particularly obnixious?

In the first place, many of th
dealers are ignorant of what con-
stitutes a sanitary condition, but
norance long sinee ceased to be an
acceptable plea in  extenuation of
crime, Many dealers expose their

AMENDMENT ELECTION.

Next Saturday, July 19this the
date of the Amendment election.
Four proposed amendments to
Constitution of the State of Tex-
as will be voted on, andJ. R.
18, known as the educational a-
mendment, probably the most im-
portant of the four needs your
vote to prohibit its defeat. Just
how a man who is a friend to ed-
ucation ana the spirit of progress
can oppose the adoption of this
amendment, is more than we can
understand.

The State institutions of higher
education--the four state normal
schools, the College of Industrial
Arts, and the Agricultural
and Mechanical College have ask-
ed the legislature for $1,700,000
for buildings. Even this amount
will hardly meet the urgent needs
and if the legislature grants the
appropriation, it will mean that
the money will have to come
out of the taxpayers packets the
next two years, On the other
hand if the amendment is adopt-
ed and the buildings erected by
the bond issue, the total athount
that would have to be paid the
next two years would be only
$85,000.  Failure to adopt the a-
mendment will mean an increase
of probably 10 cents on the $100
valuation in State taxes. The
adoption of the proposed amend-
ment is the only way it will be
possible to legally meet the urgent
necessity of our institutions. The
bonds will be refunded from the
income of the University endow-
ment and will not cost the people
one cent.

The proposed amendment also
gives power to political sub-
divisions of the state to issue
bonds upon majority vote of the
taxpayers for building good roads
copstruction of irrigation enter-
prises, etc.

In this issue of the RECORD
will be found advertisements both
for and against the amendment,
and we hope our readers will
take time to fully inform
themselves on the subject before

casting your vote. We believe
that where there is thorough un-
derstanding of the proposition,
nine men out of ten will favor the
adoption of the amendment,

Fine weather is prevailing for
the cotton crop and from every
section comes reports that ar e
encouraging.
