Hills and Barrows.
At one time the term barrows was 

RppIbHl to hllla and mnnntains of any 
elevation, but was la ter restricted to 
lower elevations. Now the word ap­
plies to mounds of earth  or stones 
raised over graves, and designated as 
sepulchral mounds. Harrows are among 
the most Important monntulns of prim­
itive peoples. They are  found In Great 
Rrltaln, other S(>ctions of Rnrope, In 
North America nnd Asia. In the more 
ancient barrows the bodies are found 
lying eztendevi on the ground with Im­
plements and weapons of atone or bone 
beside them. In barrows of later date 
the Implementa are  of bronxe, nnd 
sometimes, though rarely, of Iron, while 
the rem ains a re  often Inclosed In a 
Slone or earthenw are cist nnd doubled 
up. Where the body was burned the 
ashes were usually deposited in an 
iirn. The numerous barrows of Nortli 
America are  generally classed along 
with other ancient eartliworka aa 
mounds or burial mounds.

RURAL SCHCX)LS.

Of special interest to all teach­
ers in the rural schools of the 
State, as well as to all others 
who may be interested in rural 
education, is a bulletin recently 
edited by Miss Amtnda Stoltz- 
fus. lecturer on rural education 
in the Department of Extension 
tf the University of Tex is. The 
bulletin shows that in 1917 there 
were more than 9,000 rural 
teachers in Texas who not only 
had no professional training, 
but who had not even graduated 
from a high school.

Many helpful suggestions are 
ntained in the bulletin, and 

the responsibility for social ser­
vice that is placed on the teach­
er in rural communities is shown. 
The necessity of the teacher’s 
learning games, plays and songs, 
and that he srudv the conditions 
existing in the community in 
which he is teaching is discussed 
by Miss Stoltzfus The bulletin 
also gives .oany ways whereby 
the school work may be vitalized 
such as creating an interest in 
school librarifl.., encouraging the 
hoys and girU to fo^m clubs in 
manual training and farm work, 
and training girls for house­
keeping and home making.

The bulletin may be ('btained 
free of charge by addressing the 
Chairman of Publications Com­
mittee of the University of Tex­
as.
