These cattle have been on feed 
since last summer. Farmers are 
arranging to plant large feed 
crops. Considerable cotton will 
also be planted.

The onion market it o f f -b a d ­
ly off, and there is not apparent­
ly any just cause. Offers thia 
week were not above 90 cents 
for No. 1 Yellows, and down to 
60 cents for boilers. However, 
the slump came with the rain, 
and there has not been any thing 
moving, consequently no tales. 
The movement all over the dis­
trict has been restricted to stuff 
that was jnder cover when the 
rains set in. The ground is so 
wet now that digging cannot be 
resumed before next week.

It is felt that the slack up in 
the shipments will have a good 
effect on the market, and then 
when it is resumed shipments 
will be held at a maximum of 80 
carl'iads per day from the entire 
district.

Onion dealers claim that the 
railroads are giving poor service, 
requiring double time to deliver 
as compared with other seasons. 
It now takes six days to get a 
ear to St. Louis. Heavy loading 
is causing a great deal of dissat­
isfaction, and it is claimed that 
onions will not carry because of 
insufficient ventilation, as soon 
as the weather warms up. Up 
to date 1630 cars have been 
shipped out of the district. Co­
tulla has sent out 61.

Company of Dallas, dealers in
