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MEXICANS EAT NEW ORDER WILL
POISONED BR£^!> AFFECT MANY.

Five Mexicans were poisoned 
at the Millikin ranch last Sunday 
noon by eatintt bread which eon> 
tained arsenic, and one of them, 
Candido Charo. died lour hours 
after eating the bread which 
contained the poison.

The Mexicans had been out at 
work and when they came in 
they ate for dinner some goat 
meat made up in a stew, coffee 
and cornbread. Immediately 
they became sick and began 
vomiting. Dr. Campbell was 
called and administered to them. 
It was thought at first that the 
poison was due to putrid meat 
but after investigation, it was 
drawn out that at*ay of arsenic 
had been taken from a sack in 
the barn, which had been used 
to make tick dip for cattle, and 
put in the bread, the Mexican 
woman thinking that it was 
lime, and that it would give the 
bread a taste more like tortillas. 
This was not admitted by the 
women at first, but after the 
arsenic was found, the story of 
how it all happened was grad* 
ually brought out.

Two or three of the Mexicans 
were dangerously sick for sev­
eral hours but all pulled through 
except, Candido Chare, who 
was about sixty years old.

The Local Board recieved in­
structions this week regarding 
the careful review of all ques- 
tionaires and the investigation 
of the occupation of every regis­
trant with a view to whether 
they are idle or in non profitable 
occupations. Section 121A 
makes all persons responsible 
for keeping the Local Board in­
formed; "It shall hereafter be 
the duty of all persons connect­
ed with the administration for 
the Selective Service Law and 
regulations, AND ALL CITI­
ZENS, to report to the nearest 
Local board all facts which may 
come to their knowledge concern­
ing registrants who are idle or 
who are engaged in any occupa­
tion or employment defined and 
described in these regulations, 
oranv amendments thereof, as 
non productive occupations .or 
employment.”

In view of the great demand 
for men in productive occupa­
tions, registrants shall not be 
permitted, unless it can be 
shown conclusively that great 
hardship would resulL to remain 
out of the army, unless they are 
engaged in helping the Nation 
by their employment.

ALL IDLERS, regardless of 
their trade or profession, will be 
inducted into the Army. U 
matters not whether they are in 
□aas 2, 3. or 4

The same can be aaid of 
person* whose occupation or 
employment comes under the 
fo1te#rng ~

(a) Persona eagaged in the 
serving of food or fdrink, or 
either, in public places, including 
hotels and social clubs;

(b) Passenger carrier eleva­
tor operators and attendants, 
doormen, footmen, carriage 
openers and other attendants in 
clubs, hotels, stores, apartment 
houses, office buildings and 
bath houses;

(c) Persons, including ushers 
and other attendants, engaged 
and occupied in and in connect­
ion with games, sports and 
amusements, except actual per­
formers in legitimate concerts, 
operas and theatrical performan­
ces.

(d) Persons employed in 
domestic service,

(e) Sales clerks and other 
clerks employed in stores and 
other mercantile establishments.

The local board calls upon 
every patriotic citizen to assist 
in the fair and equitable and 
honorable administration of this 
new and delicate responsibility.

CLEVER FORGERY 
IS FRUSTRATED.

JUNE 28TH WAR 
SAVINGS DAY.

Three or four weeks ago a 
well dressed and intelligent look­
ing Mexican appeared at the 
Stockmens Bank and wanted to 
cash ■ draft on an Eagle Pass 
Bank. The Bank woald not let 
him have the money on the draft 
but took the same for collection.*
The amount waa $1500. About 
one week later. Sunday night 
week. Deputy Sheriff Wilden- 
thal rounded up a young Mex­
ican at the EvetU hotel, a spy 
suspect On hie person was 
found a letter of introduction to 
the Stockmens Natiunel Bank, 
preeumably from the man who 
left the draft here. The young 
Mexican, talked good English 
and was badly frightened. He 
said that he brought the pape. s 
from the man at Moore, giving 
bis name, and was to driver the 
money to his son, who was ex­
pected on the next day'e train 
Iron Laredo.

In the meantime the bank here 
had received the money on the 
draft, but the party from Laredo 
did not appear, and the young 
Mexican with the introductory 
letter left for the South on the 
next train. Nobody called for 
the money at tha bank,
Wednesday of this week when 
a telegram was received, pre- 
sumebly from the man who made 
the draft to have the money 
transferred to a bank in another 
town. Shortly after receiving 
-these itetruetioDS, the bank re- fW ••served.

Eagle Pats Bank, iaetrnekiag 
them to hold the money if oot 
already paid out, as it was ee- 
eured from them on a forged 
draft. The money is being held 
and officers both here and at 
Laredo are working on the ease 
and some arrests are expected 
shortly.

The alertness of the deputy 
sheriff here unquestionably 
saved the Eagle Pass Bank $1600.
He questioned the young Mex­
ican so close regarding the trans­
action that he failed to carryou t 
the plans arranged in securing 
the mon >y. Thia boy was about 
18 years old and appeared very 
much frightened. He said that 
he had lived in Mexico and had 
been stood up by Villa’s band, 
and was subject to heart trouble, 
and when the officer demanded 
that he open the door of hia room 
in the night he thought it was 
robbers, and the shock was eevere 
on him, He had tq have a doc­
tor to quiet his nerves. It is 
likely that this boy was used 
a tool by older conspirators.

Given Many Namee.

The name of December is no long­
er a}iprupriate, for it is derived from 
“decern,” the Latin word meaning 
“ten.” The name was first applied 
to the Itoniaiis when the year was di­
vided into ten mouths, with the ad­
dition of supplementary daya lo com­
plete the period required for a revo­
lution uf the earth around the sun.

Wliou the calendar of Romulus 
was amended in 713 B. C. by Numa 
Pompilius and the year was divided 
into twelve mouths, December be­
came the twelfth mouth, but retained 
its original name. I I m Kmperor 
Cqmiuodus, who reigned in the sec­
ond century, attempted to change 
the name of December to Amazonius, 
in honor of a fair favorite of that 
name whom he had painted to re­
semble an .‘\mazou. This innovation 
was not popular, and when Corn- 
modus died from poison adminis­
tered by another feminine favorite 
the name of Amazonius died with 
him.

The ancient Saxons called the last 
month Winter Munst, which was 
afterward changed to Helig Monat, 
or holy month, when they were con­
verted to Christianity. 'The modem 
(lenuans again changed the name to 
Christ-Munat, because the month 
contains the anniversary of the birth 
of Christ.

The American Indians did not 
know any way to make peace ellec- 
tive except by appeal to their wom­
en. To ask for peace waa thought 
to he so unworthy of a male that un 

■a womeu intervened there was 
nothing for it but to tight on to ex­
tinction. The Fire Nations estab­
lished their peace woman in a fort 
near Niagara river in a long house 
divided in the middle by a curtain 
She would receive the contending 
partiea each unknown to the other, 
apd after ebe heard their ceaea, would 
draw badi the curtain and give her 
dedaion.

The idea of woman as the proper 
arbiter prevailed in the famous in­
ternational agreement between the 
Iroquois and the Lenni-Lenape. At 
this time the courteous and peace- 
loving Delawares were induced to be­
come arbiters by being made women. 
This role of international peace­
maker was carried out by the Dela­
wares for long with dignity and suc- 
ceaa. But finally the padfic Dela­
wares did something which was un­
pleasing to the militaristic Rve Na­
tions of the Iroquois. Whereupon 
the Five Nations sent them word 
that the Debwares had lost their 
right to independent action. And 
BO ended the first international peace 
league.—Mary Austin, in World 
Outlook.
