Housewife's Preserves Can Not
Be Accepted for Army or
Navy.

Although the American house-
wife is urged to can every ounce
of fruit or vegetables possible as
4 patriotic food conservation
measure, her product must be
reserved for civilian use. Home
sanned and preserved goods can
not be purchased or accepted as
gifts for the armv ar »- i
Missouri division of theé'Toda adi
ministration has announced.

Patriotic persons all over the
country have been offering te
organize workers in their vicin-
ity to supply American soldiers
and sailors with food prepared at
home. While this spirit is ap-
preciated and considered praise-
worthy, the food administration
believes it can be turned into
channels that will do exactly as
much for our armed forces and
the allies as though it had pro-
vided them with millions of cans
or jars of home-preserved food.

No government department is
permitted to accept any article
without paying for it. But even
ff home-canned goods could le-
gally be bought, their purchase
would be impossible, the food ad-
ministration has pointed out, be-
cause of the difficulty acecept-
ance of small lots would entail in
the way of inspection. Supplies
of this kind must be obtained in
reasonably large units and must
be uniform both as to ingredi-
ents and containers. With ship-
ping space precious this uni-
formity is doubly i rtant that
the greatest possible quantity
may be packed in a given space.
Every additional million of jars
filled by housewives for home
use, however, releas: an equsl
quantity of commercially canned
goods for export.

The Federal Food Administra-
tors of the 48 states of the Union
were unanimous in their approv-
al of discarding the present sys-
tem of regular monthly li-
censees’ reports and in favoring
& new system of price publica-
tion and inspection. Because of
this decision at their conference
recently in Washington, the pub-
lic will be protected in the mat-
ter of prices by the price publica-
tions and tne work of the price
interpreting committees and
price reporters.

Administrator Peden has ap-
pointed 46 price interpreting
committees over Texas, and
many more are n the course of
being organized. It is his hope
to have a price interpretine com-
mittee within a radius of 75
miles of each other in «ll the
well populated sections of the
State,

The function of a price report-
er is to visit the small and re-
tail grocers, check up their costs
and selling prices, mailing origi-
.mnl report to Washington and
+ duplicate to State headquarters.
i These prices are checked against
I the price interpreting lists gov-
erning the section in which they
were assembled, and where dif-
ferences exist the county admin-
istrator and the chairman of
the price interpreting conmit
tee make an investigation and
determine whether or not an sd-
Justment may not be made with-
out a hearing, and its sulse-
quent penalization where guilt i.
¢stablished.

Cheese at the
Right Price.

Because of the present good
supply of cheese in the country
and the prospect of continued
abundant production this sum-
mer, those who know the food
value of this dairy product and
appreciate its appetizing flavor
will be interested in the action
the United States Food Adminis-
tration has taken to facilitate its
movement from the manufactur-
er to the table with as few delays
and as small expense as possible.

Rules have been announced
that will not permit dealers in
American and Cheddar cheese to
take advantage of advances in
the market by selling cheese
bought at a low price on the
basis of higher costs that may
prevail after the time of pur-
chase. Commissions will not be
allowed to enter into costs, rea-
sonable margins have been fixed
to prevent speculation and “dum-
my” sales have been prohibited.
These &and other regulations
should make it possible for re-
tailers to buy at lower prices,
and, through the working of the
fair price committees, the con-
sumer should get a good food
product at the cost of production
plus only the reasonable charges
for handling and a just margin
of profit.

ith the increasing demand
for meat for our army and navy,
and the request by the food ad-
ministration for beefless days in
hotels, restaurants and homes,
the effort to stabilize the mur-
keting of cheese comes at an op-
portune time. One of the beat
toncentrated foods has a good
shance to occupy a more promi-
nent place on the menu as it ul-
ready does in the allied coun~
tries.

CROSSBOWS STILL ARE USED

Chinese Remarkably Proficient With
Weapon That Other Nations Put
in Discard Centurles Ago.

One of our first collecting camps
'(in the province of Yunnan, China)
was on the slopes of 8now mountain,
a spur of the southern Himalayas, at
an altitude of 12,000 feet, T early
October of 1916.

We had hired four Moso hunters
—ragged, picturesque fellows,
dressed entirely in skins—and a pack
of mongrel curs led by a splendid
red hound as large as a wolf. One of
our hunters was armed with a most
extraordinary gun, having a barrel
more than six feet long and a short
stock like a golf stick.' The butt was
placed against the cheek, and the
guu was fired by holding a piece of
burning rope to a powder fuse which
projected from the side of the barrel.

The three other hunters carried
crossbows and poisoned arrows. They
were remarkably good shote, and at a
distance of 200 feet could place an
arrow in a six-inch circle four times
out of fivee We found later that
crosshows were in common use
throughout the more remote parts of
Yunnan, and were only another evi-
dence that we had suddenly dropped
back into the middle ages, and with
our high-power rifles and twentieth
century equipment were anachron-
isms.—Roy Chapman Andrews, in
the American Museum Journal.
