Dallas, Texas, Au*. U. — Cot­

ton growers of Texas will bene­
fit materially in the organiza­
tion of the Texas Division of 
the American Cotton Association 
recently perfected in Dallas.

The American Cotton Asso­
ciation will operate in 12 cotton 
growing states of the South and 
will devote its efforts toward 
protection of the cotton grower 
and securing a price for cotton 
commensurate with the high 
market price demanded by manu­
facturers and spinners. It will 
serve as a stabilizer of cotton 
prices, prevent their manipula­
tion on the market and insure 
for every cotton grower a good 
price.

Growers of cotton have here­
tofore confined their interest 
and activity to the growing of 
cotton with the result that nu- 
nipulators have secured prices 
from five to eight times the 
price paid the grower. There 
have been efforts made at vari­
ous times to perfect an organi­
sation for the growers protect­
ion but they have failed because 
of lack of interest and concerted 
support.

In twelve states of the south 
the American Cotton Association 
will be active. In each of these 
states an organization has been 
perfected and membership cam­
paigns will soon be conducted. 
Every etfort has been made to 
secure the active support in each 
state of men whose integrity, 
experience, and good citizenship 
Is unquestioned. The Texas 
Division of the Association is 
beaded by Nathan Adams of 
Dallas. . vice-preridept of She 
American Exchange National 
Bank who has always been active 
in cotton circles. J. A. Thomp­
son of Corsicana is vice-chair­
man, and Major Robert C. Lowry 
of Dallas is secretary.

Things change. Ten days ago it looked like we 
were going to make anywhere from a half to a 
bale of cotton to the acre. But all of a sudden it 
was discovercxl the boll weevil was doing consid­
erable damage generally, and also that there was 
a boll worm working, and in ‘:ome fields the leaf 
worm boil started operations. Dry hot weathe r 
made the rank plants look sick and the load of 
squares and bolls put on during the favorable ten 
day.s previous began to shed soma. However, 
notwithstanding, we are going to make some cot­
ton. We are not going to get a bale to the acre 
nor a half a bale, but our guess is that we are go - 
ing to pick around that notch pretty close, and the 
Cotulla gin will be running night and day shifts 
for some time to come.

A go<xl many years ago there was considerable 
agitation about making fine furniture out of 
mesquite wood. They said it was as fine as ma­
hogany furniture, and the land owners of this 
section who had timber began to feel rich. Then 
it was forgotten. A few days ago press dispatch­
es tell us again that this mesquite is about to 
become valuable. Also a few years ago we were 
told that all the vast cactus jungles of this sec­
tion would be used for making wood alcohol, and 
the fellow with a cactus patch at once liegan to 
feel his pockets bulge. A great deal of the 
timber has been cut out; the drouth and the rats 
destfoyinl all the cactus, and now should me.squite 
be valuable for timber and cactus for wood alcohol 
ve  wouldn’t have but little of either product for 
sale.

Cotton farmers who live at a distance from gins 
will do well to bring their cotton to the Cotulla gin 
this year. There are two reasons. The first is 
that it is a new gin and will be operated by life 
long experienced gin men and you will get your 
cotton turned out in proper shape. This often 
counLs for several dollars on the bale. Them again, 
Cotulla is going to be a good market. There will 
be .several buyers here arid the competition for 
cotton will bo kwn. consequently the farmer will 
be insured the highest price for hrs staple. There 
is another reason. The farmer will get prompt 
service. Bring your cotton to Cotulla. It will 
mean several dollars a bale to you and if you have 
a very large acreage it will increase your receipts 
several hundred dollars.
