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Bronte’s Single 
Wing Attack Too 
Much For Lions'

Class B Squad Upsets 
Favored Ozona 29-24 
Convincingly

The Ozona Lions found no an­

swer to the Bronte singls wing 
Friday night and even though they 
scored fouii times with compara­
tive ease they los'S 29 to 24.

If Bronte failed to find a de­
fense for Ozona's speed, the Lions 
were at even more of a loss to de­
fend against the Steer attack, as 
the home town boys hogged the 
ball most of the gams and scored 
five extra points to the Lions’ 
none.

Ozona opened the game with a 
fumble on its own 32 and then 
after scoring once, and trailing 8 
to 6, they fumbled on their own 
23 to put themselves out of the 
contest.

Coach Fred Hickman’s charges 
tried hard but there would be few­
er greener teams at defensing a 
single wing than were the Lions. 
The Ozona defenders were out of 
position, failed to l-eact, and on 
top of that did some pretty sloppy 
tackling, all of which was paying 
big dividents for Bronte on the 
score board.

The game began before a big 
crowd with the Steers kicking off 
to the Lions. On the first play Jim 
Doran, who played his top offen­
sive game of the year for the Lions, 
broke through for four yard but 
fumbled and Bronte recovered.

The Steers caught everybody in­
side and swept right end for five 
yards, and then twenty, as Dee 
Arrott, a 160 pound junior tail­
back, did the running. A five yard 
crash up the middle by halfback 
Eddy Spiller and a costly five yard 
penalty set the ball on the one 
and fullback cracked over for the 
first score. Anrott then rifled a 
pass to Jery McCutchen for two 
points and the Steers were in front 
to stay.

The Lions took the kickoff fol­
lowing a nice runback by Phillip 
Carnes and marched 70 yards for 
a score with Jim Doran going over 
from the four yard line.

The Lions would have scored 
on the third play of the drive had 
the ball carrier gone on the right 
side of his blocker instead of pull­
ing a boner and cutting back out 
of an open field.

Tony Parker tiried for the extra 
point, but the effort was short. The 
Steers received and were stopped 
deep in their own territory on the 
kickoff. On second down the Steers 
talented tailback got off a 64- 
yard quick kick and that set the 
stage for the Steers second mark­
er.

On second down the Lion quart­
erback lateralled to Parker and

Field South Of 
Ozona Indicated

New Davidson & Hunt 
Wells Expand Fields 
Production Area
A two and a half mile spread for 

,Jiip_Baggett (Strawn) gas field 11 
miles south of Ozona, was seen in 
Santiago Oil & Gas Co., No. 1 Dav­
idson, in 21-F-GC«&SF, 2% miles 
east of the three well Baggett 
(Strawn) field, which flowed gas 
on a second co,nsecutive drillstem 
test early in the week.

The Ellenburger wildcat flowed 
gas ®n a drillstem test in the 
Strawn lime topped at 8,907 feet.

On the one-hour and seven-min­
ute test between 8,870-8,960 feet, 
gas surfaced in 3V2 minutes, flow­
ing at the end of a 15-minute pe­
riod at the rate of 310,000 cubic 
feet daily; in 30 minutes at the 
rate of 330,000 cubic feet daily; In 
45 minutes, at the daily rate of
367.000 cubic feet; and at the end 
of one hour, at the daily rate of
416.000 cubic feet. Recovery was 
an unreported amount- of gas-cut 
mud.

Flowing p r e s s ' u r e  was 110 
pounds; initial and final 30-minute 
shut - in pressure were 3,950 
pounds; and 3,775 pounds.

On the second test, gas surfaced 
in two minutes, rated at 340,000 
cubic feet daily and increasing at 
the end of one hour to 714,000 
cubic feet, on a one-hour t e s t  
between 8,960-9,040 feet. Recov­
ery was 130 feet of gas-cut mud. 
Flowing pressure was 60 - 100 
pounds; 30-minute initial and fin­
al shut-in pressures were 4,040 
'._;_unds and 3,750 pounds respect­
ively.

The project, slated for 10,200 
feet to test the Ellenburger, was 
bottomed at 9,100 feet, preparing 
to 'take another test.

Oil Firm Denied 
Fresh Water Use 
In Schleicher Co.

Threat To Ozona, Son­
ora Water Supplies 
Stopped By RRC
Announced plans of the Cities 

Service Oil Co., to use fresh water 
from a shallow depth in its water- 
flooding operations in the Page 
field in Schleicher county, near 
Eldorado, were knocked into a 
cocked hat when the plan was 
brought to .the attention of the 
Texas Railroad Commission.

In response to an appeal by the 
Sonora Lions Club, on the ground 
that use of the quantities of fresh 
water contemplated, from depths 
corresponding to that of the sourc­
es of supply for the cities of O- 
zona and 'Sonora, would endanger 
these municipal supplies, the Texas 
Railroad Commission reminded the 
Cities Service that it had been 
granted the waterflood permit oh 
the basis of use of salt water ob­
tained at a depth of 1800 feet — 
not fresh water at a depth of ap­
proximately 450 feet.

Early in August, the Sonora 
Lions prepared a letter to Cities 
Service requesting that they re­
frain from using fresh water in 
the extensive waterflooding oper­
ations planned in the Page field. 
The company, according to a letter 
to local interests received t h i s  
week, “ advised us 'that they were 
“ fortunate in obtaining 'an excel­
lent supply of fresh water at a 
shallow depth” and that they were 
‘contemplating’ the use of this 
water in wia'terflooding the Page 
field.”

The Sonora group then appealed 
to the Texas Railroad Commis­
sion against this threat to theirs 
and their neighbor city’s source 
of municipal water, and received 
a copy of a letter dispatched by 
the Commission to the Cities Ser­
vice Oil Co., which stated:

“The Com'mission, at formal 
conference on September 6, 1960, 
reaffirmed its prior approval of 
your waterflood application of the 
Page Field, Schleicher County, 
Texas, as suibmitted; that is, that 
salt water obtained from an ap­
proximate depth of 1800 feet is to 
be used for injection purposes. 
Production and injection of fresh 
water must cease.”

“We know your organization is 
deeply concerned in protecting our 
underground fresh water sppply, 
and will appreciate the action of 
the Railroad Commission,” J o e  
Nances president of the Sonora 
Lions Club, wrote the Crockett 
County Water Control District, in 
reporting results of its efforts.

The Ozona Woman’s Club voted 
to change the Club’s memorial fund 
from the hospital landscaping pro­
ject to the Club House fund, which 
is 'the club’s special project at this 
time. The hospital management 
feels that the landscaping of the 
grounds is complete for the pres­
ent.

A local hospital was a special 
concern of the Woman’s Club from 
early years. When the need arose 
for a larger county hospitr^ the 
Woman’s Club under Mrs. Max 
Schneemann as president, agreed 
to carry ithe petition to get signers 
asking fbr a bond issue vote. Vot­
ers approved a $200,00 hospital 
bond issue overwhelmingly in May 
1955, and soon the modern, well 
equipped  ̂ hospital was a reality.

In July, 1956, under the then 
president, Mrs. L. B. Cox,^Jr., the 
club adopted beautification of the 
hospital grounds as a-special pro­
ject. A j committee composed of 
Mrs. Max iSchneemann, Mrs. J. W. 
Henderson, Mrs. Evart White, Mrs. 
Eldred R o a c h  and Mrs. Bailey 
Post, was named to supervise the

work. Landscape architects drev/ 
up a planting plan with a ten- 
year period .for completion.

With .the-planting and dedicaticn 
in May, 1960, during the presiden­
cy of Mrs. Evart White, of the 
little Memorial Park which honors 
Crockett County war veterans, the 
Isffidscaping project was complet­
ed for the present. Should the hos­
pital be enlarged or further land­
scaping be found necessary, the 
club will take charge of the work. 
In the mcar.itinie, those who wish 
to make memorial gifts to the hos­
pital should contact J. B. Post, hos­
pital manager. Who is in charge of 
the hospital memorial fund.

Many individuals and orgirnized 
groups helped in the landscaping 
project for which the Woman’s 
Club expressed appreciation. O- 
the rorganizations assisting were 
the Woman’s Forum, Ozona Gar- 
denClub, Epsilon Sigma Alpha sor- 
10'rity The War Service Board had 
a fund of $309.47 in ' the bank 
which was donated to the project 
and was applied to the War Me­
morial park. The hospital board 
gave $200 from their memorial 
fund and the bronze plaque for the 
marker in the Memorial Park.

the ball got away on the 23 yard 
line, where Bronte covered the 
loose ball for the second time deep 
in Lion territory. ?

The second fumble proved just 
as cosifly ats the first, even though 
it took a penalty to get the ‘Steers 
moving. The Lions stopped Arrott 
for no gain at left tackle, and then 
swarmed him when he attempted 
to cut back on the next play. The 
Lions did something amiss, how­
ever, and drew apenalty halfway 
to the goal from the spot amount­
ing to a 13 yard whack.

With a first down on the 10 the 
Steers punched on in with Arrott 
going over from the one. This time 
the Steers kicked the extra point 
and led 15 to 6.

The Lions took the kickoff and 
marched to the Steer f<5ur yard 
line where Jim Doran glanced off 
a tackier and raced into the end 
zone for what appeared to be a 
score, but the whistle-happy re­
