|Warning On Russian

Education Progress
Dr. Floyd Golden

Speaks on Russian

Schools Here Mon.

A large group of Ozona parents
heard Dr. Floyd D. Golden of Por-
tales, New Mexico, discuss Ithe
Russian school system at the high
school auditorium last Monday
night.

Dr. Golden, is the former Pres-
ident of Easiern New Mexico U-
niversity, at Portales, and has been
in the field of public education for
soeme forty years before being cho-
sen as a member of iz U. S. Com-
mision sent ito Russia to investigate
the Soviet scheol system.

Dr. Golden told the Ozona group
that the Russians are now spend-
ing three times the sum on educa-
tion that the United States is
spending thre times the sum
spending and that rapid progress
in Russian schools is now quickly
overcoming’ whatever lead the A-
merican schools might have held.

Dr. Golden pointed out to the
group fthat even though the Rus-
sians have made more progress
in the last few years than any
nation on earth, that they had a
long way to go when they started
and that reports of super Russian
schools were more myth thien any-
thing else.

Dr. Golden reported that despite
poor buildings and facilities the
Russian schools were doing effec-
tive work with well padi teachers
as the center of the education pro-
gram.

The difference in philosophy be-
tween the Russian and American
peoples as well as the case of
communism and atheism as op-
posec. to democrzecy and Chrsit-
ianity was stressed as being the
grounds on which t he current
world conflict was being waged
and further that the Russian felt
very confident that their system
would succeed, if for no other rea-
son, due to the blundering com-
placency of the American people.

Describing Charms Of

Texas Is Distributed

Austin, Texas — Like a debut-
ante daughter in bouffant gown,
Texas’ many charms have been
wrapped, inn a lavish, full-color
booklet and presented for the at-
traction of free-spending wvisitors.

First in its kind ever published
in Texas, the 32-page kbrochure
was compiled by the State High-
way Deparntment . and is being dis-
tributed free. First printing of
400,000 copies is being sent to tra-
vel agengies, clubs, newspapers,
anywhene that it may be used to
draw touritsts to Texas.

It is one of the first big steps in
a program to reverse Texas’ de-
cline in tourist revenue.

Texas is “twenty years behind
the times” in advertising tourist
attractions, says Tom H. Taylor,
director of the Travel and Infor-
metion Division of the Highway
Department. Next goal is to get
the Legislature ¢o appropriate
$300,000 to be used for media ad-
vertising over the country, as o-
ther states do.

Requests for copies of the bro-
chure should be sent to the Travel
and Information Division of the
Texas Highway Department in
Austin. Talyor said the Department
expects heavy demeamnd and will not
be able to furnish the booklet in
quantities.

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“OBJECTIVE?” REPORTING —
OR HOW TO ‘BRAINWASH’
A NATION

While we are not in the habit of
quoting from the big metropolitan
papers, we think the following
editorial remarks of the New York
Daily News (which the paper care-
fully points out are not applica-
ble ‘“to anybody working for The
News, the Chicago Tribune, Chica-
go’s American, or any other US
newspaper that. confines its edi-
torials: to ltS edlwrnal page and
keeps opinion out of items pres-
ented to ' its readers as news”)
should be of “mvide interest.

“Subject of this editorial is the
treatment. Viee President Richard
M. Nixon gdtr’frozm the (other)
newspaper and newspapermen . . .
\ from »begmmnig to end of hig re-
cent campaign for the Presidency.

“On average, 75 percent or more
of the reporters who trailed him
on his innumerable speaking trips
were Democrats. There was no-
thing wrong in that — since a
newspaperman is as free as any
other American 170 choosx1 his poli-
tics. "

“There was a great deal wrong,
though, in the way many of these
reporters handled this assignment.

“Briefly, they sabotaged: Mr.

“{Nixon and his cause with every
ditty -pool device known to dirty-

pool newspaper people — of whom,
unhappily, there are still too many.

“They slanted their dispatches
ageinst the Republican candidate.
Thzy left out incidents and side-
lights which might have been help-
Al to him. They frequently under-
reporiied the size and enthusiasm
of the crowds that gathered (o
hear him speak.

“In campaign press conferences
with Nixon himself, some of these
crooked crusaders for John F. Ken-

nedy insulted and badgered Nixon
instead of asking him honest and
pertinent guestions.

“Things got so bad in this res-
pect ithat Nixon oslled off the
press conferences several weeks
before the election.”

There is more. But we are sure
you get the idea that The News is
pretty incensed over “reporters
who were supposed to be objective
(but) turned into masked colum-
nists, editorial writers and pro-
pagandists; and editors who were
supposed to keep the news columns
factual and unbiased (but) allow-
ed a lot of such columns to be
turned into propagandsz’. Further,
The News believes that ‘“their
readers will eventually get hep to
them if they keep it up long en-
ough.”

But one welll may wonder how
long that will be. This cynicism
for newspaper ethics and public
responsibility has been directed
not merely at the unfortunate Mr.
Nixon, but at the conservative and
the traditional in America life
throughout the post-New Deal-
Flair Deal years. The one good
thing we can say for this attitude
is. that it may well explain the
large number of fine newspaper-
men of big-city back-ground who
are now running small papers of
their own — in-itheir own way.

We have no quarrel with Gov-
ernment economy, and are all for

it is. But we think thiat a basic
overhauling of our international
trade policies is far more urgent
and vital. If we have come to
the end of the GATT road, let’s
face it. If we have priced ourselves
out of foreign markets,
through GATT priced our own
manufacturers out of their home
markets, even a drastic cut in
Washington’s extravagance over-
seas is far too little and much too
late.

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Ozona Vocational Ag. !Teacher’s Article Is

Published In University

Of Arkansas Magazine

As Guide To Teaching In Agriculture Dept.

Anm article entitled “Planning For
Teaching,” written by M. A. Bar-
ber, Ozona High School Viocational
Agriculture teacher has been Pu-
blished by The University of Ark-
ansas in its current issue of “The
Agricultural Education: Magazine”.

The November issue carries the
story and in connection two pic-
tures of successful Ozona  High |c
school range and gnrass Judngmg
teams.

Mr. Barber who came to Ozona
five years ago as the school’s first
Vocational Agriculture teacher had
the job of organizing the Ozona
Department and was requested by
the Arkansas school to write an
article concerning the details of
planning by the instructor.

The article which is interesting
to Crockett County and area ran-
chers is as follows:

Vocational Agricultureisa
course for any and w@ll high school
boys interested in some 500 dif-
ferent phases of agriculture. Lead-
ership and guidance in selection of’
a vocation are the prime aims of
agricultural courses. Toda ocnl'y a-
bout 9% of our population in the
United States produce the food,
fiber and building materials from
the soils: yet, some 40% ' of our
people in Americad work directly
or indirectly in. dlffevx*enn+ phases
of agriculture.

Identification, care, use and
management -of - soils, ‘plants  and
livestock should be taught ‘as ‘a
universal subject throughout A-
mericain all oourses of ‘high sehool
agriculture. Use of hand tools and’
electrical - equipment salso; should.
be a universal study. Other phas-
es of agriculture taught should
emphasize enterprises of interest
that ‘are suitable for each commu-
nity.

Our West Texas cound:y is a
ranching community. The soils of’
Crockett County are used primar-
ily for the production of nange ve-
getation. Plants produced from the
range land are marketed through
livestock. Plant identification,
range management, livestock
breeds, cattle and sheep feeder and
market _grades, wool and mohalir
grades are studies of prime interest
by producers of livestock here in
our community. :

During the first six weeks of
school each fall students of agri-
culture at Ozona are assigned a
plant collection to mount and la-
bel. A large collection of warm
season plants with® mature seed

Iprojects of the' boys.

the year. Field trips aid students
in securing these plants. Once or
twice a month during the winter,
we refer to plant identification and
use these samples for study. In the
spring samples of cool season
gralsses, weeds, legumes and woody
plants are collected and mounted.

Each fzll and each spring while
collecting these plant samples we
study range and pasture conditions,

‘l<0il classes and improvemenis

practices. A range and . pasture
1udgmvg contest is held each spring
and fall for the agriculture stud-
ents of Ozona and other high
schools in the area. Awards are
presented to high individuals and
high teams from each junior and
senior group. These two .contests
zncourage a more thorough study
of range and pasture management.

Selection and improvement of
sheep, goats and cattle are studies
of interest in our-agricultural pro-
gram. Each student has some type

'of commercial feeding project ex-

periment for his home work in a-
griculture. From these experiments
a studenit tries to produce meat on
flat animals as cheaply @s possible.
All livestock are ear tagged. Each
month the fat animals are weighed,
and a large chart shows the gains
for each month. Once & month
each agricultural class visits all
Scales are
taken on the field trios, and the
animals are weighed the first of
each month from November to
‘February. A commercial show and
grading demonstration of all fat
and breeding animal classes is held
in February.

Fat animals are graded into the
slaughter miarket grades by ‘a com-

| petent livestock buyer. Awards and

ribbons are given esich oy for tihe
feeding job done by the boy ac-
cording to the grades of his live-
stock. The boy that put the fastest
economical gains on his feeding
project receives a special award.
Showmanship awards are given
the best showman of ‘our commer-
cial show. Breeding classes are
placed, and awards are presented
the boys having the best breeding
males and females of these classes.
In the afternoon after our show
and grading demonstration a live-
stock judging contest is held. Area

sichools arve invited to attend this

invitational livestock contest. All
Ozona FFA students enter the con-
test, and five high individuals from
the Ozona Chapter receive plaques
as awards. Visiting teams are pre-

heads are gathered at this tlrme of sented awards in competition with

other visiting teams.

Two or three days after the
grading show and contest the chap-
ter members attend ia commercial
market to sell the livestock. They
visit a slaughter and packing
plant the same day they sell their
livestock on @ commercial market.

This type of program sets the
stage for a study of selection and
feeder grades of livestock, feeds
and balanced rations, care of live-
stock, wool egnd mohair grades and
preparation of animals for market.
Alsc, it introduces commercial
market operations.

Building and repairing farm and

Jranch equipment should encourage

each student' in some t¢ype of vo-
cation connected with agriculture.
Concrete work including plans and
construction, welding lessons and
projects produced, electricity sup-
plies and equipment and all types
of metal and wood work make a
student more effecient with the
use of shop skills. One fourth of
a teacher’s time may well be spent
in farm and ranch shop work in
presentation and application of the
number of different skills.

One fourth of a teacher’s time
could be spent in leadership train-
ing, management praoctices and re-
cord keeping. Leadership training
would include skills, speech, de-
monstration and a study of par-
liamentery practices. Success in
any endeavor depends directly up-
on management. Stress gqbd man-
agement practices in every phase
of work. Records reveal the true
picture of all operations in life.
Certainly this is impontant enough
to be taught one day to each class
each month each year.

The remainder of an agricultural
instruector’s teaching time may in-
clude studies of soils, plants, live-
stock, poultry, crop production, di-
seases, insects, genetics, feeds and
feeding, dairying, selection, judg-
ing, production and marketing, a-
gricultural chemistry, engineering,
forestry, horticulture; landscaping,

‘agricultural organizations and wild

life conservation and management.
From these enterprises teach the
information that fits the situation
and location. :

The use of text books, bulletins,
charts, pictures, slides, films, exer-
cises, demonstrations, practices and
contests are used to promote and
encoursge learning by each stud-
ent in all phases of agriculture
taught. In this anticle I'have made

The degree to which government interference
in , private business can menace the economic
stability of the nation is best exemplified in the
plight of the nation’s railroads.

So stated Clair M. Roddewig of Chicago,
president of the Association of Western Railways,
before the annual meetmg of the Short Line
Railroad Assdéciation, in Green Ba), Wis.

Mr. Roddewig’s citation of nine areas of
major concern to railroad people spell out the
reasons why this industry bears more burdens
than it deserves.

These are:

1) Failure of government policy to recognize
that railroads are essential to the nation’s
economy and security.

2) The inadequacy of railroad earnings and the
resultant effect upon their financial con-
dition.

3) Railroad difficulties resulting from exces-
sive, burdensome and outmoded regula-
tory policies.

4) Obstacles encountered by the railroads in

" their effort to offer a diversified trans-

portation service.

5) Difficulties encountered in making com-
petitive rates, which are necessary if the

industry is to grow with the expanding
economy.

6) Unfairness of railroad taxation.

7) The need for mergers and consolidations
within the industry and prompt action there-
on by the government.

8) Difficulties encountered in.modernizing ob-
solete work rules which obstruct further
railroad progress.

9) The danger to private ownership and opera-
tion of the railroad industry resulting from
present government policies.

Roddewig observed that the public is surely
aware of these problems which hardly belong
in a free industrial society. This he credited to
an alert and free press which exhibits a rather
startling record in keeping the public informed.

In a 28-month period ending last June 30,
there have been 26,819 newspaper editorials
published dealing with these nine railroad bur-
dens and areas of concern. The above table
shows a minute percentage of editorial opinions
inconsistent with the overall public  interest.
This in itself is remarkable and most certainly
establishes a high degree of guidance for public
administrators and legislators.

Notes From The

County Agent’s Office
By Pete W. Jacoby

Do you:feel your family is too
small for a big Thanksgiving tur-
key? Try a half or a quarter tur-
key Ithis year. Louise Mason, ex-
tension foods and nutrition spe-
clalist of Texas A&M College, says
it will cut down roasting time and
you won't have the problem of
leftovers.

Here are directions for roasting
a half or quarter turkey.

Rub the cut side wilth salt. Ske-
wer -skin to meat long cut edges
to hold the skin and meat to-
gether during roasting. Tie the
leg to the tail piece and tie a cord
around the breast to hold the wing
flat.

Place the bird, skin side up,
on iz rack in a shallow pan. Grease
with cooking fat and cover with

a fat-moistened cheesecloth. Baste
during roasting. Set oven for 325
degrees.

Here is a guide /for roasting
time:

3% tto 5 pounds — 3 to 3% hours

5 to 8 pounds — 3% %o 4 hours

8 to 12 pounds — 4 to 4% hours.

Prepare your favorite stuffing
as usual and bake in a greased pan
or casserole during the last one
or one {end one-half hours of roast
ing time. To perk up the stuffing,
baste with pan dripplings or gi-
blet broth.

score at the end of the hjalf 39-
6 in favor af Ozona.

At the beginning of the third
quarter Ozona’s mighty mite Lou
Gunter ran 24 yards for a TD
and Boyanton scored another extra
point making it 46-6. A little later
Coach Norm Blocker swept end
for 20 yards and put the score at
52-6. A few moments later Ro-
land Mabry, Ozona’s big defen-
sive end, snared a Rockport pass
and ran 40 yards to paydirt run-
ning the score up to 58-6. Edgerton
of Rockport again scored and the
third quarnter ended with the score
58-12.

At the start of the fourth quarter
Ozona Quarterbiack Dick Brimlow
showed his running ability by go-
ing 38 yards into the end zone.
Boyanton again scored the extra
point to make it 65-12. Aftter that
Dennis Tyron, Jack Johnson, Joe
Frenchwood and Ray Rowley all
scored touchdowns. Frenchwood
and Rowley ran 60 yards each on
their TDs. Ligrry Ham made an
extra point and the final score
came to be 90-12.

Although the Ozona offense was
outstanding the defensive lineup of
Gary Bingaman, Larry Ham, Al
Ortega, Roland Mabry, Joe French-
wood, and Ray Rowley should be
complimented on the outstanding
job they did in holding Rockport
to 12 points. Special mention must
be given to reserves Ron Hen-
ning, Bill Herring, Tom Grandison,

From State Capitol

Austin, Texas — Added to the
list of lively topics for the next
Legislature is the carving out of
a new Congressional district.

Final figures in ithe mational
census show Texas entitled to a
23rd congressman. State’s popula-
tion rose 24.2 per cent — to 9,-
579,677 — making it the sixith
most populous state in the nation

Even though population increase
accounts for Texas’ getting ano-
ther representative to Congress,
population will not be the sole
consideration when lawmakers de-
cide where to put the new dis-
triat.

Population of Texas districts
ranges widely, from about 227,000
to 614,000. It is highly unlikely
that the legislature will undertake
to rearrange ithe distrnicts state-
wide so as ito even out the differ-
ences. This would inconvenience
too many incumbent congressmen,
taking from their districts coun-
ties where they are popular and
adding counties wthere they are un-
known.

Nor ds it expected that Dallas
County, the state’s most populous
district, with 64,000, will get the
extra congressman. Dallas now
sends Texas’ only Republican to
Washington, and a Democratic leg-
iglature likely will mot want to
create an oppontunity for another
GOPer to be eledted.

Texas’ biggest congressional dis-
trict — and the nation’s biggest —
area-wide, is the 16th, stretching
all the way from Ozona to El Paso.
But if El Paso, the only metropo-
litan area, were itaken out, what
was left would be shont on popu-
lation for a district.

After the 1950 census, the Leg-
silature ducked for wawhile the
question of what to do with the
extra congressman by hiaving him
serve “at large” (the whole state).
Later Harris County (Houston)
was given the extra congressman.

0Oil Flow Upped — Texas Rail-
road Commisison has set the De-
cember oil allowable a 2,819,379
barrels @ day on a nine-day pro-
ducing pattern.

For the past seven months the
state has been limited ito eight
producing days.

Independent producers, most of
whom has been strong for holding
production to eight days in pre-
vious months, recommended nine
for December.

Earlier, TIPRO (’Dexas Inde-
pendent Producers and Royalty
Owners) had asked the Commis-
sion to ocnsider whether the sharp
cut-back in Texas production dur-
ing the past two years actually
had improved the supply situation
or enabled other producing areas
to grab some of Texas’ share of
the market.

Perjury Ruling Reaffirmed —
Court of Criminal Appeals re-
fused to reconsider its 2-to-1 de-
cigion thajt former Insurance Com-
missioner J. Byron Saunders could
not be convicted for perjury as
a result of testimony before
legislative committee.

But it did not make the opinion
final. Travis County Distriet At-
torney Les Procter is filing a sec-
ond motion for re-hearing in hopes
of keeping ithe issue alive until
after the first of the year.

At that time one of the members
holdling in Saunders’ favor, Judge
Lloyd Davidson, goes out of ofifice.
If incoming Judge W. T. McDon-
ald took the other side, the scales
would be itilted and Sounders’ con-
viction upheld.

Out-of-State Tax Denied—Tex-
as cannot collect a tax on the pre-
miums of an insurance policy sold
to a company in Texas by an out-

of-state firm not licesned %o do
business in Texas.

Third Count of Civil Appeals
ruled that this would conflict with
U. S. Supreme Cournt decisions
now in effect. A Texas law re-
quires purchasers of insunance
from companies mot licensed in
Texas to pay a tax equal to 5 per
cent of the premiums. This is high-
er than the tax on companies li-
censed in the state.

Appeals Court suggested hope-
fully that the Supreme Court
might rveconsdier its position so
that the Texas law would become
valid.
