Barber, teacher of vocational a-
griculture.

C. B. Edwards, welding special-
ist with the Vocational Agriculture
Division of ithe Texas Education
Agency and the Department of
Agricultural Engineering at Texas
A&M College, will do the instruct-
ing in the course. He is headquart-
ered at Texias A&M Colege.

Mr. Edwards holds two college
degrees; a B. S. in Agricultural
Education from Texas A&M and
an M. S. in Agricultural Educa-
tion-Animal Husbandry from O-
klahoma A&M, and in addition,
has severial graduate hours at the
University of Texas. Mr. Edwards
has had experience as a vocational
agriculture teacher and as super-
visor of state schools. He has 'or-
ganized T&I programs @and super-
vised ‘the operation of several
shops. Mr. Edwards has been with
the Adult Specialist Program since
its’ initiation in 1958.

“Many welding short courses in
various parts of ithe state have
been taught by Mr. Edwards and
zll have met with outstanding suc-
cess”’, according to Mr. Clemon
Montgomery, area supervisor of
vocational agriculture, Big Spring,
Texas.

Ozona AF Base Not
Affected In Shake-Up
Of ADC Installations

* A year-long study of changing
Air Force requirmeents has result-
ed in certain actions to adjust the
Air Force base and unit structure
to the transition from a manned
force to a mixed force of manned
and unmanned weapons system,
the Air Force said today.

In announcing the changes with-
in Air Defense Command, Monday,
Lt. Gen. Joseph H. Atkinson, ADC
Commander, said, “These actions
are designed to make maximum
use of the best facilities while
closing those which either do not
lend themselves to expansion or
are not eidaptable to new mis-
sions.”

Headquarters 32nd Air Division
will be relocated from Dobbins
AFB, Georgia, to Oklahoma City
Air Force Station, Oklahoma in
July 1961. Approximately 600
military and 100 "civilian posi-
tions wiill be transferred with the
Headquarters.

Killeen Air Force Station, Tex-
aks, will be transferred from Air
Defense Command to Air Train-
ing Command by January 1961.
Personnel strength will be reduced
by approximately 125 people. Col-
onel Alfred V. Walton, Command-
er aof the Oklahoma City Air De-
fense Sector, said these were the
only changes made which would
directly affect his units.

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Mrs. Friend, the organizing
chairman, was also a War Presid-
ent of the Ozona Woman’s Club.
She served as Crockett County
chairman of National Defense ithe
same year. It was a hectic year!
World War I had reached a critical
stage, and the United States was in
grave danger. Boys and men from
the age of 18 to 31 were in service.
In Crockett County, as else where,
men and women not in service

were working “to help make the |,

world safe for;, Democnacy.”

Mrs. C. W. Connery, president
of ithe Texas Federation of Wo-
men’s Club, urged Texas Clubs to
remain organized but to correlate
their work with war service. O-
zona women responded immediate-
ly. No yearbooks were printed be-
cause of paper shortage, business
meetings were curtailed, but all
reports refating to Federation mat-
iters were sent to State and District
officers. The 1917-1919 yearbook
of the State Federation carried the
folowing information: Ozona Wo-
man’s Club, membership 52, Pres-
ident Mrs. Frank Friend, corres-
ponding Secretary Mrs. Joe Blak-
eney and chairman of Music De-
partment, Mrs. W. E. Newton.

A few concrete examples, are
suggestive of the qualityand quan-
tity, of service rendered. by ‘the
Ozona Club women. They made
bread of rice flour and corn meals;
planted gardens, and canned food;
‘knitted socks, mufflers and sweat-
ers for the men in the service;
made and furnished Army Kits;
made surgical dressings and hospi-
tel garments; talked and bought
stamps and bonds; ‘encouraged the
ranchmen husbands in.their efforts
to increase production of wool and
meat; smilled and sang “Over
there” while their hearts were a-
fraid and sad; ‘“Kept The. Home
Fires Burning’’ and celebnated on
November 11, 1918, though dark-
ness was brewing at home.

An epidemic of influenza hit O-
zona soon' after the Armistice was
signed. Club women joined Crock-
ett County officials, doctors and
other citizens using every precau-
tion — yet cooking and nursing
for those where whole families
were ill, but the malady was

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highly contagious, deadly severe,
and usually ran it’s course where-
ever it struck.

Notes From The

County Agent’s Office
By Pete W. Jacoby

Feeds which supply low cost
protein and low cost enengy are
matters of real concern to beef
producers. Grain is considered the
cheapest energy source, and. pro-
tein supplements should be chosen
on the basis of their protein con-
test and cost. U. D. Thompson, ex-
tension animial husbandman, says
that anyone considering ithe pur-
chase of a supplemental protein
feed for beef cattle should note
the price per 100 pounds, the per-
centage of crude protein supplied
by the oil seed protein meals,
percentage of eguivalent protein
from non-protein nitorgen, and the
crude fat and fiber content. The
higher fiber content feeds should
be cheaper ‘than others.

‘Detemine cost of crude protein
on a per pound basis, says Thomp-
son. Divide price per cwt. by per-

cant protein: as cotton-seed meal |

41 percent @ $3.50 cwit.; $3.50
divided by 41 equal $.085 per
pound; Urea 262 percent equiva-
lent protein @ $5.50 per cwt.;
$5.50 divided by 262 equal $.021
per pound.

Other factors should also be
considered when choosing a sup-
plement. Mixtures containing in-
gredients which limit consump-
tion have the advantage of sav-
ing labor @and distributing herd
consumption more evenly. Mix-
tures of salt land cottonseed meal
have had extensive use for this
type of feeding, but Thompson
warns that water must be readily
available when excessive amounts
of salt are consumed.

The amount and quelity of
roughages fed may also influence
selection of i supplement. More
feed is needed where forage is
limited, thus a feed supplement
which inculdes both protein and
grain may be more useful than a
straight protein supplement. The
pessibility of vitamin deficiency
also has a bearing on the choice
of feed supplements. )

Noc one has yet found a supple-
ment that fills all needs and is e-
conomical to all beef producers.
Thempson says that individual
feeders musit decide what supple-
ment to feed in their particular
operation. He' concludes by sug-
gesting (a conference with the
county agent before deciding on
any one feed supplement.

Early Christmas mailing and
general consideration by the public
is once again being sought this
Christmas season by local postal
employes, according to Ozona Post-
master Floyd Hokit.

Mailing of out-of-state mail in
advance of December the 10th and
of local greeting cards by not later
than December 16th would greatly
pid the local Post Offfice in hand-
ling the Christmas rush in the
presently cramped quarters, the
postmaster said.

Even touhgh mnot a problem at
Christmas time alone, the proper
and legible addressing of all mail
posted is of of great benefit both
to clerks in handling the mail
properly, and also to you in get-
ting prompt and @accurate delivery
of your parcels or cards.

As has been the case for the
past several years, mail sacks will
be placed in the lobby and it is
requested that you separate your
local, oult of town, and out of state
mail, tying each bundle =secprely
before placing it in the proper
sack.

Written matter may be included
in packages but should be proper-
ly noted on the outside so as to
allow correct postage payment.

The use of zone numbers, when |

known, can also be of great aid in
speeding your mail to its desfti-
nation as quickly as posible.

Elsewhere in this paper is a no-
tice to bidders on a mnew Post
Office in Ozona, but in the mean-
time Ozonans can greatly melieve
the congestion in the present of-
fice by frequent checks of your
boxes, since it will not be possible
for the office to work the bulk
of mail and put up the package
slips on the same schedule that is
followed through: the year. Your
prompt claim on parcels, the arri-
val of which you have been
notified by slips in your box, can
do much to relieve the great short-
age of space which will develop
as the mail rush gets heavier in
December. :

The early purchase of stamps for
the mailing of cards will also aid
clerks in giving prompt attention
to your needs and also relieve you

of the necessity of Jlong waiting
for service latéer on.

In general your cooperation at
this time is sought and will be
greatly appreciated, postmaster
Hokit underlined.
