able tendency to glorify the crim­
inal or grostesque, to perpetuate 
tragedy and disaster by setting 
them to deplorable words and mu­
sic. William Bonney, of that same 
Pecos valley (better known as 
Billy the Kid) — a coldeyed, buck- 
toothed juvenille delinquent turned 
murderer — has become something 
of a Robin Hood to Americans, 
when he richly deserved execu­
tion a long time before Pat Gar­
rett cut him down. Thousands can 
still sing about the wreck of Old 
Ninety-iSeven, without being able 
to tell you a single fact concern­
ing the tragedy, except the dis­
tance from Lynchburg to Danville. 
And before the body of Floyd Col­
lins was cold in the Kentucky cave 
where he had been caught in the 
rocks, brother mountainneers were 
selling their ballad about him.

As a boy in Texas, I was raised 
on Sam Bass, one of the more gen­
tlemanly outlaws, who specialized 
in train robbery. His song had a 
very haunting appeal, and only 
two things kept me from trying 
to emulate him. One was that my 
Daisy air rifle had a habit of hang­
ing fire; the other was that there 
wasn’t a railroad within ninety 
miles . . .

California, in the gold days, had 
a highwayman who anticipated the 
needs of the public by writing his 
own ballads. This was Black Bart, 
who called himself the “PO-8” —  
or poet — and left holographic 
treasures such as this at the scenes 
of his crimes:

I ‘ve labored long and hard for 
bread.

For honor and for riches;
But on my corns too long you’ve 

tred.
You fine-haired-------------.
■One hates to see the folklore 

and folk songs of the country run 
downhill, doesn’t one? The guitar- 
strumming troubadours of Billie 
Sol Estes have fallen far short of 
the mark. I find their lyrics in ex­
ecrable taste. If they had asked my 
help, I would have been glad to 
come up with something on a 
Dixie beat, like:

There’s a smell of something 
rotten

In the fields of Texas cotton. 
Where the slow and salty Pecos

Following the press conference 
iri which President Kennedy de­
clared his awarenes of the Monroe 
Doctrineand support of it, and that 
“ that is why we oppose what is 
hapenning in Cuba today” —; even 
though he did not know what that 
might be — he is reported to have 
called in Congressional leaders and 
asked advice.

According to Ralph de Toled- 
ano, writing in National Review, 
the President told the group that 
61 Ships had carried Red troops 
and arms to Cuba, that 59 MIG- 
17s — which may be armed with 
tactical nuclear weapons — had 
been added to Fidel’s air force. 
Nine launching pads for 1,700 mile 
Intermediate Range Ballistic Mis­
siles (not 25-mile rockets) are now 
operational, with 15 more under 
construction. Mr. Kennedy did not 
know whether the missiles were 
yet in Cuba, but admitted they 
might be.

“He frankly asked for advice 
from the Congressional leaders,” 
writes Mr. de Toledano, and de­
monstrated utter bewilderment.”

The answer (we suppose) now 
comes from the unanimously-ap­
proved joint resolution of the Sen­
ate Foriegn Relations and Armed 
Services Committees and the House 
Foreign Affairs Committee “ex­
pressing the determination of the 
United States with respect to the 
situation in Cuba.”

“ Whereas the international Com­
munist movement has increasingly 
extended into Cuba its poltical 
economic and military sphere of 
influence,” the committee sponsors 
pray that it be “ resolved by the

“ (A ) To prevent by whatever 
means may be necessary, includ­
ing the use of arms, the Marxist- 
Leninist regime in Cuba from ex­
tending by force or threat of force 
its aggresive or subversive activi­
ties to any part of this hemisphere;

“ (B) To prevent in Cuba the 
creation or use of an externally 
supported military capability en­
dangering the security of the U- 
nited States; and

“ (C) To work with the Organ­
ization of American States and 
with freedom-loving Cubans to 
support the aspirations of the Cu­
ban people for self-determina­
tion.”

population goes to college. Only 
5 percent of European young peo­
ple go to college. In Europe, the 
article stated, children learn more, 
work harder, play less than in the 
U. S. — and fewer get to hig*h 
school and college. Yet European 
parents wonder if their school sys­
tem of all work and no play will 
make well-rounded citizens.

In the United States the goal is 
to educate everybody. Practically 
any A m e r i c a n  youngster who 
wants to can get a college educa­
tion and usually enjoys himself in 
the process, the article concluded.

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Cuba. Although I am always 

prepared to support the President’s 
foreign and military policy if it 
serves United States’ needs, I’m 
truly perplexed, like many Amer­
icans are, as to what that policy 
is. Russian tanks, rockets, military 
planes, and high velocity artillery 
have been brought into Cuba. Cuba 
is becoming a staging area for the 
infiltration, subversion, and even­
tual invasion of other Latin A- 
merican countries. Yet, we have 
not invoked the Monroe Doctrine. 
And, apparently our Marine and 
Army divisions have been mislaid. 
Every time a crisis arises, our re­
serves are yanked out of their ci­
vilian lives. The last time this 
happened, the East Germans con­
structed the Berlin wall with im­
punity. Are we proposing now to 
call up other reserves, to double 
our fist at home, while adopting a 
conciliatory attitude toward th e  
Soviets every time they foment a 
crisis on some cold war front? In 
Cuba, a free people have been put 
in bondage by force and without 
free elections. The Russians and 
Red Chinese are in Cuba illegally, 
immorally and without the slight­
est right to be there. Americans 
are perplexed about our foreign 
policy. U. S. unilateral nuclear dis­
arming can be an invitation for 
attack upon us. Yet, while conduc­
ting nuclear disarming, we pro­
pose to call up civilians. Some Ad­
ministration advisers have devised 
a plan to give away our Air Force, 
Navy, Marines, and Army to the 
United Nation within ten years. 
There are several worthwhile pro­
posals before the Senate, which 
have been made by responsible 
Senators, both Democrat and Re­
publican, relative to handling the 
Cuban problem. This is a problem 
of great importance. Our hemis­
pheric security is in jeopardy, and 
I think the Senate should move to 
urgent consideration of these va- 
ious proposals to deal affirma­
tively and firmly with Castro.

Depletion Allowance. It is part­
icularly important to Texans that 
the Senate defeated an amendment 
to the Adiminstration’s omnibus 
tax bill to reduce the depletion 
allowance for oil and. gas. This 
was an amendment which would 
have reduced the 27 Vz percent de­
pletion allowance, in the next year, 
to 25 percent. This would be fol­
lowed by a reduction, in 1963, to

221/2 percent. In 1964, and subse­
quent years, the reduction would 
be down to 20 percent. Passage 
o fthis amendment would have a 
very adverse effect on the economy 
of our State. Regardless of whether 
you are in the oil business, or not, 
oil is vital to our State.

The oil industry, presently, is 
sick. The amount which can be 
produced has been severely cur­
tailed because of reduced domestic 
consumption, and increased im­
ports of foreign oil. Now is not the 
time to assault the oil industry by 
striking at the depletion allowance.

A Citation and ‘Title’ Award 
From Cope. Cope, the extremely 
liberal AFL - CIO Committee on 
Political Education, has “ cited” me, 
in its current house organ as the 
“most right wing” member of the 
Senate. Cope says that based on 
voting records compiled by three 
“ ultra-reactionary organizations” 
— Americans for Constitutional 
Action, Civic Affairs Associates, 
and Conservative Society of A - 
merica — mine is tne lone record 
rated “ 100 percent right” by all 
three. Cope’s headline over the 
story says “ Only Senator Tower , 
100 Percent Certified American.” 
The judgment is Cope’s, not mine, 
but because of the “ title”  and the 
source, you may wish to know a- 
bout it.

A Program for Conservatives— 
An expanded version of my eight- 
point conservative legislative pro­
gram, as introduced in the Senate 
during this session, is now on the 
newsstands, as a 60,000-word, po­
pularly priced paperback, publish­
ed as the first volume of a new 
Macfadden “ Capitol Hill B o o k ” 
series. It was officially launched at 
a press conference, and autograph 
party in Dallas on September 19, 
the day following the State Con­
vention.

Notes From The 
County Agent's Office

Cotton root rot is one of the 
most common plant diseases in 
Texas and is f o u n d  generally 
throughout the state, says Harlan 
Smith, Extension Plant Specialist. 
It is more common in heavy alka­
line soil. Root rot kills more plants 
in Crockett county than any o- 
ther disease, in the opinion of 
county agent Pete Jacoby.

Mr. Smith points out that about 
80 percent of the wild and culti­
vated plants are susceptible in var 
ing degrees to the disease. The fun­
gus may live in some native trees 
and Shrubs without killing them, 
he adds.

Small flowers, shrubs and trees 
die suddenly after the first wilting 
symptoms appear. Large shrubs 
and trees may die more slowly. 
Smith says the bark of affected 
roots is decayed and brownish. 
Wooly, buff or brownish, fungal 
strands are present on the surface 
of the damaged roots.

The whole root system decays, 
he adds. Bark is rotted off the 
harder wood of the root, and roots 
slip out of the soil with comp- | 
aratively little pulling effort. Un­
der m o i s t  conditions, with or 
without affected plants, spore mats 
sometimes appear on the soil sur­
face. These mats are 2 to 12 in­
ches in diameter, at first snow- 
white and cottony; later they ap­
pear tan and powdery.

Cotton root rot fungus generally 
invades nev/ areas by continued 
slow growth through the soil from 
plant to plant. It may live in the 
soil for many years. The disease is 
often found as deep in the soil as 
roots penetrate, says Smith.

There is no cure for the disease 
and can be controlled only by 
growing resistant or immune trees 
and shrubs.
