Of course in
the long run the wholesaler
will be forced to lower pri-
ces, but not before many re-
tail stores have taken a se-
vere beating.

Since our government per-

sists in the wildest spending

spree in the history of the
United States, creeping in-
flation is today galloping in-
flation and nobody is hit
harder than the housewife,
who has to stretch her food
dollar to the very maximum.
The exorbitant price of food
food cannot be blamed on
the farmer or rancher, who
is receiving less of the con-
sumer food dollar than he
received ten years ago.
When steel prices went up
$2.50 a ton a vigorous pro-
test was heard from our Na-
tion’s capitol, but when the
price of bacon jumped more
than $500 a ton not one word
was heard from that source.
Colorado housewives have
banded together to form a
national organization and
this may be the answer. Our
government has become in-
" creasingly deaf to the voice
of the individual the past few

years, but when approached

by an organization the red
carpet is rolled out. The
housewives have been ignor-
ed chiefly because they are
not organized. In my opinion,
a national organization com-
posed of female consumers
. could be one of the most po-
werful organizations in the
world and have a tremen-
dous effect in shaping poli-
cies concerning their plight.
That square who said, “the
hand that roccks the cradle
rules the world” might have
had somehing after all.

Law Clarified On

Registration Of
Over Age Voters

A correction was made by
the county tax office this
week about voter registration
requirements announced in
the paper several weeks ago.
The announcement stated
that everyone would be re-
quired to register in order to

vote. However, word was re-

céived this week by Mrs. Ger-
trude Perry, Deputy Tax As-
sessor-Collector, that persons
over 60 years of age are not
required to register in Cro-
ckett County.

Formerly, under the poll
tax system, a person had to
be 60 years old on the first
day of January of the year
for which the tax was levied
in order to be exempt from
registration. Under the new
law, age on the day of the
election is determinative, and
he may vote without regis-
tration if he has reached
the age of 60 years by that
date.

All other voters must re-
gister as under the old law,
by January 31, 1967 to be eli-
gible to vote in any election
held after February 1, 1967.
Voter registration applica-
tions are on hand now at the
tax office.
