Crockett County voters 
have three elections coming 
up this month. Saturday the 
polls will open for the School 
Board Trustee election and 
for the election of three mem­
bers of the Crockett County 
Water District Board, The 
election for two proposed 
constitutional amendments 
has been set for April 22.

All precincts will con­
solidate and vote at the 
courthouse with the exception 
of the voting boxes at Powell 
Field and the Power Plant. 
These boxes will be open for 
all elections.

Absentee voting for school 
board and water board closed 
Tuesday, A check with the 
county clerk’s office revealed 
an unusually large number of 
absentee votes for the school 
board, 97 as of Monday morn­
ing, There were no absentee 
votes for the water board.

The large number of 
absentee votes in the school 
board election indicates a 
great deal of interest and a 
heavier than usual turnout 
on election day. Three 
places are open for the 
school board and five men 
have filed for the positions.

License Check 

Turns Up 

Murder Supect
A routine license check 

last Tuesday night resulted in 
the arrest of a suspect wanted 
for murder and robbery in 
California and auto theft, 
armed robbery and kidnapping 
in Louisiana.

Patrolman Tom Finley,
DPS, arrested Charles E. 
Waldon, 20 year old Negro 
male, after receiving in­
formation that the California 
car he was driving was re­
ported stolen. Finley stopped 
the 1975 Lincoln Continental 
with Waldon at the wheel 
about one and a half miles 
east of Ozona on Highway 290,

A search of the vehicle 
turned up a can containing a 
substance believed to be 
marijuana. He was placed in 
Crockett County Jail under 
an initial charge of felony 
theft over $200 and possession 
of marijuana. Further in­
vestigation revealed the 
charges pending on Waldon 
in California and Louisiana.

After contacting authorities 
in California, Finley was 
asked to hold the subject and 
formally charge him with 
murder and robbery. The 
car Waldon was driving was 
reported stolen in California 
on March 14 and belonged to 
Lee Arter, who was found 
murdered about the same 
time in Los Angeles. Arter, 
a 62 year old white male, 
was a wealthy prominent 
citizen of Los Angeles, Credit 
cards and other personal 
effects belonging to Arter 
were found in Waldon’s 
possession.

Waldon waived extradition 
and was escorted back to 
California Tuesday by the 
California authorities. Pat­
rolman Finley will be required 
to attend both the pre-trial 
hearing and the trial of 
Waldon in Los Angeles.

WHOLESALE SURRENDER

‘ It is not surprising to find that the extreme left wing elements 
in the United States, not at all satisfied with the Kissinger-State 

. Department policy of piecemeal surrender, should now be urging 
wholesale surrender to the Communists in Indochina.

Anthony Lake, a writer for the Washington Post, urges an 
“immediate, peaceful turning over of power” in Cambodia. “We 
are not, after all,” he avers, “really facing the ‘loss’ of Cambodia. 
It is not ours.”

Such a statement on the part of Mr. Lake indicates either, at 
best, total ignorance on his part of Communist aims and 
objectives, or, at worst, a deliberate attempt to mislead and 
confuse his readers. For years the Communists have made it 
abundantly clear that' they consider the unconquered areas of 
Southeast Asia to be “ours” — i.e., part of the free world — and 
that they, the Communists, would resort to any means to destroy 
freedom in those areas.

Dumitru Danielopol, a syndicated columnist for Copley News 
Service, reported these statements by top world Communist 
sources, and although the word “Vietnam” is used, the term 
applies with equal force to other nations in Southeast Asia, 

'including Cambodia:
— From Kommunist, official journal of the Soviet Central 

Committee: “If  a defeat is inflicted upon American imperialism 
'in Vietnam it could open the floodgates for mass democratic 
[read Communist] action on a world scale, with deep social 
consequences.”

' — From Polish Red boss Wladislaw Gomulka: “The Vietnam
War, although localized, has in fact become a world conflict 
between socialism and imperialism.”

— From Peking, Red China: “We are living in the great era of 
world revolution. The revolutionary storm in-Asia, Africa and 
Latin America is striking an annihilating blow to the old world.”

— From a resolution adopted at a Communist summit meeting 
in Moscow: “ . . . the successful struggle in Vietnam reflects the 
changes in international correlation of forces and the growing 
power of socialism, democracy and national liberation on a world 
scale.”

Obviously, the Communists, from their own clear declarations, 
intended to take by force what is “ours” — i.e., part of the free 
world -  and make it part of “ theirs” — i.e., the Communist 
world.

It is interesting to note that columnist Danielopol wrote his 
re p o rt, released  by Copley News Service, in January, 
1970 — more than five years ago. It is disappointing that writers, 
such as Anthony Lake, who comment on Communist activities 
ignore what Communist leaders say about their activities.

CAMBODIA. AN AMERICAN TRAGEDY

Over a decade ago. President John F. Kennedy said, “ Let every 
nation know, whether it wishes us well or ill, that we shall pay 
any price, bear any burden, meet any hardship, support any 
friend or oppose any foe in order to assure the survival and 
success of liberty.”

Recent votes and party maneuverings in Washington indicate 
that, in current jargon. President Kennedy’s words are no longer 
“operative” for most Members of Congress, including the great 
majority o f his fellow Democrats. The Democratic Party caucus 
votes of 189 to 49 in the House and 38 to 5 in the Senate have 
virtually assured defeat of a last-ditch attempt to provide 
emergency aid to Cambodia and South Vietnam.

Although the situation in South Vietnam — which has an 
impressive military machine — is serious but not yet critical, 
Cambodia is something else again. More than 10 percent of the 
Cambodian population has been killed — the equivalent of the 
U.S. losing about 22 million Americans. Many thousands more 
will surely be slaughtered after the Communist takeover, which 
now seems inevitable, barring a miracle.

It is true that the $222 million sought by the Ford 
Administration for Cambodia might not change the outcome. By 
the same token, however, withholding these funds makes 
unconditional surrender of Cambodia a virtual certainty.

The fall of Cambodia will, o f course, be a major tragedy for 
that country and the free world as a whole. It will also 
particularly be an American tragedy. In the face of aggression 

'‘from North Vietnam and local insurgents, U.S. officials have 
continued to troop to Phnom Penh to urge resistance. Without 
such encouragement, Cambodia might have sued for a settlement 
many thousands of lives ago.

It is not difficult to assess the sobering effect that this U .S .‘ 
policy o f piecemeal surrender will have on other free world allies 
who are in the path of the Communist dragnet.

AUSTIN—Constitutional re­
vision, widely regarded as an 
almost impossible task for the 
legislature this year, may be 
moving along faster than any of 
the session’s "big three” items.

Revision panels of the House 
and Senate voted out proposals 
almost identical to the document 
which failed by three votes in the 
1974 Constitutional Convention. 
Education finance reform and 
u tilities  regulation have not 
moved so far so fast.

Senators brought up the plan 
Tuesday (April 1) for floor con­
sideration on an article-by­
article basis.

The House is expected to follow 
the same procedure.

A two-thirds vote will be neces­
sary on each article before it can 
be submitted to the voters for 
approval or rejection in a state­
wide election next November.

None of the controversial "sep­
arate submission” item s like 
right-to-work—which split and 
doomed the 1974 convention— 
are included in the present res­
olutions.

Apparently, if  article-b y­
article revision fails, the legisla­
ture will offer a plan for a new 
citizens’ convention to try its 
hand at revision next year.

PRIMARY ADVANCES

Drive for a Texas presidential 
preference primary gathered 
momentum in spite of some stub­
born opposition from political 
convention-oriented liberals and 
George Wallace supporters.

The Senate State Affairs Com­
mittee gave its approval to a re­
vised and improved version of the 
House-passed primary bill, and 
quick Senate passage was an­
ticipated.

The measure still calls for a 
vote in May on presidential can­
didates who decide to enter the 
Texas primary. Seventy-five per 
cent of the state’s presidential 
nominating delegates will be 
named on a senatorial (or con­
gressional) district basis. An­
other 25 per cent will be selected 
in state party conventions in ac­
cord with the percentage of the 
vote various candidates received 
in the primary.

An objectionable feature of the 
House bill which would have re­
quired candidates to file slates of 
delegates in all 31 senatorial dis­
tricts to get on the ballot at all 
was removed. Liberal provisions 
also were made for uncommitted 
delegates to run individually or 
as a slate.

SPEED LIMIT SAME

Legislators finally agreed on, 
and the governor signed, legisla­
tion extending the 55 miles per 
hour speed limit to comply with 
federal policies and save $303 
million a year in federal highway 
aid.

A threatened deadlock was 
quickly broken in the face of 
threats of heavy loss of federal 
funds. The present 55 mph law 
would have expired April 1.

COURTS SPEAK

Texas Court of Criminal Ap­
peals held a cashier in an El Paso 
bookstore could not be convicted 
for sale of an obscene magazine 
after being declared innocent in 
sale of an alleged obscene film 
in the same transaction.

Texas Supreme Court turned 
down a Panola County man’s 
contention that he was defrauded 
of royalties when producers drill­
ing on his property did not tell 
him or the Railroad Commission 
of an oil strike in the Burnett 
Sand of Travis Peak reservoir.

The high court upheld a Waco 
Court of Civil Appeals ruling 
that a Hamilton County property 
owner was entitled to $7,500

The Wetbacks And
Our Lost Greenbacks
By ROBERT M. BARTELL

WASHINGTON, D.C. (Lib­
erty Lobby News Service)—If 
you have been unable to find 
a job lately, perhaps one of 
the unwelcome newcomers 
entering our country has 
beaten you to it . . . one of 
the 12 million illegal aliens 
reported to be living in the 
United States. And if you 
think the problem is bad 
now, you can expect it to get 
much worse unless Congress 
acts quickly to seal our 
borders.

Illegal entry ,into the 
United States is nowhere so 
great as on the Mexican 
border. In the face of a lower 
standard of living in Mexico 
and the lure of a better life 
here, Mexicans are crossing 
the borders in increasing 
numbers. Even if they get 
caught by the authorities, 
they simply will be sent back 
home where they most likely 
will “try it again.”

Mexico, like most coun­
tries without sufficient indus­
trial capacity, has a burgeon­
ing birth rate. Job opportuni­
ties are rare for the unedu­
cated. Therefore, it is a great 
convenience for the Mexican 
government to have our thin­
ly guarded border as an 
escape route for Mexico’s 
surplus work force.

While we all recognize that 
there are areas that require 
government spending, and 
there are certain things which 
only the federal government 
can do for its citizens, people 
will only recover some con­
trol over their own economic 
lives if  the government spends 
less and leaves the people 
more. 'A4 a -

At the same tim e, there 
are some features of the tax 
bill that are good: the tax 
rebate will provide a stimulus 
to the economy; it raises the 
standard deduction to allow 
for inflation; it allows work­
ing couples to deduct child 
care expenses as business ex­
penses; it helps small busi­
nesses that are incorporated 
by shifting the tax rate from 
48°7o to 20^0 on the first 
$25, 000, and on the 
next $25, 000; it continues an 
oil depletion allowance for 
small producers and inde­
pendents; and it gives $50 to 
all social security recipients 
for their immediate spending 
needs.

Like so many things, this 
tax bill is a mixture of 
positives and negatives. What 
our country requires is con­
structive governmental pol­
icies
so successfully they not only 
hold jobs, they obtain food 
stamps, collect welfare checks 
and raise families. They some­
times serve as a prime source 
for recruits for the radical 
protest groups proliferating 
our country, such as La Raza 
Unida . . . meaning the 
“Union of the Race.”

La Raza Unida not only 
benefits financially from ille­
gal job holders, but it swells 
their ranks for demonstra­
tions and protests. So great 
has been the influx of illegal 
aliens in the Southwest, Mexi- 
can-Americans are openly 
talking of taking over a large 
chunk of the United States. 
Already many parts of the 
Southwest are more Mexican 
than North American.

For American citizens of 
Mexican heritage, the illegal 
alien is a particularly thorny 
problem because he repre­
sents competition of the most 
dangerous sort. Tied together 
by language and geography, 
most want to help their racial 
brothers but not at the cost 
of losing jobs or businesses.

O bviously, patrolling  
5,000 miles of border in the 
rugged country of the South­
west is a nearly impossible 
task. According to officials of 
the Immigration and Naturali­
zation Service, they are woe­
fully understaffed to do the 
kind of job they should do 
and would do, given the 
wherewithal.

If it is simply a case of 
money, as many of the 
Immigration officials believe, 
perhaps we should suggest to 
our legislators that some of 
the vast sums of taxpayers’ 
dollars going out of America 
to countries all over the 
world might well be spent 
better in our own backyard.

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Tips For Gardener;
From the

Ozona Garden Club 
by

Mrs. Bailey Post

April is the month for en­
joying the garden. This spring, 
flowering bulbs, shrubs, and 
trees have really been showoffs 
and lawns are beginning to turn 
a lush green.

And April is for gardening: 
seed sowing of more vegetables 
and annual flowers, rooting 
cuttings, finish pruning, and 
planting of shrubs and trees.

This month bluebonnets 
should reach their peak bloom­
ing season. There are several 
colorful spots in gardens and 
along hillsides in Ozona. You 
may want to join one of the 
many tours scheduled annually.

If you still have a gift 
poinsettia left over from Christ­
mas, now is the time to either 
repot it or plant it outdoors. If 
repotting, cut the plant back 
to 4 or 5 inches in height, 
shake the soil from the roots 
and replant in a fertile, well- 
drained soil to which two or 
three handfuls of peat or com­
post have been added. After 
repotting, set the plant in a 
shady place for several days 
and water well. If planted di­
rectly into the yard, select a 
sunny spot with well drained 
soil. For a bushy plant, pinch 
out the tips of new growth du­
ring the growing season until 
about the middle of August.

Your established herbaceous 
perennials will benefit from 
being fertilized just as soon as 
the soil is dry enough to be 
worked. Use 20 to 25 pounds of 
5- 10-5  for each 1, 000 square 
feet. Lift, divide and replant 
crowded perennials. When re­
setting them, add a handful of 
bone meal to the soil mix at 
each planting site. Container 
grown perennials are available 
at garden centers and can be 
set out now. Good ones to se­
lect are dianthus, gaillardia, 
rudbeckia, Shasta and Gloriosa

daisies and others.
Gift pots of Easter lilies 

keep longer if  they are placed 
in a cool room at night. Keep 
plants moist, but not wet. Af­
ter the flowers fade, cut back 
the plant 3 or 4 inches and 
transplant outdoors. They will 
continue growing outside, but 
the annual flowering date will 
be later than the forced plants.

Don’t be alarmed if  ever­
greens such as abelia, live 
oak, photinia and others are 
shedding their leaves. The 
mature leaves are being re­
placed with new ones. Watch 
for aphids,

April planting days;
Above-ground crops - 12, 

13, 14, 17, 18, 23, 24.
Root crops -  2, 3, 4, 7, 8, 

9, 25, 26, 30.

What price will consumers 
pay for convenience? Foods 
with services added to the ba­
sic ingredients save time and 
trouble in home preparation. 
Convenience products save 
time, but sometimes cost more 
than the "from scratch" foods.

Some convenience foods 
enjoy such popularity and vol­
ume sales that they actually 
may cost less. Some of the pie 
crust, cake, biscuit and corn- 
bread mixes are sold in large 
enough volume that they may 
be a real bargain. These pro­
ducts may be as delicious as 
the homemade products. 

Frosting mixes, although 
more expensive, are foolproof 
in flavor and texture. Other 
bargain convenience foods are 
frozen juices, especially the 
larger cans. Frozen orange 
concentrate is one of the chea­
pest forms of orange juice. 

Refrigerated canned biscuits 
are much less expensive than 
those baked at home. The 
date code insures freshness for

consumers. But frozen break­
fast foods such as waffles or 
biscuits cost more than home­
made ones.

More varieties of macaroni 
and seasoned rice as well as 
one dish skillet meals are 
available now. These conve­
nience foods do have their 
p lace--especially  for the inex­
perienced cook or working 
homemaker. But consumers 
can save money by using a 
favorite recipe to combine 
basic ingredients and spices to 
make the same dish.

Frozen vegetables in the 
boil-in-bags are definitely 
more expensive but do offer 
vegetables processed at the 
peak of the season throughout 
the year.

Consumers will have to de­
cide for themselves if  the extra 
expense of some convenience 
foods is worth the time saved 
in the kitchen.
