“Can the country 'schools be 
graded?” is no longer a question 
that admits of a negative answer. 
We do not, of course, use the word 
grading, in the exact sense in which 
it is applied to city work. The 
conditions surrounding city and 
country schools are very different. 
The attendance in the former is 
more uniform, the classes are lar­
ger, and fewer grades are assigned 
to the individual teacher. Grading 
in the city may, therefore, be more 
exact than is wise to attempt, or 

; possible to execute, in the country.
Among the benefits realized from 

grading the rural schools may be 
mentioned the following: A uni­
form basis of classification is intro­
duced; a course of study is estab­
lished which shows teacher and 
pupils what is expected to be ac­
complished in a prescribed period; 
children are directed to the study 
of subjects in their proper order, 
and the old error of pursuing two 
or three subjects to the exclusion 
of all other essential studies, is cor­
rected. A systematic record is 
kept of each pupil’s progress, thus 
binding term to term in a manner 
that economises the time and 
makes more sure the success of the 
succeeding teacher, and system nnd 
method on the part of the teacher 
encourages good order and metho­
dical work from the pupils. While 
sufficient and uniform text-books 
are much desired under all circum­
stances. in a graded school promi- 
nance is given to the topical meth­
od of instruction, and a diversity of 
texts in the hands of the skillful 
teacher is less annoying than has 
been manifest in the loosely classi­
fied school.

Rut the crowning value olf coun­
try school graduation remains to 
be stated. A course of study im­
plies an epd as well as a beginning. 
When the course is completed a 
country school diploma is awarded. 
A worthy ohjectis here placed before

To the DemocracyS»l Ttxaa:

F ellow Democrats—In the ex­
ercise of the duties imposed upon 
me as chairman of the Democracy

The public school, which is based 
on the collective principle, and the 
periodical press, are now compelled 
to do their own work and much of 
that which belongs to the home.

The Graphic is called upon this 

week to chronicle the saddest trag­
edy ever enacted before in the 
history of Groveton. Monday even­
ing Judge J. B. Turner, one of our 
oldest and most respected citizens, 
waited upon Prof. D. A. Davis, and 
informed him that he must imme­
diately leave the county, fs he had 
been guilty of certain indiscretion 
involving the honor of his daugh­
ter, Miss Annie. During the even­
ing Mise Turner commited suicide 
by shooting . herself through the 
head with a pistol. As soon a s : 
Judge Turner discovered that bis 
daughter was dead, he seized the 
same weapon, and going to the 
Kentucky house, where Davis 
lioarded, he went in to I^avis’ room 
and shot him to death. Judge 
Turner and his family have long 
been residents of Groveton and 
have always stood foremost among 
the leading families of the town.. 
They have hosts of friends all over 
the county who deeply sympathize 
with them in their terrible ordeal.

Prof. Davis came to this place 
from North Carolina daring the let­
ter part of last winter, and has been 
teaching school ever since. He had 
conducted his school in a very sat­
isfactory manner to all concerned, 
and had prospects of becoming a 
first clam instructor.

which is mainly due the nauseous 
taste of tobacco and its power as an 
emetic: and nicotine, is powerful 
poison, which gives rise to the tre­
mor, palpitation and paralysis that 
so often afflict excessive smoker*.

All must acknowledge that 
tobacco is utterly useless to one in 
a normal state of health; that na­
ture seetns to have sought to guard 
against its use by the intense de­
pression and sickness which it al­
most invariably causes, and that 
the smell of it is almost universally 
disgusting where the original sensi­
bility has not been prevented.

But what are its more serious 
constitutional effects?

It is 
universally admitted that, prior to 
the full maturity of the system, the 
smallest amount of smoking ia 
harmful, especially in its action 
upon the heart In the case of 
adults, careful investigators do not 

' find it to be injurious except when 
used in excess; but it must be re­
membered that its use, like that of 

1 opium and alcohol, always tends to 
excess. As a rule, the amount 

, must be steadily increased to secure 
the effect for which it is used.

The exceesive use of tobacco gives 
rise to disturbance of the stomach, 
weakness and irritability of the 
heart, relaxation of the musclee, 
blurring of the sight, oppression of 
the brain, “smoker's sore throat,” 
irritation of the bronchial surfaces 
of the lungs, and sometimes to par­
alysis.

It ia difficult to break off the 
habit when once contracted. Its 
victim finds himself a chained slave, 
if he attempts to escape. What 
shall he do? He must arouse his 
will to a determined effort. Thou­
sands of persons have thus succeed­
ed, and he may do the same. He 
will suffer in the effort. He will 
be irritable and unhappy, and a lew 
whiffs would make an angel of him; 
but he must push his way to free­
dom against everything. If he is a 
man of prayer, let him invoke God’s 
aid.

Meanwhile he may aak his phy- 
iliciau for some nerve tonic suited 
to his case, or he may carry in his 
mouth, like a quid of tobacco, a few 
dned chamomile flowers; but every­
thing will depend on the persisten­
cy of his will. Onee fairly free 
from the habit, and all trouble 
caused by the tobaeo will sooner or
