S t a n d a r d  o f  T im e .

Many have read the poem of 
Mrs. Hemans, “The boy stood on 
the burning deck.” In fact it̂ b&s 
been read so much that like th^ 
poem of “Mary and her little lamb,” 
it has disapj>eared from the read­
ers. That little poem, however, 
reveals to us that deep down in the 
hearts of children, there are nobler 
standards ot living than we are apt 
to think. Children are moyed by 
certain influences that lie within 
them. The motives to good con­
duct must be frequently awaken­
ed; they are slumbering, and 
strange as it may ap|>ear, there is 
often a more earnest desire to do 
right, and to do well, in the child 
than the parents and teachers will 
give him credit for. The reason 
why they do not live up to these 
standards which are within them, 
is sometimes ignorance, and some­
times shame, and sometimes want 
of opportunity. Like older per­
sons they drift, their associates 
possibly are a class of children that 
drag them down; like them, they 
fall from their high estate. Their 
consciences are continually warn­
ing them, but there is none to sus­
tain them in the effort which they 
would make.

One of the strongest motives be­
fore the child is the expectancy of 
the teacher. The teacher expects 
him to do well. A teacher onoe on 
seeing a young man do some trick, 
remarked to him, “I did not sap- 
pose you would do that. I had 
thought you were above such 
things.” How differently this re­
mark would affect a pupil from this 
one, which is so often made, “I ex­
pected you would do just that. I 
have been watching you for some 
time; now I know you.”

To awaken the motive for right­
doing in a child is very important, 
and to be able to keep that motive 
before the child requires skill and 
heart. It it is expected of us that 
we will do some great thing, or 
some good thing, or some kind 
thing, or some helpful thine, it is A 
powerful motive to us: we feel 
have the trust and confidence of 
those about us—it is a strong mo­
tive to us. We do not want to loee 
this confidence and trust. Here 
is a large field for thought for the 
teacher. If the child believe# that 
the teacher has unlimited confi­
dence in his ability, and if the 
teacher does not try that confi­
dence, that child, although very 
young will do things that may 
stem at times remarkable, and are 
remarkable.

I t is a great thing to know what 
is to be said to one who has done 
wrong, who has yielded to the temp­
tation of whispering, or even a he. 
Shall the child be called up and 
lectured upon the sin of Ananias 
and Sapphira? and be told, as has 
been done in many cases, that the 
lake of fire and brimstone is to re­
ceive him? Suppose, on the other 
hand, that the teacher admits the 
wrong doing, but holds oat the 
hope that it will not occur again, 
and believes that it will not occur 
again, and shows his belief in it; | 
if the child feels that,^sl though he 
has slipped, he can get upon his 
feet again, it is a motive for future 
well doing.

Somewhere and somehow there 
is a standard set up by the pupil 
in his mind, of what be is to be; 
this is often erected during the ear­
ly years. One: who sets up a stand­
ard is said to havs a character. Tim 
teacher has much to do with this.

FASHION IN GARTERS,
There has always been a pecu­

liarly romantic halo surrounding 
the garter, and everybody knows 
that it was this little articles drop­
ped from the shapely limb of a 
beautiful woman hundreds of years 
ago that suggested tee founding of 
the highest order of nobility known 
in Great Britain. Every school 
boy knows the history of the Order 
of the Order of the Garter, how the 
Countess of Salisbury in dancing 
at a ball dropped her garter, how 
King Edward III, gallantly picked 
it up and restored it to its owner 
how hiB majesty, observing the 
suggestive smiles of the attending 
courtiers, rebuked them with his
famous utterance: “Honi soitqui 
ypense.”

Shortly afterward he instituted 
the Order of the Garter as an incen­
tive to chivalry among his nobles 
During his reign and until theclos e 
of that of Edward IV., women were 
invested with the Order of the Gar­
ter, and this distinction was taken 
from them probably because the 
garter proper could not be seen 
when worn by them. In the days 
of Shakspeare and Dean Swift men 
swore by the garter, and it has 
been time and again an inspiration 
to loqers and poets. It is within 
the last two or three vearsthat gar­
ters have taken on such splendor 
of appearanoe, aeoompanied by 
equal splendor of cost. There are 
many pairs of garters in New York 
that ha ve cost $1,200. A very 
splendid pair is owned by Mrs. 
Willian H. White. Tne buckles 
are of fretted gold, and ea ch half 
contains a large solitaire. This 
pair cost $ 1,500.

Mrs. Itongtry has twenty-three 
pairs of garters, each of them given 
her by a different person. The 
cheapest of them oost oertainly 
not less t han $50, while there are 
at least two pairs of ths m wo ie 
must have cost close on to $1,000. 
One pair she has wUeh shows in 
each bookie the pretty intertwined 
L. L., which she neee as a mono­
gram. In each bookie one L. iaof 
sapphire and the other of diamonds. 
Another lovely pair has the buckle 
formed by a very large hook and 
eye stabbed thick with tiny dia­
monds, and stilQanother has large 
square buckles of dull gold, on 
which, in white enamel, is wrought 
a cluster of white lilies.
• One of the most expensive pair 
of garters ever made in New York 
belongs to Mrs. Huntington. The 
buckles contain four large topas 
stones, each as large as an olive 
They are so beautifully eat that 
they hare all the brilliancy and 
fire of diamonds; each topas is sur­
rounded by a row of diamonds, and 
on the inner ride of each bookie 
Mrs. Huntington's monogram and 
address are engraved. Of course 
these buckles are attached to yel­
low silk elastic.

Would Rot 
Trial.

Jackson, Miss., No.—W. H.
B roc kalian Joe Jackson, a cou 
B;n of Rube Burrows and a 
partner of his notorious gang en­
ded his life to-day in the peniten­
tiary in a shocking and unusual 
manner. To-day was set for the 
trial of himself and Rube Smith in 
the federal court under an indict­
ment for robbing the mail at Buck- 
atunna some months since when 
the express car was robbed.

Rube is also a cousin of Burrows 
and partner in all his iniquities. 
He has been convicted of robbing 
the express at Buck&tunna and is 
now serving out a ten years sen­
tence for the crime. He was also 
tried at last term of the court for 
robbing the mails at Buckatunna, 
but the trial resulted in a mistrial. 
Since then Jackson r has been 
caught and the two were to be ar­
raigned to-dav for the crime. This jl 
morning at 10 o’clock United 
States Marshall Matthews went to 
the penitentiary, and sent one of 
the “trusties” up to Jackson’s cell 
after him. When the door was 
opened Jackson drew a knife he had 
made on the trusty and told him to 
“hands off” or be would kill him. 
This frightened the trusty who 
stepped to one side and Jackson 
ran up the fight of steps to the 
fourth floor of the cells cverlooking 
an open court fifty feet below. 
Jackson was told he could not es­
cape and there was no use in try­
ing. He replied that he knew 
that: that he intended killing him­
self and end the matter as be was 
determined not to go into a court 
for trial. From the court Matthews 
and others reasoned with Jackson 
for one hour and a half not to jump 
to the pavement as it would only 
maim and not kill him, that it 
would be for better for him to de­
scend and go to the court room 
and stand his trial like a man. He 
in the odbleri manner refused to 
move a peg, stating that he was 
going to make a leap to the pave­
ment below, landing on his head, 
and then end hjs life.

bonds. Securities thus held Have 
been falling due and the bonds are 
being rapidly taken up by the 
counties and state, and the result 
is an accumulation of a large sum 
of the permanent fund in the state 
and county * treasuries. It is 
thought that by the time the leg­
islature meets in January there will 
lie a million dollars in the state- 
treasury belorging to this fund 
awaiting investment, lying idle and 
bringing in not a dollar for use in 
running the school* of the state.

though he wan defeated two years 
ago, that defeat has been a blessing 
in disguise. I t gave the great
Protection party lull sway. It 
brought up the question that can 
never be downed. It will I believe 
lead to victory for the Democratic
party far more sweeping and glori­
ous than it could have been if it 
came earlier, and it will lead to 
Grover Cleveland himself obtain­
ing at the hands ot the people of the 
Republic, the greatest honor that 
can be conferred upon an Ameri­
can citizen—an election to the 
Presidency for second term with an 
interval between. .

And I believe that when 
the American people have at last, 
started the question of principle 
involved in it, they will never stop 
until they have abolished it alto­
gether. And why should not? 
Where does protection come from? 
A protective tariff always has as its 
basis a revenue, tariff. In the 
whole history of the world, there 
never was a people so stupid as to 
consent at once to a protective 
tariff. The most ignorant savages 
would protest against having it. 
The whole genesis of the protective 
idea is that governments or taxing 
bodies desire to raise revenues in 
the way we administer medicine, to 
use a popular expression, that will 
pluck the goose with tbe least 
squealing; and, therefore, it is that 
this device ot levying taxes on 
things brought into the country is 
employed, because those who first 
pay the tax have no objection to 
it, because they know that they 
will secure it  from their con titu- 
ents, with even a profit added, and 
so on. Tbe immediate tax-payer 
recovers what he has paid from the 
wholesale dealer who bays from 
him, and be again from the retail­
er, and it ultimately is recovered 
from the consumers on the price of 
the article.

Dr. Moore has 
lived in a cotton growing country 
for 40 years.

Mr. Chas. Banister, cotton gin- 
ner: “It is a success. Sample 
very good. Better than hand 
picked cotton, for it is as though it 
had run through a beater. I have 
not tested its capacity for fast work, 
but I believe it would pick naif a 
bale per hour.”

Mr. Chas. Fort ram, an old cotton 
planter :“The Lone Star cotton pick­
ing machine is a surp.ising success.” 
Mr. I*. J. Loonie, railroad contrac­
tor:
“I saw the experimental machine 
last year at Dallas. This is much 
improved. It does splendid work 
and astonishes me.”

A. and G. W. Patton,old and ex­
perienced cotton men :“The sample 
is fully equal to hand picked. The 
machine is of great value.”

Mr. W. T. Wall, president of the 
Provident bank, and a Brazos river 
cotton planter—“It will take a 
bushel of money to develop this 
machine, but it will make a bushel 
I do not know how it would 
operate in the heavy Brazos cotton 
or with very dry dead boll cotton, 
but it does very good work with 
the cotton it was working on.”

These are expressions uttered by 
those in the party, and as most of 
them were not madein the presence 
of those financially interested in 
the machine, npr specially for pub­
lication, it is warrantable tor even 
the skeptic to hold they reflect the 
honest impressions of those gentle­
men.

The Lone Star machine is the 
invention of Mr. Angus Campbell, 
a pattern maker by trade, who has 
spent his life, nearly, in e^ierimen 
tal machine shops, and this inven­
tion is the result of five years’ ex­
periments. Some of the difficulties 
the inventor had to contend with, 
for he is a Northern man, may be 
learned from what he tells of the 
only way he had of testing the 
machine practically near Chicago,

| where the first one was built. He 
sent South got some cotton in bolls, 
fastened these to cockle burrs and 
worked over these with the machine. 
Many different forms and various 
materials were used in making the 
spindles but finally he found effi­
ciency economy, and a lessening of 
the weight were all gained by using 
wood. More than 200 distinct 
claims protect the various novel 
devices in the machine.

The machine is controlled by the 
Lone Star Cotton Picking Machine 
company chartered in Illinois with 
$5,000,000 capital. The officers 
are Col. E. J. Gurley, of Waco, 
president and director, the other 
directors being Seth Turner, Angus 
Campbell, W. A. Turner, and J. B. 
Bennett.

Perfected, as it is believed it can 
and will be, tbe machines will be 
put on tbe market, ̂ though it is 
highly improbable they will be 
sold, more likely they will be leas­
ed on a royalty, for the company 
wishes to retain absolute control 
of tbe machines anyhow, until 
all changes tending to improve­
ment have been made.

For several weeks past there has 
been in operation in the vicinity , 
of Waco a machine for picking cot­
ton, the Lone Star cotton picking 
machine.

Many citizens have seen it and 
while it is not claimed the ma­
chine is as perfect yet as the inven­
tor designs, it is so far perfected 
that its operation may be termed a 
success.

The machine has been heretofore 
described in The Day, but for the 
purpose of this article the descrip­
tion may be, in part, re-writ- 
tin.

The essential feature is 330 fin­
gers or spindles projecting through ! 
and from a hollow cylinder. These 
fingers are ten inches long, and ! 
have at the end a brush or tip of 
fine wire, and set in four grooves , 
radially, is horse hair clipped so i t 1 
projects from the fingers about one- J 
twelfth of an inch, the tip and the 
hairs on the side being the means 
of getting the cotton from the bolls. 
The fingers or spindles are given a \ 
whirling motion by a system of 
cog-gear enclosed within the cylin­
der. Moving forward the cylinder 
revolves, the fingers come in con­
tact with the cotton, the whirling : 
motion of the fingers entangle the 
the cotton lint and it is picked, I 
then carried upward and backward 
until cleaned from the fingers bv 
brushes. Whence it is thrown into 
receptacles that will hold sixty 
pounds of seed cotton.
The revolutions are so timed that 
the fingers which project as the 
spokes uf a wheel, strike the plant 
without a raking motion for that 
would damage the plant. No in­
jury comes to the leaf or boll from 
running the machine over the 
plant.

With a width of four feet, length 
seven feet and height of five and 
one-balf feet, the machine, com­
plete, weighs about 1,200 pounds 
and is of easy draught for two 
mules.

Thursday a party of gentlemen 
went to the Ruffner place, on the 
Robinsonville road, and saw the 
Campbell machine , in practical 
operation.

The rows were 185 yards long 
and were gone over twice, the re­
sult being the cotton was cleanly 
picked out of the bolls, the mach­
ine being as thorough in this re 
spect as the fingers of tbe negro 
No injury to foliage, bolls or bran­
ches of the plant was noted.

In the morning, when the cotton 
was slightly damp, a gathering from 
one row made by the machine 
weighed a little more than thirty 
pounds; the waste, knocked on the 
ground by the machine, was pick­
ed up by hand and weighed five 
ounces. In the afternoon, with the 
cotton perfectly dry, the cotton 
picked weighed over twenty-eight 
pounds, and the waste picked up 
weighed nearly three and one-half 
pounds.

The time made was about 5 
pounds a minute or 300 pounds an 
hour. Allowing time, liberally, 
for emptying the receptacles, stop­
ping for repairs, meals and so on, 
the machine could easily work ten 
hdure a day and would gather 3,000 
pounds at a total expense of not 
more than $3 per day, making the 
the total cost of the picking for 
each bale, $1.50. At present prices 
tbe cost is folly $16. So much for 
tbe economic features of tbe inven­
tion.

With liberal exactness this is a 
report of the CampbeH machines 
performance and from it, it can be 
seen that it may revolutionize the 
cotton raising in the South, for 
with such a machine as the Lone 
Star Cotton picker, a man can just 
well cultivate and gather the cot­
ton from 200 or 300 acres as now 
from 20. It is not .! claimed that 
the hand cotton pickers can be dis­
pensed with, for even when the ma­
chines are ran, it may be necessa­
ry to make the first picking by

for free trade than people of the 
North—I do not suppose^t is nec­
essary going over and exposing the 
fallacies of Protection. The fallacy 
that it can keep up a high rate of 
wages, tbe fallacy that it is neces­
sary to the development of the in­
terests of a new country, but I 
would like to point out to you the 
tact that a tariff for protection is 
based on a tariff for revenue, and 
that to eradicate the evil element 
it is necessary to go further than 
abo’ish protection; it is necessary 
to abolish this tariff for revenue. 
The tariff itself, whether for reven­
ue or protection, must be done 
away with altogether. Now, citi­
zens of Memphis, in a paper I read 
many years ago, of. Mr. Enoch En- 
sleys published twelve or fifteen 
years ago, he laid down, these prin­
ciples; never to tax things that we 
want more of and can get more of 
from other people. Never impose 
any taxes that will prevent good 
things being bought of you, and 
will prevent good things being 
brought from abroad among you.” 
That is common sense principles. 
Why should we check, for purposes 
of revenue, the bringing of good 
things among us? That country is 
richest that has most good things.' 
Wheiy we speak of a oountry being 
rich tfe do not mean that it has 
more land merely. We mean that 
it baa more warehouses, horses, 
more cattle, more of those articles, 
that eedhomists denomi­
nate wealth. Now a tariff simply
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
