The 8onth and Grime.
During the year 1890 there were 

committed in the United States 
4*200 murders, yet there were but 
102 legal executions. Of these le­
gal executions 82 were in the South 
ahd' only 20 m the North, yet a 
very large majority of the murders 
were committed in the*^ North. It 
is said tlmt “ figures will not lie,” 
and as these are taken from that 
dyed-in-the wool republican sheet, 
the Chicago Tribune, they will 
probably lie accepted as approxi­
mately correct, even by the most 
rabid haters and vififiers of the 
South, those who never tire of prat­
ing of “Southern lawlessness.” and 
asserting that homicide is looked 
upon South of the Ohio more as a 
divertisement than a crime. Of the 
murders committed in the South 
the major portion were the result 
of quarrels; the blow was struck in 
hot blood. With hut very few ex­
ceptions the deliberately planned, 
brutal killings, the assassinations 
prompted by political interest ora 
desire to rob, were committed in the 
North. Such is the testimony of a 
Northern paper of the republican 
school. Not only were there more 
legal executions in the South, but 
there were more lynchings here. 
On first view this latter fact may 
not be flattering to the Southern 
people, but it at least demonstrates 
their lore of justice, their hatred of 
those who offend against the life of 
man or the purity o f woman. Of
the crimes committed South of the#
Ohio a large proportion of them a rtf 
perpertated in the winter season, 
when the country is full of idle, 
virious plundering tramps from 
other sections of the Union, who 
drift southward to hibernate as reg 
nlarly as do the cranes. Here are a 
tew facts and figures worthy of 
prominent place in the immigrat|on 
literature of the South. By North­
ern republican testimony the South 
is pre-eminently the land of law 
and order, the land where the few­
est bomicides occure, the land where 
the murderer is in the greatest dan­
ger of being brought to the scaffold, 
there to expiate his crime. —Hous­

are no exception I find to the rule) 
are sensitive, not to say jealous, 
hence their natural preference fora 
system that seemingly grants the 
more perfect freedom for individual 
choice as to location, teaCker. Ac.

A second, and someAhrtt closer 
view of this question, ho we vhr, will, 
I think, show that it has another 
sido, and that more may be. said 
upon this than at the first glance, 
was imagined. While the commu^ 
nity system gives more individual 
freedom in selecting location for 
schools, and thus plaoes school 
houses nearer its patrons, at the 
same ttmc it evidently weakens 
neighborhoods by divisions, sub­
stituting two or more small schools 
for one larger one. I have heard 
that is some sections of the county 
this has resulted in breaking up 
the schools of neighborhoods alto­
gether, by divisions and subdivis­
ions until neither part was able to 
turuish children or money sufficient 
to justify the maintenance of its 
school. Again the community sys­
tem by requiring more teachers 
sometimes furnishes employment 
to teachers who others ise might he 
unemployed, but docs this act to 
the advantage of the pupils in eveu 
a majority of cases? Is not the 
standard c f proficiency * among 
teacher thereby lowered, and neigh­
borhoods that before were aids to 
employ first class been compelled 
to take second or even third rate 
instructors for their schools?

It it  a maxim as old as time that 
all public enterprises have for their: 
end “ the greatest good to the great­
est number,”  and whatever system 
of free schools will do tLis m<>>t ef­
fectively is surely to be preferred 
by spy people over another that 
fails in this particular result 
With educators who have experi­
ence in the work, and who have 
giveij the matter thought, the uni­
versal opinion, favors larger schools 
and better ones, even if. thereby, 
every patron counot have his school 
as convenient to him as might he 
wished, as some one who wishes to 
teach is not provided with work.
. Under the operation of a law 
somewhat similar to yonr commu­
nity system, the public school of 
some localities in Mississippi be­
came so divided, several years since 
that the fund was consumed with­
out adequate good resulting, until 
the people themselves favored and 
brought about a repeal of the law, 
which had come to be known as 
the “ sister-in-law” section as-there- 
by^many prominent patrons had 
secured places for their family rel­
ations as teachers of these innumer­
able small schools.

Is not the community system 
tending in a way similar to this in 
Houston county st present, and 
if  so, is it not time to call a halt, 
and return to the District or some 
other system that will remedy the 
evil; that will give us schools able 
to employ better teachers, 
for longer terms, and, as 
a result, that will afford bott r 
instruction to the pupils?
