The war over the commission 

bill still rages. The Senate has 

simply played havoc with the 

House. The amendment by the 
Senate on the electiye and appoin­
tive feature of the bill, while in fact 
not the most important, has caused 
more commotion than any other 
amendment to the bill which has 
been passed by the Senate. In  fact 
when it became known that the 
Senate had substituted the elective 
for the appointive feature over 
which euch a fight had been made 
in the House, it created a mild 
sensation. The reason for this is 
the fact that Governor Hogg had 
asked for that clauge and said he 
would veto any Commission bill 
which refused to allow the Governor 
to appoint the commissioners.
, The bill was changed from ap­

pointive to elective by the Sena& 
by a yote of 16 to 11. There was a 
very acrimonious debate over this 
clause, indulged in by nearly tbe 
entire Senate. There were crimi­
nations and recriminations. The 
men who were for the aypointive 
Vatu re charged that a change had 
come o'er the spirit of the dreams 
of quite a number of Senators on 
this feature of tbe bill lately and 
Senator Kimbrough of Dallas inti­
mated that it was caused by the 
ireaenoe of the railroad lobby. 

This raised the ire.of a number of 
grave and reverend Senators, and 
Mr. Kimbrough's epidermis was 
punctured by ridicule, sarcasm and

club rooms, 
and to nothing of the kind ever 
given in the state. The city has sent 
Mr. Barnard Corrigan, the dam 
contractor, to Kansas City to in­
vestigate the rolling mill plant 
which its owners desire to locate 
in Texas, and if his report is good, 
$50,000 will be raised immediately 
and the plant removed to Austin. It 
will prove of great value to the city 
for it will be followed by many 
other manufacturing concerns 
which will bring men and money 
to Austin.

Uniform The Houston Post 
V  is outspoken against

Ten t B o o k s .the adoption of the 
uniform text book 

bill, and declares it ought to be 
adopted in a local option way-. The 
full text of the bill we have not 
seen, but we think it can only ap­
ply to such studies as are embraced 
^n the statutory branches for the 
public schools. I f  this be so, then 
the main objection to the bill as 
urged'hy the Post fails to convince 
Us that it is altogether bad. W e  
cannot seo how the text book bill 
can effect any school, provided the 
text books adopted are on the 
branches required by the statute 
to kje taught. Outside of those 
branches, each school will be a law 
unto itself, and can adopt and use 
such works as may be desired. 
But uniformity in scholastic stud­
ies we deem ofimportance for more 
than one reason. It saves the 
parents expense iiL buying books 
A child going from one school to 
another, but keeps up the course 
of study begun. The teacher 1b 
freed from the suspicion of “stand­
ing in” with publishers. These are 
sufficient reasons, but thefre are 
others which it is unnecessary to 
name. Altogether we heartily fa­
vor the bill.

A ustin, Texas, March 23,1891:—
After devoting ten days solid work 

to the consideration of the House 

Commission Bill, known as the Ter­
rel Substitute, the senate on Tues­
day last, suspended the rule and 

passed the bill by a vote of 26 ayes, 
noes none. The senate put fifty 

-one amendments on the bill and 
sent it back to the House for con­
currence or rejection. On Friday 
last the House proceeded to con­
sider the senate amendments and 
rejected all of them except fifteen 
or twenty. The House refused to 
concur iu the senate amendment, 
providing that the commissioner’s 
shall be elected, by a vote of 59 to 
31. This was the main , issue 
between the two houses and the 
one over which there is likely to be 
a hitch. The senate will stand 
firm and insist on the commissioner 
being elected, while the House will 
be equally solid, in demanding that 
they be appointed. It is true that 
the method of constituting the 
comission did not figure very large­
ly in the canvass, however, those 
who are insisting on their being 
elected by the heople do so in full 
confidence that the people should 
have the right to a voice in the 
selection of officials cltohed with as 
much authority as these commis­
sioner’s will be, and from the furth­

er consideration that they believe 
that the people are amply able to 
select men who are competent to 
perform all the duties devolving on 
them.

The most fearful evil brought to j 
the knowledge of th« grand jury is 
the frequency and facility with 
which witnesses go before the grand 
jury and into oourt and swear false-. 
ly, thereby preventing the grand 1 

jury from obtaining bills agaist 
violators of tbe law, and placing 
in jeopardy the lives, liberties, prop­
erty and reputation of good citizens 
The grand jury has endeavored 
as far as possible to apply the rem­
edy and have presented b ills1, 
against sev eisl | fo perjury.
The grand jury also finds that the 
law is beiug violated throughout 
the county by ginners in plating 
and false packing cotton, in the 
mod flagaant cases, the grand jury 
have presented bills but in a num­
ber of cases presented to the grand 
jury they did not think thomsolvos 
justified in finding bills as ginner- 
seem to be laboring under the mis­
taken idea thal they had the right 
to prepare tbe cotton as^irected by 
tbe planter.
