McCormick decision canceled all 
commission rates, and restord rates 
in existenoe prior to the organiza­
tion of the commission. The only 
exception to this that we hate
heard of is the I. A G, N.. which is | * 
reported to have made no change
in rates to and from points on its
own line. We do not, howeyer,
know that this is true. Be that
as it may the preponderance of
freight transported goes over
more than one mad, and in that
event the old rates would apply.
We do not suppose that railroad
men themselves would deny tbe
fact that there has been an advance
in freight rates oit all articles on
which the commission had fixed
rates since the McCormick decision.

Wc could give hundreds of in­
stance*, hut only a few are neces­
sary to illustrate the general con­
dition prevailing since the commis­
sion has been enjoined.

William Cameron, one of the 
largest millmeu in the state, says: 
“We were forced to put down the 
price of wheat 5 cents per bushel 
owing to the advanee in freight 
rates on wheat sine* the McCor­
mick decision.” On the Texas and 
Pacific tbe rate was advanced from 
Scents per 100 pounds (the com­
mission rate) to 14 cents per HO 
pounds from Benbrook to Ft. Worth 
a distance of nine miles. From 
Alcdu to Ft. Worth on the same 
road, distance 18 mile*, the onm 
mission rate was fix cents and it 
has been advanced to 15 cents per 
lOOpoond* These facts have been 
published by Mr. Camemn in the 
Ft Worth Gazette. Ths restore- 
tom of old rates on cotton and lum­
ber the chief articles produced or 
consumed by farmers will result in 
advancing the rate on cotton ou an 
average of about 50 cent* per bale/ 
which means that there will be 
that much less received per bale 
for tbe cotton crop of Texas, and 
an advance in rates of from $5 to

Practica l Suggestion* to R row cr* ot 

, P lan t* and Fern*.
I t  is th e  fash ion  now adays to  decor­

a te  one’s house w ith  p lan ts  of th e  
palm  and  fern  varie ty . T hese p lan ts  
o ften  w ith e r  and die, o r p a r ts  of th e  
leaves become spo tted , or p erhaps a l­
to g e th e r  broW n, even w ith  every a p ­
p a re n t care. I f  those  w ho have had 
th is  tro u b le  w ill observe th e  fo llow ing  
d irec tio n s I am  sure th e ir  p lan ts  w ill 
th riv e :

As a  g en e ra l th in g  it  is w ell to  keep 
w a te r  in th e  saucer of th e  p lan t, for 
th en  i t  is soaked  up  as i t  is needed. 
T he su rfaces of th a  leaves have h u n ­
d red s of l i t t le  pores in  them , and  if 
these  a re  clogged up  w ith  d u s t th ey  
w ill  cause th e  p la n t to  die, by p rev en t­
in g  th e  escape of th e  gaseous e x h a la ­
tions.

Once, th e re fo re , in every  tw o  m onths, 
g ive th e  palm  a w arm , soapy b a th ; 
th a t  is, w ith  a so ft sponge, w ell soaped, 
w ash  off th e  d u s t w ith  w arm  w ater, 
tr im m in g  off th e  dead  p arts , if th e re  
a re  any. T h en  w ith  a d ry  piece of 
m uslin  polish  th e  leaves; th ey  w ill 
sh ine as if th ey  w ere w axed, and  w ill 
th u s  pay you  fo r y o u r tro u b le , besides 
g iv ing  y o u r p la n t fresh  vigor.

The building* of ISO yean  ago were 

detached, none of them in block*. 
The home* of many of the merchant 
prince* and high magistrate* were 
relatively more palatial than any in 
the city to-day. They stood conspicu­
ous and large, eniroonded by generoa# 
space*. with lawns, tree*, fruit and 
vegetable garden*, ttables and cattle 
barn*. There were fine equipages 
with black coachmen and footmen.

There were about 2,000 buildings, 
four being of stone, of which King’s 
Chapel alone remains. King and 
Queen, now Htate and Coart streets, 
were lined with tavern*, dwelling*, 
mart*, and offices of exchange.

There were many quaint old nooks 
snd corners, tavern* and “coffee 
bouses,” the drinking vessel* in the 
latter not being especially adapted to 
that beverage.

T hese  a re  p a r tia l  eclipses, h o w ­
ever, ex cep t in  th e  co m p ara tiv e ly  ra re  
cases in  w hich  th e  m oon passes n ea rly  
c e n tra lly  o v er th e  su n ’s d isk  and  p ro ­
duces a  to ta l  o b scu ra tio n  of h is ligh t. 
Since th e  inven tion  o f th e  spectroscope 
in  1M0 th e re  have been b are ly  s  score 
o f to ta l  eclipses, an d  a  n u m b er of these 
could  n o t be observed  because th e  b e lt 
o f to ta l i ty  fe ll a t  th e  e a r th 's  p o la r  r e ­
g ions o r upon  th e  oceans. T h e  b e lt  of 
to ta l i ty  is a  n a rro w  s t r ip —never m ore 
th a n  170 m iles w ide—w h ere  th e  p o in t 
o f th e  m oon's shadow  fa lls  upon th e  
ea rth . T o ta l eclipses ra re ly  occur, 
th e re fo re , a t  th e  sam e p o in t o f th e  
ea rth . A t London, fo r exam ple , th e re  
hoe been  no to ta l  eclipse since th e  y ea r 
1140, ex cep t t h a t  o f 171ft, an d  th e re  w ill 
be none d u rin g  tb e  n e x t cen tn ry .
