, for the pext term of 'lm court,
L ere jurors so selected to be intel-
ligeut meo of good moral charac
ter. It is time for this community
to pause and consider if these
transcendautly important laws
have been faithfully observed and
carried out since Judge Burnett
went on the bereh, or hasé this im-
portant duty been trifled ,with by
him for electioneering purposesand
to’ the discredit of the judicial
branch of the government? And
further, if in so doing consequences
have been entajled on the commu-
nity distasteful to the better class
of our citizens fraught with mis-
chiefs of which no one can foresee
their limits or effects.

Our legislature has, in its wis-
dom, further provided in the trial
of felony cases, by article 725 (687)
as follows :

“After the jury has been sworn
und impannelled to try any case
of telony, they shall not
be permitted to -separate until
they have returned a ver
diet, unless by permission of the
court, with the consent of the at-
torney representing the State, and
the defendant, and in charge of an
officer.” Art. 727 (689) provides
as follows: “Itis the duty of the
sheriff to provide a suitable room
for the deliberations of the jury,
in all eriminal cases, ard to supply
them such necessary food and
lodging as he can obtain, but no
:?iritoua, vinous or malt liquors

any kind shall be furnished
them.”

And Art. 728 (690) provides as
follows: “No person shall be per-
mitted to be with a jury while they
are deliberating upon a case, wor
shall any person be permitted to
converse with & juror after he has
been impannelled, except in the
presence and by permission of the
court, or except in & case of misde-
meanor where the jury have been
permitted by the court to separate,
and in no case shall any person be
permitted to converse with the ju-
ror about the case on trial.”

And in Art. 730 (692) it is pro-
vided: “In order to supply all the
reasonable wants of the jury, and
Jor the purpose of keeping them to-
gether and pnvent‘i:‘g intercourse with
any other person, the sheriff shall see
that they are constantly attended by
a proper officer, who shall aiways
remain sufficiently near the jary
to answer to any call made upon
him by them, but shall not be with
them while they are discussing the
case ; nor shall such officer at any
time, while the case is on trial be-

‘ fore them, converse about the case
with any ot them, nor in the pres-

ence of any of them.”

- Arl. 731 (693) says: “The jury
may take with them, on retiring to
consider their verdict, all the
original papers in the cause, and
any papers used as evidence.”

Aud Art. 732 (694) reads as fol-
lows: “The jury shall, in all cases,
appoint one of their number fure-

'|man, in order that their delibera-

tions may be conducted with regu-
larity and order.”

Art, 737 (699): I, after the re-
tirement of the jury, in a felony
case, any one of them became so
sick as to prevent the continusnce
of his duty, or any accident or cir-
cumstance occur to prevent their
being kept togt:ther, the jury may

It will be seen from the above
that the law hae provided stringent
provisions for keeping the jury to-
gether in felony cases, This has
been deemed necessary and has
been positively enjoined by statute,
and in no case shall a juror be
separated except by permission of
the court and by consent of the
attorney for the state and the de-
fendant.

Judge Burnett has diregarded
this provision of law and has
turned jursies loose without such
consent; and he has in some cases
separated the jury into two squads
and without the semblance of au-
thority of law, appointed a deputy,
or some one to take charge of part
of the jury, thus divesting the
sheriff of his rightful authority in
such cases, as well as trampling all
law under his feet. Why has this
thing been done? Has he not, by
