Austin, Texas.—Representative T ra­
cy has introduced the following:
A bill to be entitled an act to amend 

title 8 of the revised civil statues of 
the state of Texas in regard to as­
signment for creditors, by adding 
thereto articles 86a, 86b and 86c. 
Section 1. Be tt enacted by the legis­

lature of the state of Texas: That title 
8 of the revised civil statues of the 
state of Texas be amended by adding 
thereto articles 86a, 80b and 80c, as 
follows, to-wlt:

Article 86a. Provided, that any 
debtor hereafter executing any assign­
ment or trust deed in which any cred­
itor Is preferred, be shall at the same 
time attach to said trust dead or other 
instrument in writing his affidavit In 
writing stating that said preferred debt 
is an honest and just claim, giving the 
unount and the date of the origin of 
said claim.

Art. 86b. The preferred creditor 
shall, before he receives from said as­
signee or trustee any portion of his pre­
ferred claim, file with said assignee or 
trustee his oath In writing, which shall 
state that sakl claim is honest and just 
giving the date and origin of the same.

Art. 86c. That any creditor who 
desires shall have the right a t any time 
within thirty days from the date of 
such assignment of trust deed, to file 
his application with any court having 
jurisdiction to the amount of said 
claim, stating therein that he verily be­
lieves that the claims of some of the 
preferred creditors, naming him or 
them, are not honest, or that sakl claim 
is fraudulent. Upon the filing of such 
complaint. It shall be tbe duty of the 
(vmrt to Issue citation to the sakl pre­
ferred creditor or creditors, the assign 
>r and trustee, or either of them, and 
•ompel them or either of them to ex- 
ilbit their books, notes and accounts,

; vhlch books, account*, notes and pa- 
>em may be examined In open court; 
cither party may have processes for 
witness in said cases as in other civil 
cases made and provided, and upon 
:tnal bearing, if tbe coart Is of tbe 
opinion that the claim or any part 
> hereof If fraudulent, tt shall be bto 
duty to Instruct the assignee or trustee 
<o dispose of M id claim in accordance 
with the decree of the court. That 
all laws and parts of laws In conflict 
Herewith to be and same are hereby 
repealed.

Senate bill, making an appropriation 
to pay for the publication of constltu 
ttonal amendments pn>i>os«d by the 
Twenty-font th legislature, was taken 
up and passed under suspension of 
rules on motion of Senator Stone.

Senator Stafford’s bill, amending ar­
ticle 672 of the Code of Criminal Pro­
cedure. waa told before tbe senate ou 
third reading during tbe discussion of 
which tbe senate went Into executive 
session to consider the confirmation of 
certain appointments by the governor.

The senate worked loU nd close I 
doors for an hour and a half, but with­
out coming to any conclusion and ad­
journed until 8 o'clock.

It took but a moment for the flames 
to gat couplets control of the building 
All but the Schoeder family, ho 
managed to  make their escape, a 
ber of them getting bo the ground from 
the windows.

After the firemen bad got to work 
It waa discovered that the Schoeder 
family wha missing and every effort 
mad# to reach the top fioor of the 
biasing building.

Meanwhile Schoeder himself, who 
had bean Maying cards In a  nearby sa­
loon. appeared on the scene, bat the 
calamity did not seem to affect him 
as much as had been anticipated.

Hardly had this firs bean put out 
when the m m f ware compelled to has­
ten to Fourteenth street, where fire had 
got control of the build lag at No. 157. 
WKhta a  few minutes after the out­
break tha satire house waa a  mass of 
flames, and men. ffosnen and children 
appeared a t the windows In their night 
clothes and called for assistance fran­
tically.

T h e B rook lyn  S tru ck  e  B ock .
Philadelphia, Pg.. Feb. 1.—The Unit­

ed States cruiser; Brooklyn, the latest 
pride of a  peerless navy, calculated to 
withstand the fiercest onslaught of shot 
and shell, yesterday lay almost help­
less because of a narrow ledge of 
sunken rock In the Delaware river 
above Marcus Hook, Pa., on which she 
struck heavily Saturday afternoon. 
Her heavy double compartments for­
ward were completely stove in and it 
was only the merest good fortune that 
the big vessel did not sink. This 
would undoubtedly have been the re­
sult had not her inner compartments 
successfully withstood the shock.

Aa it was kho pulled dear of the 
locks and Is now tied to the big stone 
loe breakers a t Marcus Hook, protect­
ed from the heavy ice gorges in mid 
river. The big vessel is seriously dam­
aged and It Is Impossible to say when 
ahe will be able to  go Into active ser­
vice. At present she is in no danger of 
further damage, being fully protected 
In the safe anchorage afforded by the 
ice breakers. How tha accident oc­
curred can only be established by a 
court of Inquiry and this Capt. Crook 
of the Brooklyn has already asked for.

The exact place where the vessel 
struck was on Schooner Ledge rock, 
between Chester and Marcus Hook, nt 
about 1:45 o’clock. What makes the 
accident even more deplorable Is the 
fact that this was the first time that 
tha ship has been handled by the pres­
ent officers and crew since going Into 
comm Wilson In the early part of Decem-

0tnce then she has been lying nt 
League Island navy yard and certain 
small repairs have delayed her sailing.

Jan. 29.—The largo 
three-story frame building at 22U 
Grand avenue, Oak Cliff, known as the 
Patton college for young ladies, wss de­
stroyed by fire about 10:40 o’clock last 
night. The teachers and pupils es­
caped from the burning building, in 
moot cases leaving their wardrobe# be­
hind them. The flames were first dis­
covered a t about 10:40 o’clock and an 
alarm turned in. The fire department 
responded promptly, -but the fire 
spread with greet rapidity and was 
beyond control. Prof. A. S. and Mrs. 
Laird, who are in charge of the col­
lege, the corps of teachers and the 
scholars numbered In all about forty 
souls. The girls had retired for the 
night, and when the alarm was sound­
ed a veritable panic ensued. The fire 
broke out In a  lumber room on the 
second floor, and the lntneien of the 
rooms on this floor, although greatly 
frightened, made a  rush for the stair­
way In their night ekrthce. sad ail es­
caped without a burn or a scratch. 
Those who occupied rooms in tbe third 
story found themselves In a most peril­
ous position, with all avenues of escape 
cut off. Tbe Misses Edna Whre. Pran­
ces Morgan and Baker sod Mrs. Crosby 
ran down the stairway to the second 
floor, and thence to the floor below by 
means of the second flight of stair. 
There were clouds of fire and smoke 
all about them, but not one was in­
jured. Miss EHle Sanluskl and Mies 
Lissle Caswell were not so fortunate 
as their companions. They were com­
pelled to  crawl out of a  window and 
descend to the ground below by means 
of a rope-ladder fire escape.

HOW OLD 18 NIAGARA?
About ao,fl th eYour* 1*

I t t l n t * .
The Niagara River, which had first 

been a strait Joining Lake Erie to the 
Ontarian gulf, gradually became a 
wide, shallow, rapid stream, and then, 
as the waters or the lower lakes sub­
sided, Ms bed narrowed end its fall in­
creased to 420 feet, says Knowledge. 
But the river was soon greatly en­
larged. The land We s ’ rising ta  tha 
north of Ontario as well, and ultimately 
the outlet rroih^ Lake Huron to the 
Ottawa Valley was blocked, end the 
surplus waters of these greatest lakes 
flowed by their present course to Like 
Erie, and thence to the Niagara River. 
With the continued rise of land, espe­
cially toward the east of Ontario, the 
water level rose until It attained Its 
present elevation, and the fall of the 
river between tbe two lakes waa re­
duced to tbe present 360 feet. Can 
dates be assigned ta tbea events? The 
first estimate of the age of Niagara 
River was given by Elllcott over a 
century ago at 56,400 years; Blakewell, 
1830, gave 12,000; Lyell’a estimate of 
35,000 waa accepted for many years af­
ter 1841, but recent writers, using the 
mean rate* of recession during forty- 
eight years as determined by suryeys. 
make the value 9,000 years. Dr. Spen­
cer has made a new and careful com­
putation of the age of Niagara River 
end falls. He shows that the recent 
estimates have not token Into account 
the various changes that have occurred 
ta the fall and volume of the river. 
His calculations result ta a value near­
ly that of Lyell’a.

Dr. Spencer believes that Niagara 
River wae formed 32.000 years ago, and 
that l.oee years later the falls were In 
existence. For 17.200 years their 
height was about 200 feet; thereafter 
the water fell 420 feet. Seven thou­
sand eight hundred years ago the drain­
age of Lakes Superior. Michigan and 
Huron first flowed through the Niagara 
gorge, and 2,000 years ago the waters 
rose ta Lake Ontario until the level 
reached that of today. The falls, then, 
are 21,000 years old. This estimate, 
calculated from the rate oC erosion, la 
confirmed by another made from tbe 
torrential movements—on* as to the 
post, tbe other concerning the future. 
The lakes came Into existence after the 
glacial epoch and Niagara after tbe 
lakes, and calculations based on the 
mean rat# of rise of the beaches la the 
earlier period of tbe lakes’ history 
•how that the clou# of the toe age may 
safely be placed at 50,000 years ago. 
Am to the future: With the present 
rate of calculated terresttal uplift ta 
the Niagara district, sad the rate of re- 
samricn of the falls continued, or even 
doubled, before the cataract shall have 
reached the Devonian escarpment at 
Bnffalo. that limestone barrier shall 
hsv* been raised so high as to torn the 
waters of the upper lakes Into the 
Mississippi drainage by way of Chica­
go. An elevation of sixty foot at the 
outlet of Lake Erie would bring the 
rocky floor of tho channel a# high as 
the Chicago divide, and an elevation W 
seventy feet would completely divert 
the drainage. This would require 8.909 
to 8.900 years at tho estimated rate of 
terrestrial elevation.

One is 
a biography of Anne Charlotte Loef- 
fler, Duchess of Calanello, who Is wide­
ly known through her sketch of the 
life of Sophie Kovalevsky. Mias Key 
l i  g sort of lay confessor of tbe work­
ing classes, who come ta crowds every 
Sunday to her modest lodging to con­
sult her on every possible question, 
from family tiffs to controversies about 
wages. She is a believer In socialism 
for Sweden, but only as a transitional 
means to larger ends. She deelics the 
enfranchisement of women. .. ^  -*
