Washington. April 2.—Information 
has reached here to the effect that the 
Russian government, being seriously 
perturbed by the course of Chinn In 
not signing the Manchurian agreement, 
largely because of the protest made by 
the several powers, has conveyed s dis­
tinct and unmistakable Indication to 
China that If this course Is persisted In 
there may be an Interruption of diplo­
matic matters between Russia and Chi­
na add a termination of the present in­
tercourse between them. This is so 
little short of an ultimatum that China 
must sign or take the consequences of 
a termination of her friendly relations 
with Russia.

To what extent the Ignited States will 
take cognisanoe of Russia's disposition 
to enforce the signing of the agree­
ment has not yet been made apparent. 
It appear* to be the policy of the Chi­
nes* authorities to consider this as a 
subject which concerns the power* 
quite as much as it does China. The 
matter has become further complicated 
by reporta reaching Washington that 
the Chinese authorities themselves are 
divided on the course to be pursued, 
some of the most Influential. Including 
Li Hung Chang, urging that acquies­
cence be given to the Russian propos­
als, while others insist upon rejecting 
the agreement. Tb# attitude of Id 
Hung Chang Is accounted for by his 
well known friend)tnesn for Russian 
Interests. In thla esse, however, there 
eppears to be arrayed against him the 
strong Influence of the southern vice­
roys, Chan Chin Tung and Ida Kun Yl, 
who oppose the signing of the treaty.

The reports reaching here thla morn­
ing showed that the agreement had not 
yet been signed. Its status most pe­
culiar. The time within which It waa 
to b* signed expired last Tuesday, but 
cn thst'day Yqag Yu, the Chinese min­
ister at St. Petersburg, fell in the lega­
tion and hurt bis bead, eo that he was 
unable to transact business.

Editor Couaiaa:— The 27th Leg­
islature has nearly made its re­
cord, and 1 shall endeavor to give 
your readers a brief report of 
some of the work al reedy dooe.

One of the earliest laws enacted 
by us regulates the practice of 
medicine. It provides for three 
boards of medical examiners for 
the entire state instead of the dis- 
ii t**i ». ai ds, which we now have. 
Unc ui these boards wiU be eoin- 
poeed of physicians of the Allo­
pathic school, another of the Ho­
meopathic school, and the third 
will be known -  'M edics. The 
purpose of the u .. — V  r®**r*ct 
the practice of medicine to tboee 
who are qualified, and to prevent 
the use of fraudulent diplomas 
issued by disreputable institutions. 
The evidence before the legisla­
tive committee disclosed the fact 
that diplomas could be bought 
from many of these so-called med 
lesl colleges, by simply paying 
their price, regardless of qualiti 
cations on the part of the pur 
shaser.

Another law that proves the 
f  riemisbip of this Legislature for 
the eolored people, is one that 
provides for a four years coarse 
of classical and scientific studies at 
Prairie View Normal. This iaw 
will givu the colored student an 
opportunity to secure a thorough 
education, and his diploma will be 
a permanent certificate. T ie  
author of this law is {Senator A. 
G. Lipscomb, who is a grandson 
of Supreme Judge Lipscomb of 
early Texas fame. ;< >

A t last a libel law has been re ­
acted in response to the long con­
tinued clamoring of the big news­
papers. Fortunately the law is 
not such as the newspapers de­
manded. I cannot conceive of a 
greater calamity to our country 
than a law that would throw no 
restrictions around the press. The 
bill as advocated by thd Newspaper 
people, and as introdip e d in the 
senate by Senator St^nte, and as 
passed by that body, war a dan­
gerous departure from the time- 
honored safeguard* of the com­
mon law. It sought to limit the

the fullest extent protect private 
character. When we see the 
broad liberty allowed the press 
under the common law rule, we 
certainly cannot contend for any­
thing more for the newspapers, 
and if anything is needed to be 
“ fair and just” it would be further 
restrictions. So believing that 
the law just enacted was a step in 
the direction of unbridled license 
1 opposed it, and 1 propose to 
plant myself squarely in opposi 
tion to all efforts to license the 
powerful press ot the country to 
murder human character with im­
punity. Character is more val­
uable and sacred than life, and 
should be protected as far as leg 
islation can protect it

Another law that will be of 
some interest to the lawyers is 
one fixing the venue of suits in 
personal injury cases. Under the 
old law suits of this class could be 
brought m any county through 
which the railroad runt. The re­
sult being a concentration of such 

tea in cities like Dallas, and the 
establishment of a most disrepu­
table system of soliciting such 
business and of maintaining the 
litigant by attorneys pending the 
suit. Under the new law the suit 
must be brought either in the 
oounty where the injury oocured, 
or where the plaintiff resided at 
the time of the Injury.

The school law has been amended 
eo as to permit school to be taught 
on all legal holidays except 
Thanksgiving day, March 2d and 
April 21st. I endeavored to en­
core an amendment providing that 
sohoois might be taught on all 
legal holidays, but providing that 
appropriate exercises should be 
hud on such legal holidays. This 
was defeated, and strange to say 
the opposition came from the 
school teachers, several teachers 
being members of the Hoorn. M y  
contention is that it is more im­
portant to teach the children pa­
triotism than anything else. The 
State establishes public schools 
for the very purpose of making 
good dtisena, and nothing would 
contribute more largely to this 
purpose than proper exercises of 
a patriotic character. I f  the Gov­
ernor done not veto the bills there 
will be a new state Normal school 
at Denton, aad another at San 
Marooa. This will provide more 
places for those desiring to make 
teaching a profession and will en­
able representatives to appoint 
more students to these institu­
tions.

The law ba# been amended eo as 
to make appeal bonds from Jus­
tices’ courts to the County court, 
in criminal cease, merely appear­
ance bonds. There are several 
Justice court lawyers in the House 
who set their hearts upon the pae- 

ge of this bill.
