THE CRIME OF AN ANARCHIST

Fired as the President Reached
Out to Shake His Hand.

R e

Burraro, N. Y., Sept. 6.—
President McKinley was shot
twice by an assassin as he stood in
the Temple of Music at the Pan-
American Exposition at 4 o'clock
this afternoon. The shots were
fired by Leon Crolgoss, who says
that he is sn Anarchist and bas
“only done: his duty.”

The attempted assassination
took place in the presence of 3000
persons who had crowded into the
Temple of Music, while 10,000
others stood outside the temple
waiting for a chance to enter and
shake hands with the FPresident.

TWO BULLETS STRIKE HIM.

The first bullet struck the Presi-
dent in the chest, deflected from
the sternum to the right and
travelled beneath the skin to a
point directly below the right nip-
ple. The second bullet penetrated
the stomach.

Only a superficial wound was
caused by the first bullet, and
within five minutes after the
physicians réeached the President
it had been removed. The second
bullet was not found. ?

SECOND CAUSES DANGEROUS WOUND,

An operation was performed on
the President at the Emergency
Hospital on the Exposition grounds
at 6 o'clock by Dr. Matthew D.
Mann, Dr. John Parmenter and
Dr. Herman Mynter. The Presi-
dent’s abdomen was opened, but
the bullet was not found. Drain-
age tubes were inserted, the in-
cision was sewed up and at T:45
o’clock the President was removed
to the home of John G. Milburn
at Delaware avenue and Ferry

on the President, the following
bulletin was issued by the physi-
cians:

*““The President was shot about
4 o'clock. One bullet struck him
on the upper breast bone, glanc-
ing and not penetrating. The
second bullet penetrated the ab-
domen five inches below the left
nipple and one and one-half inches
to the left of the median line.

“The abdomen was opened
through the line of the bullet
wound., It was found that the
bullet had penetrated the stomach.
The opening in the front wall of
the stomach was carefully closed
with silk sutures, after which a
search was made for a hole in the
back wall of the stomach. This
was found and also closed mn the
same way. The further course of
the bullet could not be discovered
although careful search was made.

“The abdominal wound was
closed wi‘hout drainage. No injury
to the ' ‘ostines or other abdomi-
nal o: .10 was discovered.

“ohe patient stood the operation
well; lse of good quality, rate
180, Condition at the conclusion
of the operation was gratifying.
The result cannot be foretold.
Hix condition at present justifies
hope of recovery.”

The wman who did the shooting
was seized immediately by the de-
tectives. He offered no resistance
and at first refused to give any in-
formation about himself.

Later he said his name was Leon
Crolgosz and that he was 2§ years
old.

HIS REVOLVER HIDDEN IN HANDKER-
CHIREF,

The reception to the President
this afternoon was one to which
the general public had been in-
vited. President John G. Mil-
burn of the Exposition had intro-
duced the President to the great
crowd in the Temple, and men,
women and children came forward
for a personal greeting.

Among those in line was Czol-
gosz whose right hand was wrap-
ped in a banderchief. Folded in
the handerchief was the revolver
he was to use.

A little girl was led up by her
father and the President shook
hands with her. As she passed
along to the right the President
looked after her, smiled and waved
his hand in a pleasant farewell.

he pulled the trigger.

The first bullet entered too high
for the purpose of the assassin,
who fired again as soon as his fin-
ger could move the trigger. On
receiving the first shot President
McKinley had lifted himself on
his toes with something of a gasp.
His movement caused the second
shot to enter the abdomen.

With the second shot the Presi-
dent doubled slightly forward and
then sank back. Detective Geary
caught the President in his arms
and President Milburn helped to
support him.

ABSAILANT QUICKLY SEIZED,

Almost before the noise of the
second shot sounded Czolgosz was
siezed by S. R. Ireland, United
States Secret Service man, who
stood directly opposite the Presi-
dent. Ireland threw him to the
floor, and as he fell a negro waiter
named John Harper, also leaped
upon him. Soldiers of the United
States artillery detailed at the re-
ception sprang forward as did a
squad of Exposition police and
Secret Service detectives. .

Detective Gallagher grabbed
Czolgosz’ right haml, tore awdy the
bandkerchief and seized the re-
volver. The artillery men seeing
the revolver im Gallagher's hand
rushed at him and handled him
rather roughly. Meanwhile Ire-
land and the negro held the assas-
sin,endeavoring to shield him from
the attacks of the infuriated artil-
lerymen and the blows of the police-
men's clubs,

PRESIDENT MAKEZS NO OUTCRY.

Supported by Detective Geary
and Presidont Milburn and sur-
rounded by Secretary George B.
Cortelyou and balf a dozen Expo-
sition officials the President was
assisted to a chair, His face was
very white, but he made no out-
cry and sank back with ore hand
holding his abdomen and the other
fumbiing at his breast. His eyes
were open and he was clearly
conscious of all that had happened.

HIS FIRST THOUGHT FOR HIS WIFE.

He looked up into President
Milburn’s face and gasped ‘“‘Cor-
telyou.” The President’s secretary
bent over him.

“Cortelyou” said the President,
“my wife. Be careful about her,
Don’t let her know.”

Moved by pain he writhed to the
left, and then his eyes fell on the
prostrate form of his would-be
murderer. Czolgosz lay on the
floor, helpless beneath the blows of
the guard. The President raised
his right hand and placed it on the
shoulder of the secretary. “‘Let
no one hurt him,” he said, and then
sank back in the chair while the
guards carried Czolgosz away.

PRESIDENT REMAINS OONSCIOUS.

An ambulance from the Expo-
sition Hospital was summoned im-
mediately and the President, still

been the cause of trouble to the

Three thoughts had found ex-
pression with the President—first,
that the news should be kept from
his wife; second, that the assassin
should not be harmed and third re-
gret that the tragedy might hurt
the Exposition.

BULLET WILL BE LEFT IN BODY.

Buffalo, N. Y., September 10.—
The little piece of lead in the mus-
cles of the back is giving the phy-
sicians no concern whatever. Un-
less it should prove troublesome
to the president later on he prub-
ably will carry the grim soavenir'
of the anarchist with him to the;

The doctors say that once en-
cysted it can do no harm. The
X-ray machine is ready for instant
use, however, and if there is the
slightest inflammation or pain in
the vicinity of the bullet, an oper-
ation will be performed.

ASSASSIN IS CLEVER,

Police Unable to Get Uetails They
Want From Him,

Bufialo, N. Y., Sept. 9.—Czol-
gosz has made no additional ad-
missions to the police officials, and
nothing they have learned from
him has added toward the solution
of the criminal side of the case,
He still insists that he alone con-
ceived, planned and carried out the
crime; that he alone must answer
for it. He admits that he attend-
ed the meetings at which Emma
Goldman spoke, and where he and
his fellow anarchists discussed
their propaganda of murder, but
steadfastly denies that any of them
had part in his plans. His talks
with them were fairly general, he
says, and he did not divulge to
thém any feature of his scheme to
kill the President. His statement

1he State has been redistricted
into congressional, senatorial and
representative districts. Our sen-
atorial district remains
Our congressional district con-
sists of only eight counties, name-
ly: Anderson, Houston, Trinity,
Polk, San Jacinto, Liberty, Chum-
bers and Gulveston. Itis by far
the smallest district in the State in
the point of population. 1 beheve
it is perfectly satisfactory to every
county in the district.

Another law that will meet with
popular favor is that providing for
the maintenance and education of
children who are deaf, damb and
blind.

The resignation of Treasurer
Stowers closes one of the most
sensational and interesting inci-
dents of the history of the state.

Loagino
walked into the state treasury, un-
announced, and demanded to count
the cash, He was told the time
lock was on till 5 o’clock 1 the af-
ternoon, bat at that hour the gov-
ernor returned in company with
Auditor Cole and counted the
cash, which was found short of
the amount ecalled for by the
books by #$106,000. Treasurer
Stowers expressed very great sur-
prise, stated he did not know any-
thing about it, but was confident
that on the return of his ocashier
the matter would be found all
right. The governor gave him
five days, and, returning on the
20th, made another count, finding
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Hon. A. A Aldrlcll for Con(rm.
