ers was to-day again convicted as
accessory before the fact to mur-
der of Governor William Goebel
in January, 1900,  and the second
time sentenced to imprisonment
for life.

The second trial began October
8, and has continued with three
sessions daily, court adjourning
late at night. The present term
expired to-night. Arguments were
limited, so that the case went to
the jury at 2 o'clock this evening,
and a verdict of guilty soon fol-
lowed.

Cripple Creek, Colo., Oct. 28.—
The greatest gold strike in the
history of Cripple Creek, and
probably in the world, was made
at the Elkton mine today.

The Coming Fruit Sochon

East Texas as a fruit country is
baviog s wost rapid development.
For many years that heavily tim-
bered region, as large as two ordi-
nary states, has been backward in
agricultural Jevelopment, because
the soil was not as well suited to
the production of staple farm pro-
ducts as that of the great prairie
regions. And then there was the
laborious task of clearing away
the timber, and the constant ob-
struction of stamps, which pre-
vented the profitable vse of im-
proved lsbor, saving machioery.
Hence East Texas could hardly
compete with the black prairies in
growing corn, cotton, wheat and
oats. Many years ago it was
known that the finest penches
grown in Texns came from the
setily loams and red clays of East
Texas; but no one thought of
growieg tree fruils for any bat
the limited local markets. Before
railroads cut the country into ir-
regular polygons, frunt for ship-

ment was out of the question,
Hence, slthongh the people of
East Texas enjoyed ftiner fruit
than those farther west, there
oould be no money made from
such produetn. All thisischanged,
and KEast Texas is succesfully

competing with California in the

great fruit minrkets of the coun-
try, and froit-growing, even in
the best deveioped sections, is in

its infancy. Tomatoes and pesches
of uosurpassed qualily are the

chief prodocts; though plums,

pears, persimmons among tree

fruits and strawberries and hlack-‘

berries among small fruits are
largely and successfully grown for
shipment. This industry has in-
fused new life into that section of
the State, and land that a few
years ago could be bought for
$2.50 1o $5.00 per acre now brings
$15.00 to $25.00. Some very large
commercisl orchards bave not yet
fruited, being planted within
the last two years. How much of
East Texas is specially adapted to
fruit growing is not known, but
there is a tendency in each locahty
to make people believe that there,
and there only, can the best fruit
be grown. Itis a fact that al-

Considering the matter philosoph-
ically, it may be fairly urged
that if his voting privilege is made
to depend upon his educational at-
tainments, it will stimalate his de-
sire to obtain the necessary educa-
tion, and thus inure to his advan-
tage. If he is denied the ballot
because he is ignorant and not by
