Buffalo, N. Y m Sept. 26.—Leon 
F. Czolgosz, the aasaain of Presi- 
deot McKinley, wan this afternoon 
sentenced to be electrocuted in 
Auburn State Prieon during the 
week beginning October 28, 1901. 
Before pen ten c* was penned tbe 
aaasasin evinced a desire to speak, 
but be could ‘ not get bis voice 
above a whisper, and his words 
were repeated to tbe court by his 
counsel.

‘ There was no one else but me," 
the prisoner said in a whimper. 
“ No one else told me to do iA and 
no one paid me to do it. I wi 
not told anything about tbe crime, 
and 1 never thought anything 
aboot it until a coupW o f days be­
fore 1 committed the d im e."

Czolgosz sat down* He was 
qidte calm, but it is evident that 
his mlbd was flooded with thoughts 
o f  his own distress. His eyes were 
dilated, making them appear very 
bright Hie cheeks were a trifle 
pale, and hi* outstretched hand 
trembled. Tbe guards put the 
handcuffs on his wrists. He look­
ed at one o f the officers. There 
was an expression o f ths profound- 
est fear and helplessness in his 
eyas. He glanced at the people 
who crowded the room in efforts 
to get n look at him. Tbe prison­
er’s eyelids rose and fall tremu­
lously, and then be Axed bis gnxe 
on tbe floor in front o f him.

At this point Judge Titus came 
oyer to the prisoner and bade him 
goodby. Cbolgoez replied very 
faintly, letting his eye roat upon 
tbe man who baa been his counsel.

“ Goodby,”  he said weakly.
Gaolgoas waa then hurried down 

stain and through the “ tupnel o f 
sobe”  to the jail, where he will ro> 
main until removed to Auburn to 
pay tbe penalty for his crime.

Although tbe time announced 
for tbe convening o f court was 9 
o'clock, every seat and every foot 
o f mending room was occupied be­
fore 1:30. and scores were clamor­
ing outside for admittance. Tbe 
doors were locked and no more 
were admitted to the room.

Tbe prisoner w^u brought into 
tbe room at f».« minutes to 9 
o'clock. As soou as Justice Whits

umed the bench 
torney Penny said:

“ If Your Honor please, I move 
sentence in tbe esse of the people 
vs. Leon F. Czolgosz. Stand up, 
Czolgosz.”

Clerk Fisher swore the prisoner, 
and his record was taken by tbe 
District Attorney, as followrs: 

“ Age, 28 years; nativity, De­
troit; residence, Broadway, No­
wak’s, Buffalo; occupation, labor­
er; married or single, single; 
degree o f education, common 
school and parochial; religious in­
struction, Catholic; parents, father 
living, mother dead. Temperate 
or intemperate, temperate; former 
conviction o f crime, none.”

Tbe Clerk of the C*. urt then 
asked: “ Have you any legal cause 
to show why the sentence o f the 
court should not be pronounced 
against you?”

“ 1 can not hear that,”  said the 
prisoner.

Clerk Fisher repeated the ques­
tion and Cxolgosz replied:

“ Pd rather have this gentleman 
here speak,”  looking toward Dis­
trict Attorney Penney. “ I can 
hear him better.”

At this point Justice White told 
the people in the court that they 
must be quiet or they would be 
excluded from the room.

Mr. Penney then said to the 
prisoner:

“ Caolgosx, tbe court wants to 
know if you hai& any reason to 
give why sentence should not be 
pronounced against you. Hava 
you anything to say to the JudgeT 
Say yaa or no.”

The prisoner did not reply, and 
Judge White addressing the pris­
oner said:

“ In that behalf what yon have 
a right to aay relates explicitly to 
the subject m band beta at this 
time, and yhich the law provides, 
why sentence should not be now 
pronounced against you, and \ 
defined by tbe statute.

“ The first is that you may claim 
that yon am insane.

“ Tbe next is that yon have 
good cause to offer, either in  ̂the 
arrest o f the judgment aliont to be 
pronounced against yon or for a 
new trial. These are the grounds 
specified by tbe statute in which 
you have n right to speak to this 
tuns, and yon are at perfect lib­
erty to do so if you wish.”

The prisoner replied: “ I have 
nothing to my about that.”

The Court said: “ Are you 
ready!”

Mr. Penney replied: “ Yea.”
“ Have you; anything to aay f”  

asked Justice White.
“ Yes,”  replied tbe prisooer.
“ I think ho should be permitted 

to make a statement in exculpation 
o f this act i f  tbe Court pleanes,”  
said Judge Titus.

The oourt replied; “ That will 
depend upon what his statement

is. Have you <N|H>aking to Judge 
Titus) anything to say m behalf o f 
the prisoner at this time?”  i 
V “ I have nothing to say within 

the definition o f wbat your honor 
said,”  replied the attorney, “ but it 
seems to me, in order that the in­
nocent should not suffer by this 
defendant’s crime, the Court 
should permit him to exculpate at 
least his father, brothers and sis­
ters.”

From the Court: “ Certainly, if 
that is tbe subject o f any state­
ment he wishes to make, proceed.”  

The prisoner then said: “ There 
was no one else but me. No one 
else told me to do it, and 
paid me to do it.”

J udge Titus repeated it as fol­
lows, owing to the prisoner’s 
feeble voice:

“ He says no one bad anything 
to do with the commission o f the 
crime but hiroseif; that his father 
and mother and no one else had 
anything to do with it, and|knew 
nothing about i t ”

Tbe prisoner continued: “ I was 
not told anything about the erime, 
and i have never thought about 
murder until a couple o f days be­
fore the crime.”

Judge Titus again repeated as 
follows: “ He never told any one 
about the crime and never intend­
ed to commit it until a couple of 
days before its commission.”

1 hen Justice White passed sen­
tence ss follows:

“ In taking the life o f our be-
