The aew Eentera Texas railroad, 
built and in op*ration from Luf­
kin to Keonard Mills, it is thought 
will reach Crockett by wiater. 
The road-bed is ready for the rails 
two miles this side o f the mills to 
Kennard station and some grading 
has been done from the station 
this way. Mr. W. H. Carson, 
rice-president o f the roed, was 
seen at Kennard Saturday and is 
our authority for the statement 
that the road will reach here by 
winter. He a»y» it will then be 
extended on to Waoo. The engi­
neers who came here three weeks 
ago to surrey a route for entering 
the city aad to ascertain the most 
convenient location for a depot are 
camped at the end o f the grade at 
Kennard. Mr. Carson gave it as 
hia opinion that the work o f run­
ning surveys in the direction o f 
Crockett by the engineers would 
begin within thirty day*. When 
construction is begun it will be 
pushed through. Mr. Carson was 
afraid that the location 
for the depot at Crookett was too 
fkr from

the roed would not only exteod to 
Waoo oo Mm  west, but would 
reach Alexandria, La., on the east, 
buildiag from Lufkin.

As a bora stated, the road is in 
operation from Lufkin to Kennard 
Mills. A  mixed train, carrying 
two passenger ooecbes, comes over 
from Lufkin in the morning and 
retorns in the evening. The road 
baa two locomotives in use, one on 
the passenger and the other on a log 
train, and three more yet to come. 
Their engines and cars are heavy 
sod first-class. Col. W. W . Fagan, 
formerly o f the Missouri Pacific 
system, is president and superin­
tendent o f the roed, with head­
quarters at Kennard. This com­
pany baa sold its road extending 
west from Texarkana, the Arkan­
sas and Choctaw, to the Frisco.

Anti-Trust Law of 1800 Valid.
Austin, Texas, April 1ft.—The 

court o f civil appeals to-day re­
tracted its language in s recent 
opinion, bolding unconstitutional 
the anti trust act o f 1899, because 
o f the application o f the decision 
o f the United States supreme oourt 
in the Illinois anti-trust case in­
validating a law exempting labor 
organisations and cattle raiser* and 
producers o f agricultural products.

The oourt overrules the state’s 
motion for rehearing in the case o f 
the state vs. the Shippers’ Com­
press and Warehouse company, 
and in an opinion witbdiaw* so 
much o f the original opinion as 
held the anti-trust law o f Ji$99, 
unconstitutional, they having 
reached the conclusion that the 
law o f  1899 was not involved in 
this case, and that; therefore a de­
cision o f the constitutionality o f 
said act in unnecessary to a decis­
ion o f the cnee.

Chief Justice Fisher, the writer 
o f the opinion, expresses hia belief 
that the act o f 1899 in constitution­
al, while Associate Justice Key 
withholds any expression on the 
point The oourt adheres to that 
part o f  its former decision holding 
unconstitutional the acts o f  1889 
and 1896, and also decides against 
the state on questions o f fact

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To Add to Utah'* Domain.
The bill which has just been in­

troduced in congress to aooex to 
the state o f Utah all that part of 
tha territory o f Arizona which te 
north and west of the Colorado 
river is likely to result in a warm 
diarnssion, if the bill should come 
up for action at all. The country 
felt very kindly toward Utah for 
the four or five yean previous to 
1896, when that state elected the 
polygamist Roberts to congress 
It was believed until that time 
that the promises o f the Mormon 
leaders to drop polygamy had been 
kept, but Roberts' election, when 
his domestic status was well known 
to every one in his state, shook 
the country's faith, to a consider 
able degree, in the sincerity of the 
pledges o f the Mormon chiefs.

However, the country will b* 
glad to let bygones be bygones if 
it learns now from any reliable 
source that polygamy has at teat 
been permanently and honestly 
abandoned. Charges have recent 
ly been made by missionaries on 
the ground that the institution was 
still alive, and though these aocu 
setioos have been denied by some 
o f the leading spirits in the Mor 
tnon churoh, the country is inclin 
ed to be distrustful. I f  the aocu 
nations be disproved then the peo­
ple o f the United States will fee 
that Utah te a creditable member 
of the council o f states. Any fa 
vors which she asks for then will 
get respectful attention from the 
country.

When tho bill for the erection ef 
Utah into a state was pending 
there was a strong desire among 
many persons to annex Utah to 
Nevada, which is something that 
the Nevadans, it is believed, would 
have consented to, in order to re­
duce the burden o f keeping up a 
state government. This, o f course, 
would have given an immediate 
preponderance to the Utah end of 
the coalition, and would have been 
practically the same as the annexa­
tion o f Nevada to Utah. The 
country would consent to the an­
nexation o f the little triangle in 
northwestern Ariaona, which the 
Utahan* ask for, provided it can 
be leed to believe that that people 
are carrying out their antipolyg­
amy pledges in good faith.—S t

I make this 
statement and I believe 1 speak 
advisedly when I say that the New 
York World had more editorial 
influence with 20,000 circulation 
with Mauton Marble as it* editor 
than it has now with half a mil­
lion circulation and a score o f edi­
tors whose identity never reaches 
beyond the pay roll Saturday 
night, and practically the aame 
oould be said o f the New York 
Tribune, the Naw York Times, 
The Post, The Herald and o f every 
daily paper published in the city 
of Chicago today.

And here is where the country 
editor must be looked to for the 
perpetuity of the honor o f the 
newspaper profession. The coun­
try with its pure air produce* not 
only all that which sustains men, 
but it likewise produces men, and 
it broadens mankind in general, 
while the cities, the congested cen­
ters o f population, burn and con­
sume. The atmosphere in the 
cities is not healthy either from a 
moral or physical standpoint, and 
the rural districts must be looked 
to to furnish the physical and 
moral stamina o f the nation, and 
the country editors must finally be 
depended upon to formulate and 
control the editorial morale o f the 
newspapers o f America.

By tho foregoing remarks it 
must not be infered that I would 
rob the great metropolitan papers 
of the honor which properly be­
longs to them. 1 would not if  1 
could, and I could not if I so de­
sired. There is much good in 
them. There is nothing that can 
destroy them, and their destruc­
tion, if it comes at all, will come 
from themselves should they 
from the high plane which tl 
now occupy to the lower plane 
of journalism.—Springfield Regis­
ter.

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BIG MILL AND NEW TOWN.

The Local Editor Takes Two Days Off and
Visits Kennard.

In company with that whole- 
souled, good fellow, Mr. John 
Sheridan, the local editor took two 
days off since last issue and visited 
the Keonard mills o f the Louisiana 
and Texas lumber company near 
Coltharp. In mentioning the trip 
he will refer to himself as “ we” 
all the way through, so that, if hit 
statements are doubted, he can 
briog Mr. Sheridan in to help bear 
the brunt of the doubt. We left 
Crockett in the early morning and 
drove to Mr. Cicero DuPuy’s for 
dinner. -O n  our way oat we 
passed the site o f the old town of 
Randolph, where once stood a 
flourishing village that formed an

mail from this office. Miss Njc- 
Tsvish, a daughter o f A. McTav- 
isb, bud agent for the lumber 
company, tnd Frank Hill, Jr., 
formerly o f Crockett, are in charge 
of the offioe.

important part in the early history grade runs between his place and
of the county. It makes one sad 
to pass these old places. We are 
told that here, where now stands 
a magnificent forest, beautiful in 
lb  green foliage o f spring and 
resonant with the voioes of many 
birds, was once a hotel, store 
buildings, saloons, professional 
men's offices, churches and resi­
dences. We believe it was the 
lamented Dr. Denny who once 
practiced medicine here. There 
are no signs except heaps where a 
few chimneys fell, boles where 
there were well* and other exca­
vations, and a few old oaks tower­
ing above a younger growth.

After listening 
to a thrilling account o f n murder 
committed during the early days 
of thb pioneer town, we urge our 
horses onward to other scenes and 
old Randolph is soon forgotten tn 
the knowledge o f the fact that we 
are nearing Keonard proper. We

Mr. A. J. McLemore’s, but on 
the latter’s land, and around the 
south ride o f the hill southwest of 
Mr. DuPuy’s. We leave Mr. 
DuPuy’s and pass between his and 
Mr. McLemore’s farm* on Cochino 
bayou, where the soil is as rich as 
that o f the Brmnos.

Ar­
riving there we pass first a large 
brick yard on our left, cross the 
creek below the dam, pass the 
mill to our left, then the planers 
on our right and drive to the com­
missary.

They have no lock up at the mill 
and when a man is arrested and 
oan't give bond they give him n 
certain length o f time in which to 
leave. Jap gave os twelve hours 
after we bad assured him we were 
not candidates (candidates are only 
allowed thirty minutes) and to the 
end that we might finish sight-see­
ing in <ihe time specified, started 
out to show us around. We first 
visited the planers, which will be 
in charge o f Pboer Foreman Davis, 
who has only recently returned 
from Japan and Siberia, where he 
was engaged m the same business. 
The planer will have a daily ca­
pacity o f the output o f  the mill, 
which will be 800,000 feet o f lum­
ber. On being asked If thb mill

the lake is not tilling as fast as 
was hojxjd for on aooount o f the 
lack o f rain. They ere sinking the 
seventh well with 12 inch pipe. 
The wells will average about 600 
feet. One well was put down to 
1200 feet, but more water waa 
found at 125 feet than at a greater 
depth. The company has a com­
plete syetern o f waterworks and a 
hose reel for fighting fire. They 
have one o f the beet equipped 
machine shope to be found any­
where. The drying kiln and the 
immense lumber sheds were vis­
ited. The drying kiln is built o f 
bricky We are under obligations 
to VLf. W. H. Carson, general 
manager, Superintendent Love, 
Mr. Solchilder, the boss mechanic, 
and tbe boys at the commissary 
and offices for oonrtesiea ex­
tended. When we say boys we 
include that excellent gentleman, 
Mr. McDowell, in charge of the 
commissary, and who has undez 
him Morrison, Fount Kelly, Jeff 
Kennedy and Dick Windsor, most 
all o f whom are well known in 
Crockett. John Kennedy has 
charge o f the offices and associated 
with him are Ragland, office clerk 
and assistant book keeper; Flem­
ing, time keeper; Fultoo, stenogra­
pher; Jim Asa Smith, lumber 
checker, ami Bradley, the com­
pany's engineer. Albert Smith b  
the engineer’s assistant and Tucker 
Baker has employment in the 
machine shop. The company b  
wiring everything and in a few 
days will light up the whole plant 
by electricity. They will he ready 
to begin sewing in ten days, so we 
are informed by Mr. Carson.

There b  a negro who b  on the 
streets o f Crockett every day who 
ought to be taken up and some­
thing done with him.

He sickens every one he passes 
and b  a constant menace to those 
who frequent oar streets.

in the meantime has given us the 
dodge. Mr. Ratcliff uses over a 
hundred oxen in hauling logs for 
h b  mill and the company takes 
h b  daily out-put right from the

through the big mill, and about 
the only thing we can say o f  it b  
that it is a big thing. It b  too 
big for us to attempt anything 
like a description o f—we never at­
tempt big things. As before
