8T. FRANCIS LEVEE GAVE WAY,

RIVER BREAKS THROUGH.

ROAR CAN BE HEARD FOR MILES

Many Homes in Memphis and the
Territory Adjacent Are Now
Under Water.

Memphis, March 17.—~The St, Fran-
cle levee gave way late this afternoon
at Trice's Landing, Arkansas, twenly
miles north of this city, and tonight
waters of the Mississippl river are
rushing through a three-quarters of a
mile crevasse in the embankment,
with a roar that can be heard for
miles. This is the first bad break
that has been made in the vicinity of
Memphis, but the fact that the water
is still rising at a rapid rate and that
three other points on the Arkansas le-
vee, north. of Memphls, are in a pre-
carious condition leads to the fear
that reports soon will tell of several
other serious crevasses.

The levee at Trice's, which is a
maile from Hollybush, has been threat-
ened since Sunday afternoon. A force
of several hundred men has been do-
ing all in ita power to save the em-
bankments, and it was hoped that the
break could be prevented. These ef-
forts would have been sufficient but
for the unprecedented stage of the riv.
er and the fact that during the past
two days the rise has been more than
ever before.

Gradually the waters crept up the
eide of the levee until only the crown
was above the flood and sacks of
dirt and sand were piled along its
top and temporary embankments of
earth thrown up, the crest being rob-
bed for earth, so pressing was the
need for a barrier against the rising
water,

Sunday night the water was on a
level with the crest of the levee at
Hollybush, and the rise today carried
it over a foot higher, sweeping away
the temporary embankments at Trice's
and tearing the levee ‘jtself from its
foundation, giving a new channel for
the flood, The break was of such ex-
tent that the engineers realized .he
hopelessness of attempting to repair
the breach, and it was abandoned af-
ter the ends of the levee, at elther
side of the crevasse, had been rivetted
sand sacks apd stones to prevent
further cutting away of the embank
ment. The situation in the meantime
dad become critical at three other
points, and tonight it is comnsidered
doubhtful if these places can be held
in the face of the rising flood.

At Pecan Point, Flogeman's Landing
and St. Thomas the flood is abroast of
the crown of the levees, and hundreds
of men at each place are working con
tinually ¢> save the levee.

RUSH OF THE WATERS, |

A Two-Mile Gap Cut in Texas & Pa-
cific Embankment.

Nathez, March 17—The fiftecn-foot
embankment of the Texas and Pacifie
rallroad at Bougere, thirty-five miles
below Vidalia, broke yesterday and a
gap two miles in length was cut by
the river In a few hours. This gap
was followed by g break in the lower
Bougere levee, which lapped the rail-
road embankment oni the south end,
and the water is rumning into and |
filling Bougere swamp. The first |
news of this break was brought here |
by the local mail packet Betsy Alm.l
which arrived up from Bayou Sara
yesterday afterncon. The railroad
embankment had a base of g hun-
dred fret, d was built last year. It
connected\the upper and lower Bou-
gere levees ‘and it was feared it would
give way since the protection levee
washed out last week. The ends of
the break will be sacked to prevent
further caving in of the levee. This
part of the Texas and Pacific s all
new, being the division which is to
connect with the New Orleans and
Northwestern of the Missourli Pacific,
or Gould system. The connection
was teo have been completed in thirty
days, when the high water put a stop
to the work. Thus far the raliroad
is the greatest sufferer from this
break.
