case of Jim Carter, from Harris,
given twenty-five years for erimi

nal assanlt. The court today hel

that a qualified juror must be a
qualified voter, and therefore must

have paid his poll tax.

Carter had exhausted his fifteen

peremptory challenges in the se-
lection of the jury which

he had challenged because they

had not paid their poll tax. The

court overruled the challenges,
them peremptorily. Y. W. Me
Neal was brought forward and ae-
cepted by the State, but perempt-
orily challenged by Carter. The
court refused to sustain Carter’s
challenge of MeNeal, ruling that
he had exhaunsted his challenges,
though three of same bad acknow!
edged that they had not paid their
poll tax. The court reverses the
trial court on that point,

Judge Henderson wrote the
opinion of the Court of Crimiual
Appeals banded down to-day, and
on the gquestions says:

““Defendant excepted to the ac-
tion of the court with reference to
not allowing him to challenge for
cause said other three jurors, who
showed that they bad not paid
their poll tax; and also excepted to
the action of the court refusing to
extend his challenges so that he
might challenge the juror McNeal.
This brings before us for construe-
tion the recent constitutionsl
amendment, commonly called the
poll tax amendment to the Consti-
tution, which was adopted at the
last general election, and by its
terms is made self-enactiog, with-
out the necessity of further legis-
lation.  Article 673, Code of
Criminal Procedure, makes the
fact that one 15 not a qualified vo-
ter in the State and county under
the Constitution and laws of this
State a cause for challenge. The
amendment to the Constitution
above referred to makes the pay-
ment of a poll tax before the Ist
of February of each year a neces-
sary prerequisite to the right to
vote. - Consequently when the
three jurors before mentioned
were presented to appellant they
were shown not to be qualified vo-
ters, and accordingly were not
qualified jurors; and this fact con-
stitutes a ground of challenge for
cause. The action of the court

deprived appellant of this right,
and the juror, McNeal, was forced
upon defendant without his con-
sent, We hold, under the our-
comstances, that it was not com-
petent for the court to deprive ap-
pellant of his peremptory chal-
