Partitions, Pens and Roosting Quar-
ters Iin Their Places—Removable
Nests One of the Chief Features of
the Layout—--The Best Netting.

The
two women were found afterwards
clasped In ecach other's arms, and
Bourne’s 4-year-old child, erying be-
tween them.
