Cecelia
Loftus and Fay Templeton each had
an “imitation of Dan Daly” in their
repertoires His automatic move-
ments and tne peculiarly slow
and measured tones of his voice won

him fame.

When he was a boy, his biothers,
Tom and Robert, were already on the
stage, and they gave him a small part
in “Vacation,” in which he was very
successful. He - did better in “Up-
Down' and better still in “The
City Directory.” Under George W.
lederer's management he played ino-

Belle of New York,” in which he won
his greatest success here and in Lon-
