Hampstead, Texas, April IS.-6— News 
was received here Oundty that E. T 
Pinckney, brother of Congressman J. 
M PIncknt-y, had lie* n murdered near 
Sunny 8ide by unknown colored as­
sailants. Soon afterwards Sheriff 
Lipscomb, who was In the vicinity nt 
the time of the killing, arrived with 
Mr,. Pinckney's remains, having re 
moved them to his huggy unassisted 
from the spot where he was killed and 
wta lying unattended, and driving to 
Hempstead alone. The killing seem* 
to have grown Indirectly out of trouble 
which George Groce, who lived'In the 
community In which tbe trouble oc­
curred, had, a year or so ago, lu 
which he wc.s shot In the shoulder by 
a negro. The mother of th« negro who 
shot Groce was buried near the stew* 
of tha killing Sunday, and for this rea- 
aon tbe negro, who bad left this part 
of tbe country, was present. Mr. Groc«. 
wa* within twenty steps of Pinckney 
when he fell and was .Bred at several

distance by the negroes who shot 
Pinckney, and who were shooting at 
me. 1 shot twice at two negroes who 
appeared on my left and ahead of mo. 
And who tried to head me off I under­
stand tditt 1 hit them Ivoth Neither 
Pinckney tor myself had any idead 
that there was anybody in the church 
house "

FINANCE COMMITTEE REPORT.

To the Hon. John Young Gooch, 
District Judge:

The committee appointed by 
your honor to examine the finan 
oea of the county herewith submit 
our report as follows:

W e began our labors in the 
office of the county clerk. W e
find that he does not keep the 
finance ledger in a condition that 
will convey any idea of the finan­
cial affairs of the county as the law 
requires, although the commis­
sioners’ court continues to allow 
him 9100 per annum for the per­
formance of this servince. He 
says that it is impossible for him 
to keep the ledger in a better con­
dition unless the other officers 
make the reports required of 
them by law, but if this is the case 
he should not be allowed pay for 
keeping said ledger.

The eat ray book shows a num­
ber of animals on which the time 
for keeping them has expired and 
they should be sold.

A ll tbe justices of the peace 
have submitted their criminal 
dockets for examination in pre 
cincts Noe. 2 and 3, and we have 
found that all moneys due the 
oounty collected by them has been 
paid to the treasurer.

Iu precinct No. 5 the 
shows several casespending which 
should be disposed of, and seven 
convictions in cases where tbe par 
ties arc still allowed to run at 
targe, with tbe fines uncollected. 
In precincts Nos. 5 and 7 the 
dockets show some fines assessed 
as low as one cent. We believe 
that, as tbe county furnishes the 
justices all the necessary station 
ery, etc., that it would be to tbe 
interest of the county and right 
that the lowest fine assessed by 
the justices be one dollar.

There are several county con­
vict tx>nds past due and tbe com­
missioners’ court has instructed 
the county attorney to bring suit 
on sll bonds past due.

Bonds Noa. 2342 for <1, 2286 
for $25 and 2261 for $10 are not 
in the hands of the county judge 
nor the county clerk and have not 
been collected.

All ferry license due have been 
paid except two.

W e have examined the books of 
the county treasurer and find the 
amount to his credit in the fcirst 
National bank that the books show 
should be on band.

[The 1 tala nee of tbe finance com­
mittee’s report is taken up with 
l«>ng and tedious statistical tables 
showing tbe county’s financial con­
dition. which we are compelled to 
omit for want of space. Tbe 
county’s financial affairs are some­
what improved over those of three
