What you do when you speak to a
friend is to throw the air into vibra-
tion.

The flaps which are stuck on to each
side of the head are the outer ears. Be-
sides these there are the middle ears
and the inuer ears, all of which lie in
cavities in the bones of the head.

These latter are really the middle
ears.

Imagine, if you can—but you nev.
éan—-a mighty cleft in the level eart

a third of a mile wide, its brinks shu
precipitous, reaching over 1,200 fe
downward, sometimes almost perpen
dicular, sometimes banked with huge
heaps of talus or buttressed with spin
dling pinnacles and towers often sur-
mounted with eagle nests, and all
painted, glowing with the richest color
~vast patches of yellow and orange,
streakings of red snd blue, with here
a towering abutment of red and there
another all of yellow.

Much Damage Done—Small Crafts
and Land Property Injured.

New Yourk, September 15.—A
number of lives were lost, much

property damaged and several
ships were wrecked in a storm
which swept up the Atlantic coast
last night and today.
It was one of the fiercest Sep-
tember storms on record, thunder
and lightning adding terror to a
howling gale which hurled drench-
ing sheets of rain over sea and
land. Tomght the telegraphic re-
ports say that the storm has swept
out into the ocean. -
The greatest loss of life was
negr Wilmington, Del. The tug
Israel W. Durbam, with a crew of
six men and four other men, em-
ployes of the American Dredging
compavy, was swamped in the
Delaware river early today during
the height of the storm. Kight
out of ten persons on the little
craft were drowned.
From further down the coast, at
Jacksonville, comes the report
that five men were drowned off
Charleston.
New York suffered compara-
tively little. The wind and rain
and the thunder and lightaing
were terrific, but little actual
damage was done. Nineteen coal
barges went adrift in the bay and
tonight their wreckage strews the
shore from the Battery to the
Narrows, but no lives were lost.
