BIG PEACH ORCHARD

May Be Planted in Houston County
by J. A. Taylor.

<pecial to Houston Post

Crockett, Texas, May 19.—Mr.
J. A. Taylor, the noted peach
grower of Oklahoma and Indian
Territories, was in this section to-
day and is very highly pleased
with the soil and location of
Houston county for fruit and
truck growing.

Mr. Taylor is looking over the
State for the best location for a
large commercial peach orchard,
and, from what he has seen of
this section, thinks he may decide
to locate an orchard here. He
has large orchards in Oklaboma
and Indian Territories and also
in Jasper and Camp counties 1n
this State. He 1s of the opinion
that peaches should ripen bere
from five to seven days earlier
than the Jacksonville distriot,
which would mean a bhandsome

price for almost the entire crop|
it takes |

of this country, since
about ten days only to market the
entire crop of Elbertas, so that
all Elbertas would be moved from
here before the Jacksonville
peaches were ready for shipment.
The same proposition will hold
good with tomatoes and other
crops of this character.

Mr. Taylor 1s also interested in
the export business in peaches,
baving made the first shipment
two years ago from Oklahoma
that sold for $6 per bushel in
Liverpool and London, and they
were not as hoe, by sny means, as
East Texas peaches. As there are
no peaches grown in England ex-
cept under giass, and very Iew
grown in Europe, which are of a
inferior quality, there is a vast
market for the fancy and delicious
Elbertas. Mr. Taylor 18 arrang-
ing to export a few cars of these
East Texas Elbertas this year and
will make one shipment through
Galveston. He predicts in less
than five years trainloads of East
Texas Elbertas will go through
(GGalveston for export. Mr. Tay-
lor is distributing agent for the
Texas Fruit and Producers’ ex-
change and will have the distri-
bution of over 2000 cars of toma-
toes, potatoes, peaches, etc., from
Texas and the Indian Territory,
and after this week will bhave his
office in St. Louis where he will
have charge of all the cars of
fruit or vegetables belonging to
members of the exchange. Un-

NELSON CASE AFFIRMED.

Conviction Was Had in Trinity
County and the Case Was a
Celebrated One.

Austin, Texas, May 17.—The
case of Henry Nelson, affirmed to-
day, is rather a celebrated one in
tern Texas. Nelson was first
tried for the murder of Bob
Alexander in Houston county, and
was acquitted. Then he was tried
for the killing of Mrs. Alexander,
who was alleged to have handed
her husband a gun with which the -
trouble was begun, and was con-
victed and given five years. Nel-
son was a physican of some prom-
inence. His brothers are charg-

in the killing of Alexander and
his wife. The case was tried in
Trinity county on a change of
venue from Crockett. Nelson is
in jail at Palestine.

Dr. Nelson’s Case Reversed.

In the Post of May 18 it was
stated that the court of criminal
appeals had affirmed the case of
Henry Nelson, from Trinity coun-
ty, wherein 1t should have been
said that the case had been re-
versed and remanded, as plainly
stated 1n the proceedings of the
court given below. There was no
intention of doing any injustice to
Dr. Nelson and the mistake is
greatly regretted. At the timeof
the conviction there was much
surprise expressed as the defense
offered testimony to show that the
killing of Mrs. Alexander was
purely accidental and this was the
view generally taken at the time,

Courigr:—An article oppos-
ing the office of county superin:
tendent appeared in your paper
May 4, written from Coltharp
and signed by “‘A Subscriber.”

superintendent absolutely free of
cost to the school funds. This is
bardly possible for our county
judge to accomplish as that
officer is already over-burdened
with other duties and has not the
time to devote to the duties of the
superintendent that it demands.
Another argument is as follows:
**The difference between what
the county judge gets and what
the supervisor would have to be

the school fund of the county,
and the worst of it all 1s, would
come out of the community
schools, which would cut down
the time of running these schools,
as the district schools woull not
be effected as far as contributing
any of these funds to pay this sa-
pervisor.”

Granting for argument sake
that it would ‘‘cost” something,
the independent districts are the
only schools of the county that
would be exempt from their pro-
rata of this ‘“‘cost.” There are
over 6000 scholastic pupils m
Houston county outside of inde-
pendent districts. The judge’s
exofficio salary is $600 per year.
The maxim salary for a
regular superintendent is $1200.
The difference is $600, which
would be deducted from the
$39,300 that go to these 6000 chil-
dren of the communities and com-
mon school districts.  $600
divided by 6000 is about 10cts
each. Would this break up any
school! Again, according to the
enrollment of our county there are
about 3400 white children includ-
ed in this 6000. So the white
schools would expend about $340
for a superintendent per year.

These reports of the state su-
perintendents referred to above
state that the average length of
the free school term is actually
several days longer in those coun-
ties having a regular superinten-
dent than those having not this
officer. So much for the ‘‘cost”
of this new office. In view of
these facts and a great many
others that we could state,
we confidently believe and ex-
pect that this office will be created
in a short while.
