I said to him: “ Uncle, what makes 
• he bogs «o fat here?" and he said: 
•‘ Why them white folks feeds 
them on cotton seed.”

They been feeding cot­
ton seed for five years and they 
don’t die here.”

IN FARMERS’ AID.
SECRETARY W IL80V RENDERS 

REPORT FOR EIOHT YEARS

FARMS INCREASING IN VALUE.
The Department Hat Organized a Di- 

vit on to Teat Road Materials. 
Highway Engineering.

Washington, Nov. 27.—Tho Secre­
tary of Agriculture saya that it is la 
the higheat degree gratifying to pre­
sent evidence of the unprecedented 
prosperity which has In recent years 
rewarded the diligence of tht farmer 
and the efforts of his department. A 
year of unequaled prosperity has been 
added to the most remarkable senes 
of ttimllar years that has come u  the 
farmers ot this country. Karin crops 
have never before been harvested nt 
such a high general level of produc- 
ductlon and value Corn has reached 
Its highest production, over 2,700,000,- 
000 bushels, of a total estimated value 
o f $1,216,000,000 Hay comet aecond, 
with a value of $605,000,000. Cotton 
Is expected to yield $575,000,000. The 
abort wheat crop of last year la fol­
lowed by one ot 681.000,000 bushels, 
and Its value, $525,000,000, overtops 
the highest value ever before reached. 
While only one crop—corn—reached 
It* highest production this year, four 
crops—corn, hay, wheat and r.ce— 
reached their highest value.

No crop but corn produces the In 
come that the dairy cow does. The 
estimate ot the dairy products for 19o5 
reaches #665.000,000. The farmer's 
hen competes for precedence with 
wheat, poultry products aggregating 
half a billion dollars In value.

-And yet," says the Secretary, "the 
•tory Is not done." The wealth pro­
duction on farms In 1006 has reached 
the flight'-1 amount ever attained by 
the farmer of this or any other coun 
try. *a stupendous aggregate cf re­
sult* of brain and muscle and ma 
chine." amounting in value to $6,415. 
•00.000. an excess over lsat year of 
$25G.0oo.oW The wealth produced on 
farm* In 19r*5 exceeds that of ISK'I by 
4 per cent, that of I9t)3 by 8 per cent 
and that shown by the census figures 
for lt>9’.» by 26 per cent Should there 
he no re'apse from this present posi­
tion as a wealth producer, three years 
hence the farmer will find that the 
farming element, about 35 per cent cf 
the population, has produced tin 
amount of wealth within ten years 
equal to one half of the entire National 
wealth produced tn three centuries.

The value ot horses ami muies uu 
farms exceeded last winter $1,412,000.- 
000. Milch cows are advancing in 
numt>ers and arc worth #182,000,000 
The value of all other rattle la esti­
mated at 9002.000,000. Sheep are de­
clining in number and total value, 
while swine maintain their previous 
position, and are valued at over $283,- 
000,000 In the aggregate, the value of 
farm animals of all sorts has Increased 
over that given In the census of 1900 
by 9 per cent.

During the U»t fiscal year, export­
ed domestic farm products were val 
tied at $827,000,000 This Is below 
the annual average for the five years 
preceding, and the relative position 
of farm produrts In domestic ex port .c 
Is a declining cue on account cf the 
gain In export* of manufacture*. Nev­
ertheless. during the last sixteen yevri 
the domestic export of farm products 
have amounted to $ 12,000.000,000, or 
$1,000,000,000 more than enough to 
buy ali the railroads of the country at 
their commercial value, and this with 
the mere surplus for which there was 
co demand at home. During these 
sixteen years the farmer has secured 
a balance of $5,635,000,000 to himself, 
out of which he has offset an adverse 
balance of $543,000,000 In the foreign 
trade In non-agrlcultural products, 
turning over to the nation from his ac­
count with other nations $5,092,000,000 
The exports of forest products were 
161,000.000.

Company with Capital of 91,000,000 te 
Develop the Crowley Country.

„ Crowley, La., Nov. 27.—J. Franklin 
Schell, the promoter of tho great pro­
posed Schell Irrigation canal to tra­
verse the parishese of Arcadia and St. 
Landry and to connect this section 
with the Atchafalya. was In the city 
Saturday and brought with him the 
pleasing Intelligence that the Union 
Rice & Irrigation Company has been 
re-organized with a capital stock of 
$1,6(>0,000. Mr. Schell says that actual 
work on the proposed canal will be­
gin early in the summer, and ttyat the 
backing the company now possesses 
positively assures its completion. Mr. 
Schell still has a great amount of work 
to do in completing the organization 
of this great company, as the stock­
holders are residents of many states. 
The company owns a number of large 
tracts of virgin land In both St. Lan­
dry and Acadia, which they will nat­
urally develop by the new canal. Th* 
canal will be started at Washington, 
La., tn St. Landry Parish. The Union 
Rice & Irrigation Company have al­
ready secured the right of way. cover­
ing a distance of over thirty miles, but 
It Is not expected^that the entire ca­
nal will he completed this coming 
summer, as work-th auch an undertak­
ing la a great <lme cosumer. It Is 
said by Mr Schell, however, that the 
canal will have peewf^ssed sufficient­
ly by next fall to water over 25,000 
acres of virgin soil. The proposed ca­
nal Is locked upon by the people of 
this section as a God send, as It will 
unquestionably open up a large tract 
of land that has long remained unde­
veloped because of the leek of trans­
portation and Irrigation facilities. Mr. 
8chell returned to his home tn Ope­
lousas yesterday, where he will remain 
a few days prior to leaving for the 
North, where he goea to confer with 
other stockholder* in the big enter­
prise. He will return home In about 
thirty days and again resume opera­
tions tn this territory.

staple. A local organization was 
formed with Dr. S. T. Beasley 
president, Chas. Turner vice 
president and J. E. Downes sec­
retary. A membership of twenty- 
five was enrolled. It w illbetheob- 
ject of the local organization to in­
duce every community in the coun­
ty to join an l thus effect a county 
organization. The Courier is glad 
to see the interest that is being 
taken and fullv appreciates the 
importance of the movement.

Thanksgiving proclamation to 
which the Echo alludes. The 
request was for a proclamation 
setting apart a special day of 
prayer and thanksgiving for tbe 
escape of President Garfield from 
death by the assassin's bullet. 
The request was made by Gov­
ernor Foster of Ohio. Governor 
Roberts declined to secede to tbe 
request for the reasons briefly 
mentioned above by the Echo, 
and, as the latter states, was 
unmercifully excoriated by preach­
ers throughout the land for his 
adherence to what he conceived 
to be a fundamental principle of 
government. In a district con­
ference of the Methodist church 
held in this State about the lime, 
the writer heard a warm discus­
sion over the adoption of resolu­
tions condemnatory of Governor 
Roberts' action in refusing to is­
sue the requested proclamation. 
Only one preacher upposed the 
adoption of tbe resolutions and by 
a strange coincidence his name 
was Foster and he had formerly 
been a resident of Ohio. With 
tbe exception of Governor Rob­
erts, the governors of the various 
States issued proclamations as 
requested and thanksgiving ser­
vices were held.
