Washington— .i»i>an ha* decided to 
make an Investigation into the killing 
of the Japanese poachers and to have 
representatives present at the trial of 
those who were captured in Alaska 
before It takes auy steps In the direc­
tion of settling the matter.

The Japanese government Is not 
welt pleased over the killing of its 
subjects, snd it has ignored the de­
partment of state, which notified it 
that Its subjects had been killed by 
the Alaskan police force while raid­
ing the seal rookeries. It Is now prob­
able that the Japaneses government 
will make a claim for indemnity.

This Investigation wilt be made by 
(he Japanese embassy at Washington. 
It has commissioned Mas&nal Haul 
hara, the second sec ret ay of the em­
bassy, to proreeu to Alaska to make 
tha Investigation and to be present 
at the trial of the prisoners, who will 
be arraigned at Valdes. Alaska Mr. 
Hanlhara will leave Wednesday, and 
on his way west will stop at Chicago 
to have a conference with Solicitor 
Sima, of the department of commerce 
and labor, who made the investigation 
of the seal question and reported to 
Secretary Metcalf the killing of the 
Jaianese.

North Dakota Solves tha Adulteration
Problem.

North Dakota seems to have found 
the key to the question. How shall 
we protect tha people from frauds In 
manufactured products'" A new law 
has recently gone into effect designed 
to make It impossible to deceive peo­
ple into buying inferior and adulter­
ated paint under the impression that 
they are getting real paint, vis., pure 
white lead and linseed oil.

The North Dakota lawmakers did 
not attempt to absolutely prohibit the 
inferior pigments, or mixtures of 
pigments They adopted the slogan. 
"Let t&e label tell." and then left to 
the people to buy whichever they 

lahed.
I ’nder this plan, If any one wishes 

to buy a mixture of rock dust, ground 
quarts and other cheap elements 
which are found in many paiuts and 
so-called "white leads," no one can 
object; for they do it with their eves 
open. Hut if they prefer genuine 
white lead and linseed oil. they can 
be sure of getting it, for none but 
the genuine article can bear a label 
which says “pure white lead."

In all other States mixtures are of 
ten sold as pure white lead which 
contain little — sometimes no — real 
white lead.

It would seem that were this same 
principle applied to food, beverages 
and all other prejtared articles, where 
deception Is practiced upon the buy­
er, the question would be solved. It 
would leave us free to buy what we 
pleased, but would protect ua from 
unwittingly buying what we did not 
want.

Corporation! Have No Natural Rights.

A corporation differs front a human be ­
ing in that it haa no natural rights, and  
as all of its rights are derived from tho 
statutes. It can be limited or restrained  
according as the public welfare may re ­
quire. The control which congress has 
over Interstate commerce is complete, 
and If congress can prevent the transpor­
tation of a lottery ticket through the 
mails, by the 'express  companies, or by 
freight. It can certainly forbid the use 
of the malls, the ra ilways and the tele­
graphs to any corporation which is en- 
d*-n voting to monopolize an article of 
commerce, and no patty can long be cred­
ited with sincerity If It condemns the 
trusts with words ohlv and then per­
mits the trusts to employ ail the instru­
mentalities of interstate commerce in the 
carrying out Its nefarious plans Ii Is 
far easier to prevent a monopoly than 
to watch It and punish It. and this pre ­
vention can be accomplished In a p rac­
tical way by refusing a lleense to any 
corporation which controls more than a  
certain proportion of the total products— 
this proportion to be arbitrarily fixed at 
a point which will give free operation to 
competition.

T H E  T A R IF F  Q U E S T IO N .

Closely Allied W ith  Trust Question.
T h e  ta r i f f  question lx ve ry  c lose ly  a l ­

lied to the trust question, nnd the r e ­
duction o f  the ta r i f f  furn ishes an easy 
m eans o f  l im it ing  the ex to r t ion  wh ich 
the trusts  can pract ice .  W h i le  absolute  
free  trade would not necessari ly  m ake  a 
trust Impossible, sti ll It la p rooao le  that 
ve ry  f e w  m an u fac tu r in g  estab lishm en ts  
would dare  to en te r  Into the trust o f  the 
pres ident w ere  em pow ered  to put on the 
f re e  list a r t ic les  com pet in g  w ith  those 
con tro l led  by a trust. W h i le  I shall take  
occas ion  at an ear ly  day  to  consider the 
ta r i f f  question m ore  at length. I can not 
perm it th is oppor tu n ity  to  pass w ith ou t  
exp ress in g  the op in ion that the p r in c i­
ple em podled  In the p ro te c t iv e  ta r i f f  has 
been the f ru it fu l  source o r  a g rea t  deal 
o f  po l it ica l corruption, as well as the 
support o f  m any o f  our most in iqu itous 
trusts. It Is d ifficult to  condemn the 
m anu fac tu re rs  fo r  un iting to tnke a d v a n ­
tage  o f  h high ta r i f f  schedule, when ths 
schedule lx f ram ed  on the theory  that the 
industr ies  need all ths p ro te c . lon  g iven ,  
and It Is not l ike ly  that the  bene llc iar les  
o f  thes-* schedules w i l l  consent to be r e ­
fo rm ed  by Its friends.
