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AN ADDRESS

To All Interested in the Welfare
of the Cotton Industry.

By the Execative Committee of the
Texas Division of the Southern
Cotton Association.

We desire briefly to call the at-
tention of all friends of the cotton
industry to the aims of the South-
ern Cotton Association, to the
end that united action may be
taken in support of the movement
for a better market system for
cotton

The first duty of the Southern
Cotton Associstion, us we see it,
is to secufe to the growers a fair
and stable price for their cotton,
apon which in such large degree

our prosperity depends, and
which in material interest affects|
the whole country by its cxports
influence upon our balance of |
trade with the world at large.

Embodied in the plans of our
association for the accomplishment
of the work as briefly outlined
above are:

The eduocation of our cotton
growing farmers in the knowledge
that cotton has, uader present
conditions, a reasonable intrinsic
value of about eleven cents per
pound, and their eancouragement
to hold their cotton in safe shelter
st home, or in warehouse, when
the price offered 1s below a rea-
sonable minimum to be governed
by size of the crop and other con-
ditions legitimately affecting val-
ues. i
To encourage the establishment
of a warchouse system in the
South by which cotton, properly
baled, graded and insured, may
be held pending sale without dam-
age as heretofore by exposure to
weather,

To promote, by every legitimate
means, the increased consumption
of cotton, as well as the develop-
ment of cotlon manufacturing, es-

pecially in the South.
~ To combat the present system
of dealing in fotures, by which
suddenand violent fluctuation in
price is caused, resulting in loss to
the farmers and demoralization to
all our business interests.

To encourage our farmers to di-
versify their crops, thereby en-
‘abling them the better to adopt the
new system of gradual marketing
of their cotton.

To foster and promote increased
friendly and co-operative relations
between our farming and business
interests for the social and mate-
rial wetare of both. Along this
line it is most gratifying to ob.
servo the growing tendency of the
Farmers’ Union and the Southern
Cotton Association to work in bar-
mony for reasonable and more
stable values for the South’s great

While the mml increase in
mnp&-d mm:-t-
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ing more obvious from
year.

We issue this address in the
confident ‘hope that we may enlist
in the great work in hand the ac
tive moral and material snpport of
all who realize the importance of
its bearing upon the industrial and
commercial interests of our coun-
try, and particularly of the South,
where cotton employs so much of
labor and is so vitally interwoved
with all our business interests.

We poiot with pride to the fact
that for two years, and in spite of
a powerful bear influence, about
twenty-five million bales of cotton
bave heen sold at about ten cents
per pound, and that at this writ
ing, mddling cotton is selling
around eleven cents per pound,
with the farmers showwmng in-
creased tendency to sell only when
they get their price, a thing un
precedented in the history of the
cotton industry.

And while we justly and cheer- |
fully divide credit for these re
{sults with the Farmers’' Union,
the ieadership as well as the rank |
{and file of that giant young or-|
ganization as justly and cheerfully
give to the Southern Cotton Asso-
ciation due credit for the power-
ful part it has performed in the
sccomplishment of so glorious a
purpose.

In conclusion, the work of the
association is in the hands of re-
liable men who carry into it ener-
gy, character and conscience, un-
der a business system by which
every dollar collected to carry it
on will be legitimately expended
and duly accounted for. There-
fore us the work of the associa-
tion in the past two years has
shown tangible results, coming to
be widely understood and appre-
ciated, it is with the utmost con-
fidence that we appeal to the peo-
ple of Texas to respond liberally
when called upon to place the
Texas Division of the Soathern
Cotton Association upon a fair
financial footing, to the end that
its work for the present year may
prove even more effective.
