They have their|
offices in Dallas and are directing!
the river improvements in Texas |
from that point. Mr. R. B. Gil-|
ette is the engineer in charge of |
the surveving corps pow at work |
t the site of the lock and dam, |
wd the ** Frank P. Holland” fur- |
nishes quarters for him and his
assistants. The party of officials
and citizens from Crockett last
week were entertained aboard this
boat. A sumptuous dinner was
served aboard the boat and a ride
taken up and down the river. In
this the fond dreams of Col. Cow-
art were realized. The Colonel
has long dreamed of Trinity navi-
gation and to find himself aboard a
steamer plying up and down the
stream was the realization of his
fondest hopes. Colonel Cowart,
whose cheerful persistence and his
unshaken confidence must excite
universal admiration, proposes to
at an early day ride from Dallas
to Galveston and back, stopping
along the bhorders of Houston
county to pick up cotton, railrqad

\

ties, lumber, ete.; both coming
and goinf. '
Capt. Edrington sa%s the great

est obstacles that he has had to
contend with so tar are the drifts.
Sometimes as much as a thousand
pounds of d{'nnmlu\ are used to de-
stroy these drifts, which are formed
by a tangled mass ot trees and logs
in the river.

The lock and dam will be puc in
just below Hurricane shoals, for
which purpose the river is now
being surveyed by Engineer Gil-
lette. Capts. Wooten and Smead
and Congressman Gregg inspected
the site last week and pronounced
it highly satisfactory. The work
will now proceed to completion
which will be in about eighteen
months. The fall of the river
over these shoals is ten feet. Whale
many other dams will be con-
structed along the river, the one
to be erected here will be the
highest and will raise the water
from seven to eight feet for a
distance of thirty mmles. The cost
of this dam will be $200,000. The
distance from the mouth of the
river to this dam is 270 miles. The

next lock and dam up the river|

will be constructed at Magnolha,
west of Palestine. The distance
from the mouth of the river to
Dallas is 512 miles. Three other
steamers besides the Holland are
now at work on the river.

They will then want
16 cents also and will take steps te
get it.

It Is an outrage that dealers in New
York con in the face of present con-
ditions force down the price of cetton
below 12 cents. If the farmers were
fully organized they could deal di-
rectly with the cotton mllls of New
England and old England, and of
France as well as with our own home
mills, and ieave New Yofk dealers out
of the business altogether. The mills
and the planters could deal more
equitably and the price nxed would be
the real price.—Paris Advocate.
