COMBINE AT PALESTINE.

Charge* That the People of Ander­

son County Are Charged an 

Exorbitant Price.

“ “Palestine, Texas, August 1&—  
The absorbing subject in Palestine 
is the suits brought to-day in the 
district court by the State of 
Texas, by Attorney General Da­
vidson, Jewell P. Liehtfoot, as­
sistant attorney general, and Tom 
J. Harris, district attorney, against 
the Palestine Ice and Gin company 
and the Palestine Electric and Ice 
company and George Peasoney, 
George W. Burkitt, Sr., George 
W. Brfrkitt, Jr., and W. H. 
Hayes.

The papers tiled today contain 
a schedule setting forth the scale 
of prices agreed to and adopted 
by the defendants. The charge is 
that in this agreement competition 
has been eliminated in the manu­
facture and sale of ice, and that 
the citizens of Palestine and An 
derson county are charged an ex 
orbitant price. Defendants are 
further charged with having en­
tered into and having maintained 
an unlawful agreement and under­
standing with divers Other corpo­
rations and individuals engaged m 
the manufacture and sale of ioe m 
Texas by which it is agreed and 
understood that no person, firm 
or corporation engaged in the 
manufacture and sale of ice outside 
of Anderson county will sell ice 
and ship same into said Anderson 
county. Likewise defendants have 
bound thomselves, it iB further 
charged, not to ship ice outside of 
Anderson oounty. The case #will 
be followed with the keenest in­
terest, and, as stated, the people 
are discussing the matter pro and 
con.

Better Stay With Them.
Elmer, Okla., Aug. 3, 1908. 

Editor Courier: .
After some six months’ absence 

from my old home, I have decided 
to write to your valuable paper. 
1 am now living in Jackson ooun­
ty, Okla., which is a part of the 
once famous Greer county. This 
is a beautiful country, with its un­
dulating prairies thickly dotted 
with beautiful houses surrounded 
by nicely growing crops. Corn 
and cotton are the principal crops 
here. Small grain is grown some, 
but not so extensively as formerly. 
The yield this year was light and 
the heavy rains during harvest 
time made it almost an entire loss. 
Cotton, too, suffered much from 
the excessive rain, which made it 
very late, so an early frost would 
cut it off badly. But corn and 
other feed crops are very fine.

This country is developing very 
rapidly. New towns are spring­
ing up and new railroads are being 
built in every direction. But I 
do not think it is a poor roan’s 
country. Land is too high for 
the poor man. People here are 
on the move—some are coming in 
and some are going out—so the 
throb o f discontent seems to be 
about the same here as elsewfiere. 
I am convinced that a few crop 
failures here would turn the tide 
of immigration eastward and 
southward and East Texas would 
soon gain all she has lost in the 
last few years.

Therefore, I would say to those 
who are contemplating moving 
west: If you own your homes, 
better stay with them and content 
yourselves, for a contented mind 
is more valuable than a gold 
“ mind.”  Again, is poor policy 
to run from crop failures. It is 
like dodging from lightning—you 
are as apt to get in danger as to 
get out of it.

I might say more on this point, 
but this is getting lengthy so I 
will close with good wishes for 
the Courier and its many readers.

E*$e«sive Junketings.
Washington, August 10.— If the 

Congressional Monetary Commis­
sion believes in and applies the 
doctrine of publicity in the matter 
of expenditures by officials who 
serve on committee*, commissions 
and other bodies there wiU be 
some highly entertaining, not to 
say sensational, reading for the 
public m the course of a yenV or 
so. ___

The commission is now in Eng­
land, ostensibly for the pur|*os$ 
of studying the financial system 
of Great Britain. About two 
weeks was spent at Narragan*ett 
Pier by the commission in July. 
The commission met there, osten­
sibly for the purpose of studying 
the currency question. Besides, 
Narragansett waa about the cool­
est place on the map. The total 
cost to the government of the ses­
sions of the commission at Nnrra- 
gansett is said to have been in the 
neighborhood o f $14,000. This 
may be exaggerated, but the state­
ment that hills aggregating this 
amount were turned in at the 
treasury is made upon excellent 
authority.

The members of the commission 
did not allow themselves to suffer 
for anything while at Narmgan- 
sett. Some of the senators who 
are members of the commission 
felt that they could not exist in 
comfort at the Pier unless they 
were shaved every morning by 
Louis, one of the negro barbers 
in the Senate barber shop here. 
So Louis was requisitioned and 
taken from Washington to Narra­
gansett, where he operated upon 
senatorial faces until the commis­
sion adjourned to meet m Europe. 
The members of the commission, 
with stern regard for economy for 
public funds, denied themselves 
the luxury of taking a private 
barber along with them and they 
will submit themselves to the ten 
der services o f such tonsorial ar­
tists as are afforded by the Hotel 
Metropole and other English bos* 
telries o f the best class.

the Legislature of the State of 
Texas: That Section 3 o f Article 
7 of the Constitution of the State 
of Texas be so amended as to here­
after read as follows:
. Section 3. One-fourth of the 

revenue derived from the State 
occupation taxes and a poll tax 
of 91 on every male inhabitant 
o f this State between the ages 
of twenty-one and sixty years 
shall be set apart annually for 
the benefit of the public, free 
schools, and in addition thereto, 
there shall be levied and collected 
an annual ad valorem State tax 
of such an amount, not to exceed 
twenty cents on the $100 valuation, 
as with the available school fund 
arising from all other sources, 
will be sufficient to maintain and 
support the public free schools of 
this State for a period o f not less 
than six months in each year, and 
the Legislature may also provide 
for the formation of school 
districts within all or any ctf the 
counties of this State by general 
or special law, without the local 
notice required in other cases of 
special legislation, and may au­
thorise an additional ad valorem 
tax to be levied and- collected 
within-such school districts for 
the further maintenance o f public 
free schools, and the erection and 
equipd$Mit of school buildings 
therein, provided that a majority

Religion, education, politics and 
business are in the hands of men, wl»o 
give to the other sex such quantity 
and quality of each as seem to them 
fitting.

Old Idea of "Ownership” Gone.
In America, however, as Is outlined 

by Mrs. Commander and la observed 
by all observers, tbe old relationship 
of owner and owned Is giving place to 
one of equality and comradeship. Man

true. There are many American hus­
bands who. Instead of exacting self- 
sacrifice of their wives, yield It to the 
fullest measure, men who make a 
fetich of their wives' wishes and 
work unceasingly and uncomplain­
ingly to gratify even their whims. 
And the every day American hus­
band recognizes his wife as a 
person with tastes, desires, ambi­
tions and interests of her own, and 
acknowledges her right to their de­
velopment and gratification. He con­
siders her as a human being, analogous 
to himself.

Women for Clubs and Societisa.
Even the most conservative of Ameri­

can husbands allow their women to 
Join a W. C. T. U., a missionary so­
ciety, or a woman's club. Nor Is 
there objection to the wife turning an 
honest penny in her spare time. She 
may do dressmaking or give music 
lessons In the Intervals of housework. 
It is even generally conceded that she 
may under stress j>f necessity enter 
the Industrial world without prejudice 
of her femininity. The most domestic 
housewife Incurs no disgrace If, hav­
ing n sick husband or being left a 
widow, she w rk for bread.

Herbert Spencer wrote mournful and 
great wordB when he observed- that in 
the history of humanity as written the 
saddest part concerns the treatment of 
women. ‘‘And If we had before us Its 
unwritten history wd should find this 
part still ladder. 1 say the saddest 
because though there have been many 
things more conspicuously dreadful— 
cannibalism, the torturing of prisoners, 
the BfcrificingB of victims to ghosts 
and gods—these have been but occa­
sional; whereas the brutal treatment 
of women has been universal and con­
stant.

“If, looking first at their state of 
subjection during the seml-clvilized, 
we pass to the uncivilized, and observe 
the lives of hardship borne by nearly 
all of them, if we then think what 
must have gone on among those still 
under peoples, who for so many thou­
sands of years roamed over the uncul­
tured earth, we shall Infer that the 
amount of suffering which has boen 
and is borne by women Is utterly be­
yond imagination.

"Utter absence of sympathy made it 
inevitable that women Bhould suffer 
from tbe egoism of men, without any 
limit as to their ability to bear the en­
tailed hardships. Passing this limit, 
the Ul-treatment by rendering the 
women Incapable of rearing a due 
number of children brought about dis­
appearance of the tribe; and we may 
safely assume that multitudes of 
tribes disappeared from this cause, 
leaving behind those in which the ill 
treatment wss less extreme." 

Australian Doss Not Lov* Wife.
In Australia Sir John Lubbock 

found little real affection exists be­
tween husbands and wlvea, and young 
men value a wife principally for her 
service aa a slave; in fact, when asked 
why they are anxious to obtain wlvea. 
their usual reply Is that they may get 
wood, water and food for them and

' * HMf

torture of women. Among the Kaffirs, 
relates Herbert Spencer, besides her 
domestic duties the woman has to per­
form all the hard work; she is her hus­
band's ox, a Kaffir remarked to a 
traveler; she had been bought, he 
argued, and must therefore labor.

Chieftain’s Wife a Complete Slave.
Prof. Ward observes that the com­

plete slavery of woman to man Is 
shown by the account of a Malngary 
chief who had scarcely seated himself 
at his door when his wife came out, 
crawling on her hands and knees till 
she came to him, and then licked his 
feet. All the women in the town Ba- 
luted their husbands In the same man­
ner. Almost everywhere In Africa, re­
ports Letourneau, woman is the prop­
erty of her husband, who has the right 
to use her as a beast of burden, and 
almost always makes her work as he 
does his oxen.

In certain Himalayan regions the 
women are . a veritable merchandise 
which is bought and sold. At the time 
of Fraser’s visit a woman among the 
peasants cost from five to six dollars, 
a sum, “which It. was pleasant to re­
ceive but painful to expend.”

The daughters also are freely sold, 
and the brothers of each family bought 
a common wife whom they rented 
v’ithout hesitation to strangers. In 
New Zealand, according to Moerenbaut 
and Ward, a father or brother, in giv­
ing his daughter or his Bister to her 
future husband, would say: “ If you 
are not satisfied with her, sell her, 
kill her, eat her; you are absolute 
master of her."

Women of Tahiti Half Starved. 
Almost at the origin o f society, 

writes Letourneau woman was sub­
jugated by her companion; we have 
seen her become in succession beast 
ol burden, slave, minor, subject, held 
aloof from a free, active life, often 
maltreated, oppressed, punished with 
fury for acts that her male owner 
would commit with impunity before 
her eyes.

In the Soudan, where the removal of 
clothes is a sign of obeisance, women 
may only come unclothed Into the 
presence of tbe sultan of Melll, and 
even the sultan's daughters must con­
form to this custom. At the court of 
Uganda stark naked, full grown wom­
en are tbe valets. Indeed, throughout 
tbe primitive world women are beasts 
of burden, servants, Blaves.

Not only the wife of the negro, the 
Hindu, and the Heights, but also the 
wife of the present slav of the Balkan 
peninsula and of Russia, Is the mis­
used Blave of her husband, and as the 
result of tbe effort to escape labor, we 
see the unwholesome Interchange of 
wife and child labor in tbe factories 
which would make greater gains from 
the laborer at the expense of wife and 
child.

Indeed. In Its origin tbe family Is 
held to have been “simply an Institu­
tion for the more complete subjugation 
and enslavement of women and chil­
dren, for the subversion of nature's 
method In which the mother Is the 
queqn, dictates who shall be father, 
and guards her offspring by the In­
stinct of maternal affection planted In 
her for that purpose."

Japanese Widows Blacken Teeth.
In India the subjection of women 

has had Its headquarters. The suttee 
or the burning of widows on the 
funeral pyres of their husbands Is not 
yet wholly extinct, although forbidden 
by law; and the remarriage of widows 
is only beginning to be permitted. The 
widow at best leads an isolated ex­
istence, cut off from her natural asso­
ciates, condemned to base foods and a 
life of practical servitude.

In Japan the widow must blacken 
her teeth and shave her eyebrows. 
Throughout the orient women are 
taugbt to address their husbands as 
master or lord, whereas tbe men 
speak to their wives as slaves and 
servants. Tbe oriental proverbs de­
clare that "woman Is like a slipper,

carry whatever property they may 
possess.

The Australian women are treated 
with the utmost brutality, beaten and 
speared in the limbs on tbe most 
trivial provocation.

“Few women will be found upon ex­
amination to be free from frightful 
scars upon the head or the marks of 
spear wounds about tbe body,” says 
he. “I have seen a young woman 
who, from the number of these marks, 
appeared to have been almost riddled 
with spear wounds. If at all good 
looking their position Is. If possible, 
even worse than otherwise."

TO ARRANGE A CORNER 
OP THE UVING ROOM1 * 5

FTRNI8HING the ooraers of a room 
is not so simple a task as it seems.

The important thing to bear in mind 
is that the four corners must harmon­
ize with the rest of the room and with 
one another. If each Is arranged in 
a different way, one general idea 
should be followed. The suggestion 
given in tbe accompanying illustration 
for arribging a corner is an excellent 
one to copy where simplicity and com­
fort are desired. There is no hint of 
stiffness in the arrangement and the 
corner seat Is made to break up that 
abrupt finish so often seen in built-in 
seats.

Instead of the corner seats ending 
like a divan or veranda seat they are 
joined to tall pieces of furniture. On 
the left a high three-cornered cabinet 
is built into the wall at an angle of 
the room and at the other end another 
piece of furniture of different shape 
and height is placed against the ends 
of the corner bench. A window on 
that side breaks up the broad expanse 
of the walls. This window is almost 
square and is hung with stenciled cur­
tains made of the same material as 
tMit covering the corner seat and 
cushions. A serviceable materia) In 
use now for country houses is a 
coarse Oriental grass cloth of rather 
uneven weave and in plain colors. 
Unless a room is quite large figured 
effects do not look well. Where the 
material is repeated in the hangings 
and the rest of the furnishings it 
should be chosen with the utmost 
care. One soon tires of striking col­

ors and designs used lavishly in a
room.

This seat and tbe adjoining book­
cases and cabinets are made of the 
same wood— in this instance a gray 
finished oak with upholstering of dark 
blue grass cloth.

REVENUE CUTTER AT HOUSTON.

DEMONSTRATES PRACTICABILITY 
OF SHIP CANNEL.

Proposed Now to Work for a Channel 
25 or 30 Foot Deep—  Steamship 

Line in Prospect.

Houston. Tex —A great deal o f in­
terest was manifested * Monday in 
Houston in the fact that the govern­
ment revenue cutter Wtndom came 
up Buffalo Bayou and abchored in the 
turning basin a few miles down the 
bayou from the city. It has been re­
ported before that the boat was com­
ing up the bayou before going to Gal­
veston from 8eahrook, and various re­
ports as to the time that she would 
come have been given out. Btlt It was 
definitely stated Saturday that the 
boat would come up On Monday, and 
since that time great Interest has been 
shown in the fact.

The mayor on Saturday Issued a 
proclamation asking all the business 
houses to close at 12 o ’clock and let 
the rest of the day be~« kind of cele­
bration over the fact that Port Hous­
ton had at last secured water deep 
enough to accommodate the Wlndom.

A number o f the business houses, 
acting on the proclamation, closed 
their places of business and went 
down to the turning basin. At 2 o’clock 
in the afternoon a special train left 
the Grand Central Depot for the turn­
ing basin. It was literally loaded down 
with people, all anxious to get a 
glimpse of the wonderful ship channel 
and the Wlndom. A great many oth­
ers went down in carriages and auto­
mobiles, so that In all there were 
perhaps several thousand pople to see 
the boat which announces to the 
world that Houston has a deep water 
port.

Tho Wlndom is 170 feet In length 
and draws about 14 feet o f water. 
There in now In the bayou about 18 
feet of water, so the boat experienced 
no difficulty in ascending the chan­
nel.

EXECUTIVE COMMITTEE PA8SED  
IT UP TO STATE CONVENTION.

Neverthelesa( It will be 
voted for by every delegate who la 
opposed to submission It ho gots tho 
opportunity.

If the paat can be 
taken aa a guide, the Republican party 
will be no obligated by campaign con­
tributions from the beneficiaries of pro­
tection, as to maks that party powerless 
to bring to (he country any material re­
lief from the present tariff burdens.

Why No Railroad Legislation?
For ten years the Interstate Commerce' 

Commission has been asking for an en­
largement of Its powers, that It might 
prevent rebates and discriminations, but 
a Republican senate and a Republican 
house of representatives were unmoved 
by Its entreaties. In 1M0 the Republican 
national convention was urged to Indorse 
the demand for railway legislation, but 
Its platform was silent on the subject. 
Even in MM, the convention gave no 
pledge to remedy these abuaes. When 
the president finally asked for Isgislatlon, 
hs drew his Inspiration from three Demo­
cratic national platforms and he received 
more cordial support from the Democrats 
than from tbs Republicans The Republi­
cans in the senate deliberately defeated 
several amendments offered by Senator 
LaFpllette and supported by the Demo­
crats—amendments embodying legislation 
asked by the Interstate Commerce Com­
mission. On# of these amendments au­
thorised the ascertainment of the val­
ue of railroads. Whig amendment was not 
only defeated by the senate, but it was 
overwhelmingly rejected by the recent 
Republican national convention and the 
RepubHoan candidate has sought to res­
cue his party from ths disastrous results 
of this act by expressing himself. In a 
qualified way. In favor of ascertaining 
the value of the railroads.

Mr. Taft complains of ths over-lssus 
of stocks and bonds of railroads, “ ter 
the unlawful enriching of directors and 
ter the purpose of concentrating the 
control of the railroads under one man­
agement.”  and the complaint is well 
founded. Rut. with a president to point 
out the evil, and a Republican congress 
to correct U, we find nothing done for 
the protection of the public. Why? My 
honorable opponent has, by his confes­
sion, relieved me ef the. necessity of fur­
nishing proof; he admits the condition and 
he can not avoid the logical conclusion 
that must be drawn from tbs admission.

Publicity a• to Campaign Contribu­
tions. ____ _

An effort has been made to secure legis­
lation requiring publicity as to campaign 
contributions and expenditures; but the 
Republican leaders, even In the face of 
an Indignant public, refused to consent 
to a law which would compel honesty In 
elections. When the matter was brought 
up la the recent Republican national 
convention, the plank was repudiated by 
a vote of m  to to. Hera. too. Mr. Taft 
has been driven to apologias for his con­
vention and to declare, himself in favor 
of o  publicity law; and yet. If you wilt 
read what he says upon this subject, you 
will find that his promise falls far short 
of the requirements ef the situation. He 
■aye:

"I f  I am elected president, I shall urge 
upon congreaa. with every hope of suc­
cess, that O law he passed requiring the 
Jtllng. in a federal office, of a statement 
of the contributions received by com­
mittees and candidates in elections for 
mom bars ef congress, and In each other 
elections as are constitutionally within 
the control of congress."

How nan the people heps te rule. If they 
are net able to learn until after the elec­
tion what the predatory Interests are do­
ing? The Democratic party meets ths 
issue honeetly and courageously.

way by land-owners. It is con­
ceded by all that laud values in­
crease with the building of rail­
roads and especially is this so 
when the lands lie contiguous to 
the railroad. I^ands lying contig­
uous to a railroad are much more 
sought after than lands lying in 
sections remote- from a railroad. 
For these and other reasons no 
trouble is anticipated by the com­
mittee in securing the right-of- 
way.

Mr. J. A. Mitchell of Dibofl, 
civil engineer for the Texas South­
eastern railroad, was in Crockett 
this week. Mr. Mitchell said that 
he would begin the survey for the 
new railroad between the 1st and 
the 15th of September. After 
the survey is completed actual 
construction will begin. The road 
will be completed within eighteen 
months and trains in operation 
between Crockett and Lufkin via 
Kennard.

While the statement is not au­
thoritative, it is believed that a 
passenger train will be operated 
out of Crockett every morning, 
taking dinner at Lufkin and re­
turning to Crockett in the after­
noon and spending the night here. 
This belief is based on the fact 
that the Eastern Texas now has a 
train leaving Lufkin every morn­
ing for Kennard and returning to 
Lufkin in the afternoon. The 
Texas Southeastern would likely 
leave Ljfkin in the afternoon and 
return in the morning, thus run­
ning in the opposite direction to 
the Eastern Texas and giving 
Kennard two- passenger trains a 
day. Such an atrangement would 
bring the train crews to Crockett 
to live and that in itself would be 
of some financial aid to the town.

AUTO GOES INTO BEACH HOLE.

TIim m s  Scstt aid Party Strike the 
Qaicksaads.

Galveston, Texas, August 10.— 
Late Sunday evening a large tour 
ing car owned and driven by 
Thomas Scott of this city, while 
driving on the beach near Fort 
Crockett, ran into and was sunk 
in a pool of qnicksand caused by 
the overflow pipe of the North 
American Dredging company 
when it was filling tbe area around 
the government forts. The acci­
dent happened between 8 and fl 
o ’ clock, and the maehine as soon 
as it strack the hole, which proved 
to be about 10 feet deep, came to 
a sudden stop and rapidly began 
to disappear from view. The 
passengers were unable to get out, 
and after about fifteen minutes of 
waiting they were rescued from 
their predicament by a party of 
men in a buggy.

Throughout the night a force of 
men attempted to extricate the 
machine, but tbe effort was not 
successful until tbe services of 
housemover, with the assistance 
of a 800-foot steel cable and 
power wineb, was secured, when 
it was dragged from the hole into 
which it had fallen.

Since tbe filling of the govern­
ment property this place where 
the overflow pipe was carried 
across the sea wall has been 
watched and guarded at night with 
red lights.
