Council receives report from Five Area

“This is about as good as
you can get,” Sandy
Vandevender, general
manager of Five Area
Telephone Cooperative, told
the Muleshoe City Council
Monday, referring to the
telephone company’s
ongoing efforts to replace
the existing copper lines
with fiber optic cable.

Vandevender said Five
Area was “very excited”

about the opportunities the
project would bring to
Muleshoe and noted that
similar equipment updates
were in the works for Olton,
Sudan and Springlake, with
eventual hopes of bringing
it into the rural area as well.

“It will basically ‘“future

proof’ our city,”
Vandevender said.
Although the
cooperative’s  copper
telephone lines are still
working, he said, the
decision was made to
update the lines in

Muleshoe based at least in
part on the potential for
future services such as

He helped me. I recently spent a week on a book tour. We saw long lines and crowded
stores. One person after another complemented me. For three days I bathed in the river of
praise. I began to believe the accolades. All these people can’t be wrong. I must be God’s gift
to readers. My chest puffed so much I could hardly see where to autograph the books. Why,
had I been born two thousand years earlier, we might read the gospels of Matthew, Max,
Luke, and John. About the time I wondered if the Bible needed another epistle, God shot an
arrow of humility in my direction.

We were running late for an evening book signing, late because the afternoon signing had
seen such long lines. We expected the same at the next store. Concerned, we phoned ahead.
“We are running behind. Tell all the people we'll arrive soon.”

“No need to hurry,” the store manager assured.

“What about the people?”

“Neither one seems to be in a hurry,”

Neither one?

By the time we reached the store, thankfully, the crowd of two people had tripled to six. We
had scheduled two hours for the signing; I needed ten minutes.

Self-conscious about sitting alone at the table, I peppered the last person with questions.
We talked about her parents, school, Social Security number, favorite birthday party. Against
my pleadings, she had to go. So I sat alone at the table. Big stack of Lucado books, no one in
line.

I asked the store manager, “Did you advertise?”

“We did. More than usual.” She walked off.

The next time she passed I asked, “Had other signings?”

“Yes, usually we have a great response,” and kept going.

I'signed all the books at my table. I signed all the Lucado books on the shelves. I signed Tom
Clancy and John Grisham books. Finally a customer came to the table. “You write books?” he
asked, picking up the new one.

“I do. Want me to sign it?”

“No thanks,” he answered and left.

God hit his target. Lest I forget, my daily reading the next morning had this passage: “Do
not be wise in your own eyes” (Prov. 3:7).

When you're full of yourself, God can't fill you.

But when you empty yourself, God has a useful vessel.

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Extension agent talks about aging well in West Texas

Health

When we think of the
word “age,” the most
common thought is the
number of years lived.

However, as Americans
continue to live longer, we
also must think about how
well we are living — how
successfully we are aging.

Physical, mental, and
emotional health are all
interrelated and must be

considered when
discussing successful
aging.

The first step to

successful aging is to
remain as physically healthy
as possible for as long as
possible.

Mary Herridge, a
Gerontologist and Hill
County extension agent,
points out that poor health

is not a consequence of
aging and being healthy is
not just the absence of
disease.

“A chronic illness may be
considered unhealthy but, if
managed properly, the
person suffering from that
illness may be able to lead
a normal, healthy life.,” she
said.

A healthy lifestyle may
have a positive impact on a
person at any age. Proper
diet, exercise and
preventive healthcare are
three primary means to
maintaining your physical
health.

Successful aging is also
tied very heavily to a
person’s mental health. Just

as with physical health,
decline in mental health is
not a consequence of
growing older.

“Many clinicians and
family members attribute an
altered mental state to
someone’s age rather than
recognizing symptoms of a
disease and seeking
treatment for it,” said Andy
Crocker, gerontology health
specialist with Texas
Cooperative Extension.

Something as simple as
the wrong prescription in a
pair of glasses may cause
disorientation and then may
be confused with dementia.

Crocker recommends
keeping the mind active
through stimulating activity

such as reading or word
games or even talking with
friends and neighbors about
a current news event.

Emotional and spiritual
well-being is key to any
discussion regarding
healthy aging. Social
interaction is an important
part of emotional health.
Whether it’s through
volunteerism or a group of
friends who meet on a
regular basis, staying
involved in society gives a
sense of purpose: a reason
to get out of bed in the
morning and to stay both
mentally and physically
healthy.

Americans are still
searching for the fabled
“Fountain of Youth” and until
someone finds it, we must
try to do what we can to age
well.

“Here | am! | stand at the
door and knock. If anyone
hears my voice and opens
the door, | will come in and
eat with him, and he with
me.”— Rev. 3:20, NIV

Have you ever gone to
someone’s house and
knocked on the door, but
they never came to answer
it?

You know they are in
there... maybe the television
is on, or you can hear a
radio, maybe you even
noticed the telltale
movement of a curtain as
someone peeked out... but
they don’'t answer the door.

Now, | admit that the
majority of times I've
encountered this, | been in
possession of a document
that ordered me to present
a certain person’s body
before the court, but it isn’t
something limited to law
enforcement officers or kids
named “Erkel.”

Many people remain lost,
and doomed to the pits of
hell, because they never
answer the door when God
knocks. But before we tell
them “shame, shame,” we
need to remember that there
are also a lot of Christians
who think of salvation as just
an innoculation against
hellfire rather than a
relationship with God.

Maybe you can look back
this past week on your daily
life and can remember a
time when God knocked, but
you didn’t answer the door.

God continues to stand
outside the door, wanting to
come in and have fellowship
with us. But we have to open
the door, he will never push
it open... he will never break
it down.

While the apostle John
was in exile on the Island of
Patmos, God gave him a
vision which he recorded,
and which we call the Book
of Revelation. In the early
chapters of that book, John
wrote about seven churches
to whom Christ wrote,
addressing many of the
problems that continue to
trouble his church.

One of those churches
was at Laodicea, and as
we’ve already read, God
says he’s standing at the
door knocking... but thisisn’t
a picture of a sinner in need
of salvation, the Bible clearly
shows that in these
scriptures the people on the
other side of the door are
Christians.

Why don’t people answer
the door?

In many cases, they don’t
hear him knock. They may
be too busy, wrapped up
with their lives, that they are
too busy to to be concerned
about God’s purpose for
their lives.

Maybe they’re too deaf.
Their hearts have hardened
to God’s voice and his
message. A child with dirty
ears may have trouble
hearing a parent, but a
Christian with a hardened
heart has trouble hearing
God.

Maybe they’re just
unwilling too respond. Some
people hear God’s knock,
but still don’t answer the
door because they're
unwilling to committ all of
their lives to Christ.

Or, maybe they just don’t
care enough to respond.
This, after all, was the
reason for Christ’s letter to
Laodicea. He was saying

they were just going through
the motions.

They were more
interested in ritual and
religion than they were in a
relationship with God.

They might have been
meeting, but they weren’t
truly worshipping.

Luke 9:62, NIV, says,
Jesus replied, “No one who
puts his hand to the plow
and looks back is fit for
service in the kingdom of
God.”

If such is the case of
someone who sets other
priorities above God, how do
you think he feels about
someone who even won't
walk across a room, open a
door, and invite him in?

offering video services to
Five Area customers.

Vandevender also noted
that the batteries that are
being installed inside local
residence as part of the
project would assure
residents that in the event of
a power outage residence’s
would still have “life line”
services.

In unrelated business, the
city council adopted a
proposed tax rate of .6550,

budget, of which $9,456.70
will be raised from new
property.

According to City
Manager David Brunson,
the rate for the current year
was .6603, and the effective
rate is .6072.

Although there is an
increase in revenue from
last year, there would
actually be a decrease in
the city’s tax rate.

“The tax revenue
increase will be a small
portion of the total budget,
he said.
