TROOPS HURRIED TO SCENE

Desultory Fights Since Thursday Cul­
minate in Soldiers Taking 

<t/ The Field.

Oklahoma City. Ok. March 29.— 
Five companies of Oklahoma State 
troops started yesterday in pursuit of 
Crazy Snake's band of Creek Indians, 
half-breeds and negroes, intrenched In 
the Hickory Hills, sevCn miles from 
Henryetta.

FOUR EXPERIMENT STATIONS
M any B ills  Are Introduced and Some 

H a vs Passed and Been Signed  
By Governor.

Austin: One of the new bills of 
The special session that promises to 
have easy sailing, in spite of the fact 
that It creates a new State office, is 
the State Fire Marshall bill, now be­
fore the Senate and House, with 
unanimous favorable reports by the 
respective committees. This bill may 
be classed among the educational. Its 
purpose is to reduce tire losses, pri­
marily. Such laws are now In force 
in Massachusetts, Maine, Connecticut, 
Maryland, North Carolina, South Caro­
lina, Mississippi, Louisiana, Ohio, 
Minnesota, Kentucky, Wisconsin and 
Tennessee. While it is estimated that 
50 per cent of the actual fire waste in 
Texas la attributable to Incendiary ori­
gin, the fact remains that the 8tate 
penitentiaries of Texas hold not, a 
prisoner convicted of arson in this 
State. The State Fire Marshal and 
the fire chiefs of every city and town 
of the State are to work together in 
ferreting out the causes of fires. The 
Sheriff of every county is also brought 
in as a co-operator with the new State 
department proposed. Fire escape, 
chimney and divers other inspections 
are prescribed among the duties of 
the State Fire Marshal and his two 
deputies that he may appoint. The 
enactment of the law, it is believed, 
will result In a rigid enforcement of 
the law governing arson. Additional­
ly, the bill provides that the State 
Superintendent of Public Instruction 
shall Usue a booklet for the instruc­
tion of public school children on the 
chemistry of fires. The Governor is 
said to favor the bill.

Upon the House convening at 10 a. 
m. Thursday, Mr. Bowman moved that 
his bill establishing an agricultural 
experiment station in the 104th Rep­
resentative District be printed. Mr. 
Bowman declared himself against the 
plan advocated by Mr. Terrell of 
Cherokee in hla agricultural statioa 
bill that a county where a station la 
to be established shall donate fifty 
acres of land and $6,000 therefor. The 
Committee on Agriculture condensed 
all the bills creating experiment sta­
tions and reported four favorably— 
station for the rice belt, black land 
country, West Texas and Northwest 
Texas—on the Terrell plan, that a 
donation of $6,000 and fifty acres of 
land be made in these counties. Also 
the board of directors of the Agricul­
tural and Mechanical College were to 
make the location.

Revenue and Taxation.
The House Committee on Revenue 

and Taxation considered, without 
reaching a conclusion, the bill by Mr. 
Ballengee providing that owners of 
land on which there are vendors’ lien 
notes may be exempted from taxation 
to the extent of the amount of the 
notes and providing that said notes 
fbay be taxed; autborixlng the owner 
of the land to pay taxes and credit the 
notes with that amount.

B ills  Signed by Governor.
The Governor Friday signed the fol­

lowing bills:
Authorizing the reinstatement of 

foreign and domestic corporations that 
have forfeited their permits to operate 
in Texas by the payment of the fran­
chise fees and penalties; the pro­
visions of the act extend to delin­
quencies of two years.

Extending the time of railroads to 
complete construction.

Creating a State Board of Nurse 
Examiners.

Permitting Incorporated or unincor­
porated towns of 10,000 or less In­
habitants to adopt a commission form 
of government.

Allowing private corporation twenty- 
one directors.

Authorising Instruction In cotton 
classes at the A. and M. College.

Providing for tbe teaching of agri­
culture In State normal schools.

Fixing fees to be charged for filing 
report of Printers' Mutual Fire Insur­
ance Company.

Austin: Having upon Thursday
strained Itself in establishing the 
record for the special session by pass­
ing two tolerably important bills in 
a single day, the House of Represen­
tatives Friday rested upon Its laurels 
and passed nothing whatever, save a 
single resolution.

Tendered Place oa Railroad Commit- 

sloa.

(Houston Post Special.)
Austin, Texas, March 31.—The 

railroad commissionership vacated 
by the death of Judge L. J. Storey 
was today, by the governor, ten­
dered to former United States 
Senator Horace Chilton, and a tele­
gram signed by all the members 
of the senate was sent urging him 
to accept it. Many other tele­
grams of like tenor from different 
quarters were also addressed to 
him.

In the house Mr. Reedy intro­
duced a resolution urging Mr. 
Chilton to accept, but it went over 
until tomorrow.

Generally speaking, the an­
nouncement of the tender of the 
appointment to Mr. Chilton was 
received with approval, the only 
discordant note coming from cer­
tain administration circles in which 
there was a disposition to mutter 
jecause the governor had seen fit 
to go outside of the recognized 
official crowd to find a man to fill 
the job.

Mr. Chilton did not accept the 
appointment, however, and 
although it was given out from 
the governor’s office this evening 
that, on the other hand, he had 
as yet not finally declined it, there 
s little room left for doubting that 
le will not consider it.

The governor urged him very 
earnestly to abandon his determi­
nation in this respect, but can 
lardly be said to have received 
any encouragement of the hope 
that he would do so.

Mr. Chilton recently bought a 
borne and settled in Dallas and 
announced that he waa out of 
politics for good and all. To 
accept the appointment in question 
would necessitate his running for 
re-election next year, and again 
two years later at the end of Judge 
Storey’s term, which is not an 
alluring prospect for a man who 
has made up his mind to avoid the 
turmoil of politics.

It l« aa Excellent Appointment.
The News thinks Gov. Campbell 

has done well in offering the va­
cant place on the Railroad Com­
mission to ex-Senator Horace 
Chilton, and it regrets that he 
has felt constrained to decline the 
honor. It says this without know­
ing what Senator Chilton’s pred­
ilections may be with respect to 
any prospective controversy. In 
making this pronouncement it is 
impelled only by the knowledge 
that he is a man of fine character 
and exceptional ability. The first 
of these qualities would enable 
him to be fair, and the second to 
overcome the handicap of inex­
perience in railroad matters. Both 
the magnitude of the interests 
with which it deaU and the iin 
portant hearing of its decisions on 
the welfare of this state make it 
essential that the Railroad Com­
mission be composed of men who 
will t>e neither swayed by clamor 
nor seduced liy sophistry. The 
News lieheves Senator Chilton has 
the qualities which fullv satisfy 
these requirements. —  Galveston 
News.
