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MURDERED IN HER BED

And Then Thrown in the Horse-lot
Well—Such Was the Fate
of Mollie Harris.

Pinioned under the water with a
plank fastened in both sides of the
well-curbing, head downward and
a foot partially exposed, Mollie
Harrs, a young mulatto woman,
was found in the horse-lot well on
the Shivers place in East Crockett
Sunday afternoon. The horses had
refused to drink any more of the
water and an investigation of the
well was made. Removing the
plank, the body shot up to the top
of the water and floated. Wesley
Shivers, on being let down into
the well, fastened a rope around the
woman’s neck and the body was
drawn up by Wesley and Bob
Shivers. An examination revoealed
the identity of Mollie Harris, a
young mulatto tenant on the
Shivers place.

The woman waehed for Mrs.
Shivers on Tuesday and had been
missing since Wednesday. She
was murdered either Tuesday or
Wednesday night. She had a
husband, but was separated from
him, and when she was missed it
was thought she had gone to her
husband. She lived alone, and on
Saturday her mother came and
got all of her clothing and furm-
ture. Sunday the crime was
uncovered. Blood was found on
the floor of the house, and even
the walls and ceiling were blood-
bespattered. A trail of blood was
traced through the back room and
out the door, where a large stick
of wood that had been dragged
over was blood-besmeared. The
woman had then been picked up

bodily and carried to the well and
thrown in. head downward. The
deed was evidently the work of

more than one person, for who-
ever went into the well and fastened
the woman’s body under the water
could not have dome so without
the assistance of another or others.
The officers went to work Sunday
afternoon and arrested a number
of negroes, among them a brother
of the dead woman.. Sunday
night and Monday more arrests
were made. The grand jury got
busy on the case Monday morning,
and all day Monday and Tuesday
negroes were being taken before
that jury. The Courier has been
unable to learn who or how many
will be held for the crime.

Negroes Pledge Assistance.
The colored citizens of Crockett

held a mass meeting in Cunyus
Hall Tuesday night and pledged
themselves to do all in their power
to assist the officers in bringing to
justice the black-hand murderer,
who killed a colored woman in the
eastern part of town and threw
the body 1nto a well.

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FINANGE COMMITTEE
" MAKES REPORT.

Commissioners’ Court Made Record for Many
Sessions—Paid Some County Officers
Three Months in Advance.

Former County Judge Drew More Than Was Dee Him—Numerous County
Warrants Issued and No Order on Minutes—Recommend That Finance
Ledger Be Dispensed With—Extravagance in Buying Statiomery.
Convict Bonds Due and Unpaid—The County Debt.

To the Hon. B. H. Gardner,
Judge of the Third Judicial
District—Sir:

The undersigned committee ap-
pointed by your honor at this
term of the district court to look
after the finances of the county and
examine the books of the different
officers submit the following:

We have examined the books of
the different officials and find the
most of them correct, except some
few minor errors and irregulari-
ties.

We find that the county com-
missioners have drawn pay for
road service on an average of
eighty-seven days for each com-
missioner, and the attorney
geveral rules that they are only
entitled to twelve days at $2.00
per day. They bave also held
five regular and eleven special
terms in one calendar year. We
also find that they have made a
practice of advancing some of the
officers money on exofficio one
quarter in advance, and the former
county judge has drawn more than
was due him, which we think 18 a
bad precedent. They have also

approved bonds of some of the

officers witbout the oath of office
having been administered.

1o the matter of the depository
of the county money we find that
the court accepted a bid of .0387
1-2 and afterwards rejected said
bid on account of insufficient bond
and took the next higher bid of
.0305, when we think a better way
would have been to reject all bids
and re-advertise, which might
have resulted in a higher rate of
interest being received by the
county.

In examining the estray records
we find record of some estrays that
does not show any disposition.

We recommend that the finance
ledger kept by the county clerk
be dispensed with as 1t is of no
value to the county.

We find numerous county
warrants issued where we find no
order on the minutes of the court
allowing same,

We think there has been

lextravagance in buying stationery,

as we find the sum of $1901.25
expended in the year 1908 for
same.

We find the collector’s book well
kept and all moneys collected by
him promptly paid into “the
treasury.

We couid not tell whether the
district clerk bhad paid in all

| moneys collected by bim and due

the county as the time allotted us
was not sufficient.

We examined all the justices’
books but one, that of W. L.
Vaught. Those examined were
correct in the main, but we f(ind
irregularities in all. Some of
them had collected fines that had
not been paid in until their atten-
tion was called to same.

We find several convict bonds
due and unpaid that shoal! be
cullected, and one bond in band of
county judge that has veen paid
and receipted for by other officers
and money not paid to the
treasurer; also one that the princi-
pal says has been paid, but the

treasurer’s book does not show
that 1t has.

County treasurer’s books we

find in good shape.

Total amount of expenditures
for all purposes for the year 1908
was $36,339.87.

randum to the clerk announcing
that the petition bas been denied
and the clerk then announces to the
attorneys concerned in the case.
That was the course followed to-
day in the refusal of the petition
of the Waters Pierce case.

The decision from which the oil
company sopght to appeal was
rendered on Jan. 18,

The main decision was in case
LNo, 359, in which the Waters
Pierce O1l Company appealed from
the verdict assessing the fine of
$1,623,500 and ousting the com-
pany from the state business. The
interest and other costs n the
case will bring the amount of -this
fine in the neighborhood 6f ¥1,800,
000, looondmg to the statement of
the company’s attorneys in the
brief for rehearing.

The proncnt.ion which resulted
in the fine was brought under the
law of 1899, and under the law of
March 31, 1903, by Attorney Gen-
eral Davidson and the county at-
torney of Travis county. The
jury assessed penalties against the
defendant under the act of 1899
for 1,033 days at the rate of $1,500
a day and penalties under the act
of 1903 for 1,480 days at the rate
of 860 a day. This judgment was
affirmed by the Court of Civil Ap-
peals, and on the refusal of the
State Supreme Court to grant a
writ of error the case was brought
to the United States Supreme
Court. The Supreme Court lim-
ited its review of the appeal to
questions of a federal nature. Its
decision was that ‘‘We are unable
to find in the record any ground
for reversing the judgment of the

state court.” The second petition

DOLLAR PROPERTY LOSS IN
MASSACHUSETTS.

BUSINESS BLOCKS BURNED

Loss of Life Caused by the Explosion
of Turpentine, Paints, Oils and
Dynamite.

Lenox, Mass., April 12.—S8Six per-
sons lost their lives, three others were
badly burned and a property loss of
200,000 to $300,000 was caused by a
fire in the heart of the business sec-
tion of this city yesterday. Four
business blocks, two dwellings and
two other structures were destroyed.

The fire is believed to have started
in the Clifford Building from spontan-
eous combustion.

The loss of life occurred in the Clif-
ford Building, where the blaze started,
and resulted primarily from a series
of explosions among the turpentine,
paints, oils and dynamite stored in
the cellar of the James Clifford & Sons
Co., hardware dealers.

To Make Cotton Stalk Paper.

Cordele, Fla: Dirt was broken here
Monday morning on the first cotton-
stalk paper mill ever erected. A cot-
ton pulp and paper company has been
chartered, with a capital stock of
$175,000, and the material is on the
ground for the erection of the build
ings. The capacity of the plant will
be twenty-five tons per day. About
forty tons of cotton stalks will be con-
sumed in making a day’'s output. News
print paper will be the principal pro
duct.

Two Millions for Texas Lands.

Kansas City: Two million dollars
have been paid out by corporations
having headquarters in Kansas City
for Pecos County lands within the last
eighteen months. Pecos County is the
second largest county in Texas, and
"the tracks of the Kansas City, Mexi
co and Orient Railroad will pass
through it. Fort Stockton is the pres-
ent county seat, and there the Orient
Railroad expeets to establish a di-
vision point and build shops.

THE STATE LEGISLATURE

TWO MESSAGES SENT TO BOTH
HOUSES EASTER SUNDAY
BY GOVERNOR.

EXTRA SESSION IS CALLED

Criticises Legislators on Lack of Ac-
tion on Platform Demands.
Time Wasted.

Austin: Gov, Campbell Sunday sent
to the Legislature two messages.

The first, which was delivered to the
Senate when it met in the morning,
and to the House when it met this
afternoon, was in the nature of a roast,
giving his reasons for having to call
a second special session,

Later in the day he sent in a second
message, transmitting his proclama-
tion for a second session.

The text of these mesages follows:

Executive Office, April 10, 1909.—To
the ‘Legislature: The Constitution of
this State imposes vpou the Governor,

among other things, the duty to ‘rec-
ommend to the Legislature such meas-
ures as he may deem expedient.” Com-
pliance with this provision of the Con-
stitution is always the source of much
annoyanee to the servants of special
interests who may wish to serve their
masters without protest from the
Executive. However, under the Con-
stitation, it is not my privilege, but
my Jduty to communicate by message
with your honorable bodies, and in all
reasonable ways to impress upon you
the importance of such measures and
the necessity for the enactment or re-
peal of such laws as may appear to
me to be demanded for the good of the
State and for the welfare of all of the
people.

“A Legislature that is not compe-
tent to pass needed laws demanded
by the people is certainly not compe-
tent to appropriate the taxpayers’
money, This condition makes another
called session absolutely necessary.”

“Your regular session of sixty days
was expensive and of little value to
the people.”

“It can hardly be denied that every-
thing that has been done in the way
of legislation by the regular or called
session could have been doné in ten
days.”

“The depositors have asked for a
Lank guarantee law, not a bond law,
with only the right to bring suit. S8uch
a plap as is proposed is, | believe, a
sham and a fraud.”

“Probably the boldest, the most ar-
rogant and the most formidable lobby,
made up of the combined selfish in-
terests, that has ever assembled at the
Capitol gathered here upon the as-
gembling of the Thirty-First Legisla-
ture to pester you and hinder and de-
feat the popular will."”

Experiment Stations.

. Austin: Following is the text of
bill by Representative Terrell of Cher-
okee, providing for the establishment
of additional experiment stations:

Section 1. There shall be establish-
ed at such places in the State of Texas
as the: board hereinafter named may
deem proper, experimental stations in
addition to those now in existence, for
the purpose of making experiments in
the planting and growing of agricul
ture, horticulture, cereals and plants,
and the feeding and fattening of live
stock for slaughter; such stations to
be under the care, control, manage-
ment and direction of the Director of
Agricultural Experiment Stations of
the Agricultural and Mechanical Col
lege of Texas, and to be maintained
and operated at such places in Texas
as the board hereinafter designated
may direct. Two of these agricultural
experiment stations shall be estab-
lished west of the ninety-eighth merid-
fan, one of which shall be in West
Texas and other in Northwest Texas.

Lawmaker Pays Fine.

Austin: Frank Putnam, staff cor-
respondent of the Houston Chronicle,
was assaulted Wednesday by Repre
sentative 8. M. Meeks. The blow
broke Mr. Putnam's spectacles and
bruised his forehead. The incident
occurred just after the adjournment
of the House, and was the culmina-
tion of a colloquy regarding Repre-
sentative Hill's personal privilege re-
marks concerning Mr. Putnam, earlier
in the day. Mr. Meeks waived his
constitutional rights and accompanied
by Assistant Sergeant at Arms Burkes,
proceeded at once to the Police Court
and gave bond in the sum of $150.

Austin: The first called session of
the Thirty-First Legislature is very
nearly “all in,” has about “done its
do,” has practically made up its rec-
ord. The guaranty of deposits bill has
been referred to the undertakers,
yelept “a free conference committee.”
The Board of Health bill has finally
passed both Houses, but it remains for

Liquor Traffic Bill.

The House Friday night finally
passed the Robertson-Fitzhugh (alias
l.ee) liquor traffic bill, which provides
for uniform high license and prohib-
its the drinking of liquor on the premi-
ses., Mr. Fitzhugh declared that the

bill was dead because of a defect in

the caption, it being impossible to
make a correction in it on third read-
ing.

Mr. Lee denied that the caption was
defective. Anyway, the Senate could
amend the caption if it should pass
the bill, which it will not unless the

sent to the elimination of the Lee
amendments, which they will not like-
ly do.

The Board of Health bill, as agreed
to in conference, is the Senate bill
with certain of the House amend-
ments.

Guaranty Bill in House.

The House of Representatives Wed-
nesday night by an overwhelming vote
passed to third reading the Senate
guaranty of deposits bill, after amend-
ing it in the following particulars:
Ilt first struck out all of the Senter-
Hume substitutes and substituted the
terms of the Cureton bill as it passed
the House. Next it amended so as to
make the guarantee of deposits as pro-
vided for by the Cureton bill compul-
sory as to banks which shall hereafter
be organized, but optional as to banks
now in existence. These latter banks
may avail themselves of that provi-
sion or not as they wish. If they do
not, however, they must give the bond
which is requigred by the terms of the
Senter-Hume substitute.

The original guarantee advocates be-
lieve that the bill as it now stands will
meet the views of a majority of the
Senate and secure legislation upon the
subject. It disposes of the legal ob-
jection that the State could not com-
pel banks heretofore organized to pay
a tax to pay the losses of other bank-
ers, because that provision is not now
compulsory as to the old banks. In
fact, the only compulsory feature left
in the bill, as to such banks, is that
which Senators Senter and Hume
wrote and which the Senate adopted.
Nevertheless, the original guarantee
advocates believe these banks will
avail themselves of the Cureton bill
provision rather than assume the oner-
ous burdens which Messrs. Senter and
Hume have provided.

IN THE SENATE

Thomas Takes Oath of Ofﬁce.‘w
For the second time within three
months, H. Bascom Thomas of Hop-
kins County took the oath of office as
a Senator of Texas Saturday morning,
and the curiosity of the people who
have been wondering when he would
arrive and take his seat in the Senate
was appeased. His re-entrance into
the Senate was unmarked by any un-
usual circumstances, and he was to
a large extent ignored by the men
with whom he will now associate.
Early in the day the galleries of the
Senate became crowded with men,
women and children anxioug to see the
Senator from Hopkins County make
his entrance. At 10:40 o'clock he ar-
rived, took the oath of office and re-
ceived a scattering applause on the
floor of the Senate. In the galleries
the applause was much longer and
louder.

Austin: A number of petitions In
favor of the Senter-Hume guarantee
substitute were offered Friday morn-
ing by Senators Sturgeon, Kellie, Per-
kins and Meachum. That offered by
the latter was signed by former
Lieut. Gov. George D. Neal, the read-
ing of which was applauded.

Austin: When the Senate adjourn-
ed Friday afternoon it had cleaned up
its calendar. When the House ad-
journed after a night sitting it had
done all that it will do in the way of
passing bills at the present session.

A free conference committee has ad-
justed the differences between the
Housg and the Senate on the Board
of Health bill. Another free confer-
ence committee has adjusted the dif-
ferences on the Agricultural Experi-
ment Station bill. Their reports will
be adopted by both Houses,

Texas Senate Proceedings.
Following the convening of the Sen-
ate, numerous petitions were sent up
favoring the passage of the Cureton
bank guarantee bill, several declaring
the Senter-Hume substitute a subter-
fuge. The Masterson bill appropriat-
ing $40,000 for the establishment of a
leprosy eamp was taken up and final-

ly passed without amendment.

The measure by Senators Peeler,
Paulus and Bryan regulating the prac-
tice of barbering was taken up and
considerable opposition developed.

to come on and take a'licking or give
one. The Ajax was not misled into
the rashness of coming on, with the
Xantippe hanging on her quarter, but
lufing up suddenly—for she answered
her helm beautifully—she brought the
frigate directly under her guns; and
that fetched the Indomptable as fast
as she could trot. The Ajax opened
the ball with one of her long twenty-
fours, Sir Peter himself sighting and
polnting the gun: and immediately

}

strewed, and I, Richard Glyn, longed
to desert my station and run below,
But as I turned, I caught sight of Giles

Vernon, a little distance away from
me. He was smiling and waving his
hat, and he cried out:

“See, boys! the big 'un is coming
to take her punishment! Huzza!”

The Indomptable had them ap-
proached to within a quarter of a mile,
and as a heavy sea was kicked up by
the wind, and all three of the ships
were rolling extremely, she luffed up
to deliver hes broadside; and at that
moment three thundering cheers broke
from the 900 throats on the Ajax, and
they were {instantly answered by a
cheer as great from the Frenchman.
Owing to the sharp roll, most of the
French shot went a little too high, just
above the heads of the marines, who
were drawn up in the waist of the
ship.

Tor If one single shot could havé sent
tie Frenchman's body to the sea and
his soul to hell, I would have fired that
shot., But when I was released from
the nightmare of fear, a feeling of
mercy stole into my soul.

The French-
man made great play with his main-
deck battery, and our salls and rigging
seon were so cut up that when we
came foul, a few minutes later, we
were jammed fast; but nobody on
either ship wished it otherwise. The
Frenchman’'s main-yard swung di-

The Frenchman, how
ever, was not yet beaten at the guns,
and the firing was so héavy on both
sides that a pall of smoke enveloped
both ships. This was to our advan-
tage, for the frigate, having got some
sall on the stump of her mizzenmast,
now approached; but the wind drifted
the smoke so between her and the two
fighting ships, .that she could not in
the dim twilight plainly discern friend
from foe, especially as both were
painted black, and we swung together
with the sea and wind. When the
smoke drifted off, the gallant but un-
fortunate Xantippe found herself di-
rectly under our broadside, We gave
her one round from our main battery,
and she troubled us no more.

Of my own feelings, I can only say
that I welcomed the return of my cour-
age so rapturously, I felt capable of
h&roic things. Occasionally I recog-
nised Sir Peter as he flitted past; he
seemed everywhere at once, and 1
perceived that although Capt. Guil-
ford was technically fighting the ship,
Sir Peter was by no means an fidle

gaged side all the time, and several
of the guns on that side became dis-
abled, and officers were wounded or
killed; it brought Giles Vernon quite
close to me.

In half an hour we
were ready to go into action again, if
necessary, with another ship of the
line.

We got within range—the sea had
gone down much—and glving the
Xantippe our broadside, brought down
the tricolor which the Frenchmen had
nailed to the stump of the mizzen-
mast, She proved to have on board
near a million sterling, which, with
the Indomptable, was the richest prize
taken in for years preceding.

The admiral and captain got £11,.
000 sterling each. The senior officers
received £2,600 sterling each, The
juniors got £2,000 sterling, the mid-
shipmen and petty officers £1500
sterling, and every seaman got £700
sterling, and the landsmen and boys
£400 sterling In prize money. And
I say it with difidence, we got much
more in glory; for the two French
ships were not only beaten, but beaten
in the most seamanlike manner. BSir
Peter ever after kept the anniversary
as his day of glory, putting on the
same uniform and cocked hat he had
worn, and going to church, if on shore,
with Lady Hawkshaw on his arm, and
giving thanks In a loud voice,

As a much-needed stone in the great
organizational structure that Willlam
Booth has been building during the
past 47 years, this idea of a school
for the systematic training of his
workers has been in his mind for sev-
eral years., On his last visit to the
United States the general made his
first tentative announcement of the
plan. Since then he has worked out
many of the detalls and he has just
consented to the beginning of pre-
liminary work in this country where
the need for trained workers has been
especlally great,

Need of Trained Workers,

The scheme for a University of Hu-
manity grew naturally out of the de-
velopment of the 20 other depart-
ments. With a field as wide as the

L world itself the work of the Salvation

Ariy-is-only limited by the number
of workers that can be secured and
Its effectiveness by the understanding
and earnestnesg of these workers. As
uplift work has grown from local ef-
forts to help a few into a great in-
clusive movement which must miss
none, the problems of organization
have grown greater. Charity has be-
come a science and its application an
art requiring the highest development
of personal qualities of insight and
altruism.

This is the new worl planned by
Gen. Booth. Those women, for in-

stance, who are to go amonhg the
slums of the big cities must not only
have the desire to help but must know
how real helpfulness can best be se-
cured,  They must understand by a
study of practical soclology some-
thing of the social forces that create
this poverty and crime and wretched-
ness. They must understand the dan-
ger of the unwise charity that merely
fncreases dependence and understand

- the value of better living conditions

in raising the moral courage of those
to whom fate hag been unkind. They
must be able not only to correct home
conditions themselveas but to impart
their knowledge and to fnspire with
a desire for betterment,

Value of the Organization,

preaching constantly to vast audiences
and doing an amount of literary work
that would be a factor to many a pro-
fessional author with no other occupa-
tion. ;

William Booth was-born on April 10,
1829, in Nottingham, England, and was |
trained for the Methodist ministry,
which he entered and became one of
the strongest evangelistic forces in
that church, He grew dissatisfied,
however, at reaching only those with
some religious training and convic-
tion. He felt that there were thou-
sands whose need was far greater and
he gravitated to the East end of Lon-
don where wretchedness of all kinds
was the rule.

In a disused burial ground on Mile
End road he pitched an old tent and
the first Salvationist meeting was
held in that tent in 1861, The flery
eloquence of the earnest young
preacher caught the attention of a
crowd of poor Whitechapelers and be-
fore that first meeting was over he had
made several conversions, a perform-
ance that he has been repeating
+haroughout the world for 47 years.

How He Started the Army.

This first meeting resulted in the
formution of the Christian mission,
from which it was the evangelist's
custom to send his converts to the ex-
fsting churches of the locality, but
finding that they were not welcomed
and were in danger of slipping back
from sheer want of comradeship and
oversight, he set about forming so-
cieties of the converted. These he

The need of organization became
apparent, -but several methods were
tried with little success before Gen.
Booth hit upon the military idea and
named his organization the Salvation
Army. From that time on the move-
ment grew amazingly and it has con-
tinued to grow without ceasing to
thisg day.

Spread Over the World.

The movement began spreading to
other countries of the world in 1881
when it first reached the United
States through the influence of a silk-
weaver who had emigrated from Cow
entry, England, bringing with him the
Salvation Army idea and a strong de-
sire to continue in the work. It
reached Australia in the same year
through a milk dealer from Stepney,
and soon afterwards the first Canadian
corps was organized in a similar
fashion.

Five years Iater, in 1886, the gen-
eral made the first of many visits to
the American branches eof the army
and he has seen themn grow from a
few small corps into a veritable army
of tremendous influence and unsur
passed efficlency. His first great
world-tour was made in 1891, when he
visited South Africa, Australia and
India. Since then he has visited the
United States, Canada, Australia, New
Zealand and India four times, South
Africa twice and Japan and the Holy
Land each ouce.

A wave of crime seems to have
overswept the country during the
past few months.

From New
York to San Francisco and from
Chicago to Galveston victims have
fallen under the hand of the as-
sassin. - No section has been free.
Even our own quiet locality has
come in for a share in the record
of crime. The unwritten law,
brain storm, the avenging of the
death of another or of some wrong
to the living, are pleaded in- justi-
fication of the taking of human
life. Rare instances of murder
with robbery as the motive are
reported. Where murder is com-
mitted with the motive of taking
away money the murderer, if
caught, is punished. Where mur-
der is committed and the family
is robbed of its head the murderer
pleads justification on the ground
of the unwritten law, brain storm
or something of the kind, gets the
sympathy of the jury and is set
free as an example for- others to
follow. When a man is accused
of murder it is seldom said of him
that he will prove his innocence,
bat the language used is that he
will ““beat the case,” meaning that

| through trickery and cunning he

will beat down the evidence

| against him and evade the law’s

punishment: The responsibility
for this condition falls heavily on
the shoulders of the juries. There
18 too much sympathy for the
family of the murderer and too
little for the family of the mur-
dered. There 18 too much weeping
before juries by the lawyers for
the slayer and too little for the
slain. But the lawyers are not to
blame. They are doing and should
do everything they can legitimate-
ly to save their clients. The
blame is with the juries. There

the weak point. Men with

-bone larger than knitting-

{thread and determination stronger

than oat-straw are needed on the
petit juries of the country—men
whose sympathies will not run
away with them at the sight of a
lawyer’s tear. Men of steel are
needed and not men of snow, to
melt before the breath of tear-
sweating counsel. Criminals
should have counsel and if they
are not able to employ counsel the
court will appoint counsel for
them. And the juries should be
selected from ameng men repre-
senting the best and strongest
manhood of the country—men

{who will not let feeling override

their sense of justice and duty.

Chief Engineer Here.

Mr. O. H. Crittenden, the chief
engineer for the I. & G. N. Rail-
road company, was in Crockett
Saturday morning and made a
survey of the depot property here.

A citizens’ committee, composed
of Col. D. A, Nunn, G. Q. King,
J. W. Young and W. W. Aiken,
met Mr. Crittenden at the depot
and held a confercnee with him in
regard toa new depot building.

Mr. Crittenden would make no
promises, only saying that he was
asked by the receiver,JudgeT. J.
Freeman, to come to Crockett,
investigate the depot facilities and
make a report. He did not know
what further action would be
taken. The committee wanted to
take the chief engineer in band
and show him over the town, but
his time was limited and he
returned to Palestine on the noon
train. Before going he said that
it was his desire, as well as the
desire of Judge Freeman, to build
a first-class depot at Crockett, and
that as soon as they could get the
funds the work would no-doubt be
begun. Mr. Crittenden spoke
very encouragingly to the com-
mittee and the Courier believes|®
that a committee should be
selected to lay the matter before
Judge Freeman.

Shot through the heart, with a
Colt’s revolver lying by his side,
Tom Box, a well known farmer,
was found dead in bed last Thurs-
day morning.

He
bad fired with unerring sim. A
messenger bearing the news of
the terrible tragedy was dispatched
to Crockett, and Justice Callier,
with other county officials and
friends of the deceased, went out
and held an inguest. A letter,
written and signed by Mr. Box
and addressed to Thompson &
Lundy, was found, giving some
instructions about " his business
affairs. Enclosed with the letter
was & check signed by Mr. Box
which he wished to be used in
paying the funeral expenses. Five
or six years sgo Mr. Box was
prosperous and n fine health and
spirits. Since that time his health
had failed him, he had met with
business reverses, and his brooding
over these things had undermined
his reason. It is said that his
mind bad found no rest in sleep
for a week. Tom Box was an
industrious farmer and a splendid
citizen and his tragic ending 1s
greatly deplored. He was a
Mason and was buried by the

Masonic order at Crockett Friday
morning at 10 o’oclock.
