REPGRT OF GRAND JURY
For the Fall Term of District Court,
November, 1909.

Hon. B. H. Gardner, Judge 8rd

Judicial Dist:

Sir:  The Grand Jury empanel-
led by your Honor at opening of
your Court having concluded the
work before them, beg to submit
hereinbelow a report. It is but
justice to ourselves, and also due
the Court and the public, w0 say
that the time occupied by us in
our labors was somewhat longer
than customary, and longer than
a cursory review of public affairs
would justify. We recognize this
fact fully, and mn explanation of
same beg to say, that some two
or three matters of wide publhe
concern came in for fully a third
of our time. One was the unhap
py tragedy which occurred in the
Southwestern section of our coun-
ty, some eight months since, about
which practically nothing had
been done to bring the guilty
parties into the courts of the
county. The good name of Hous-
ton county and the highest inter-
ests of society - demanded that
something should be done. With
an earnestness and zeal that were
tireless we have appealed to every

legitimate means, and agency, to
discover and identify the guilty
parties. In the prosecution of
this duty, involving tedious de-
tails, we have spent much time

and incurred much expense, all of
which we felt sure the people de-
manded in the interest of good
government. Another matter
which deeply affects the underly-
ing principles of all stable govern-
ment and society and which came
in for quite a toll on our time was
the disreputable condition of
affairs in and ar)und Grapeland
as a consequence of a covert
defiance of the local option laws of
this county, most commonly known
as ‘‘bootlegging.” While this
practice of evading the law is not
unknown in other sections of the
county, in no other section has
the sinister and elusive custom of
violating this law assumed the
proportions of an organized and
systematic effort as in the section
named. This lawless practice is
odious to the citizenship of that
place and whatever attempts made
by them to exterminate the curse,
and bring those guilty to justice,
bave been thwarted by the perjur-
er and sympathiser. The better:
element of citizens there had lost
hope and society was rapidly be-
coming disorganized, and public
/Sentiment drifting into a state of
mind which usually appeals to
summary methods. We had =
score or more of the leading cit1-
zens of that town before us, and
to our amazement and mortifica-

tion, without exception, these
citizens all testified that the officers
of that precinct whose sworn and
bonded duty it s to enforce the

law, protect society and arraign
the guilty, do not do their duty in
these respects. They boldly de-
clared that they believed the offi-
cers of that precinct made no
serious effort to uncover this vile
practice of bootlegging, ‘and to
apprehend those guilty of it. Bad
and deplored as the illicit practice
of selling intoxicating liquors in
this precinct is, there is a darker
picture yet growing out of it, too
bad and deplorable to be condoned
in any way, or tolerated by any
good citizen. We have in mind
the perjury committed by those
who have been the beneficiaries or
the victims, as you prefer to re-
gard them, of this illicit custom.
This moral delinquency, perjary,
1# the legitimate and logical fruit
of this illegal traffic in alcoholic
liquors. The purchaser of this
liquor pledges his honor and mort-
gages his manhood to the seller
that he will not give him away, to
court or jury. In doing so, he
lays the first stone and spreads the
first cement for the foundation of
a debauched and worthless man-
hood that should stir the indigna-
tion of all true men. Nota few,
but many of those, who were
parties to the purchase of this
liquor, were boys not out of “their
'teens.

ADMINISTRATION OF CRIMINAL LAW.

We can but make seme observa-
tions on the administration of the
criminal laws in our minor courts.
No maxim of government is truer
tban that ‘‘public office is a public
trust.” The highest exemplifica-
tion of this truth is to ve found in
the administration of the duties of
an office in the interest of the peo-
ple, and not in exploiting same
for all that can be made out of it.
Under this head we must criticise
the almost breathless zeal and
energy which some display in ap-
prebending the cofored brother
guilty of the almost harmless
amusement of crap shooting and
neglecting ‘‘weightier matters of
the law.”

RISK OF LIQUOTr DEALERS.

Those who sell intoxicating
fliquors, the saloon proprietors
and express agents, are hereby put
on notice that they are under ser-
1ous responsibility and incurring
grave risk, the former in selling
and shipping and the latter in de-
livering these liquors. The parties
to whom they are sold and ship-
ped or delivered may be minors
and it is not under the present
law a defense to plead that they
Jdid not know they were minors.
The burden of knowmg or finding
out before sale, shipment or de-
livery, whether the parties to
whom the intoxicating beverage is
sold, shipped or delivered is 21
years old or not rests on and is

agent. It is their duty to know
these things and the law passed by
the last legislature is so clear that
it admits of no other construction.
We believe the boys of the coun-
try should be protected and the
laws enacted therefore enforced
and future grand juries are re-
quested to look into all violations
of this nature.

Especially can the system of econ-
omy be applied in the matter of
road nrvic,. The county does
not get an’ adequate egqumwalent
for the money paid to this end,
and better service should be ren-
dered or smaller amounts paid.
There bas been quite a deal of
criticism of the funds paid the,
commissioners for road riding; it
being claimed that such riding
was only casual and superficial,
and the sum paid therefor exces-
sive. Our impression has heen
that the commissioners could col-
lect compensation for riding the
road for twelve days only, The
public will be astounded as we
were when we discovered that
some one in the last legslature
amended the road law so that com-
missioners could draw pay for
riding the road for one hundred
days in the year. We do not
hesitate to charagterize such an
amendment of the road law as un-
oalled for, and a most egregious
blunder and temptation to ex-
travagance, and indefensible from
any standpoint.  This entire
amendment should be repealed,
and at the hrst opportunity.
SESSION OF COMMISSIONERS’ COURT,
There 18 another matter that
calls for some observations from
us, which personally we should
prefer not to refer to, but as pub-
lic officials we are forced to speak
of.

the rooms and cells as thoroughly
as it was possible for us to do.
We did not find same kept 10 the
sanitary condition that we think
it should be kept to be conducive]
to and preserve the healthfulness
of those who are confined therein.
The odor you qnoll upon entering
the cell roomo upstairs is very un-
pleasant, We are of the opimon
that these unpleasant odors are a
direct result of what we belived to
be a leak in the sewerage pipe
runniog out of the toilet in rear of
cells. We found the brick in the
wall where the iwwon casing goes
through at the south end ali

punched ont or knocked out from

top of iron casing to the bottom
of same, making an opening in

to their treatment, but insisted
that they should be served with
better food and more eare given
to the cooking and preparation of
same. We are informed by Mr.
J. C. Lacy, sheriff, who has
charge of the jail and the feeding
of the prisoners, that he is only
allowed by law 85 cents per day
feed for each prisoner and that he
is feeding them at a loss to him-
self. We would therefore recom-
mend that the small amount al-
lowed Mr. Lacy of 35 cents per
day for feeding each prisoner be
supplemented to an amount suf-
ficient to meet in a reasonable
manner the requirements for more
and better food for the prisoners.
We further recommend the im-
mediate repair of the sewer pipe
